TIHE NEW BAILROAD

To Conneet Memphis Wilh New
Orleans,

New Orleans Timos-Democrat,

Messrs. W, M. Johoson, of the firm
of R.T. Wilson & Co, bankers of New
York City, owners of the New Orleans
snd Mississippi railrond, and John A
Grant, cliof engineer of the new ling,
returned to the eity alter having made
a thorough reconnoissance of the en
tiro route from bere to Memphis, the
terminus of the road. The gentlomen
give an onthusiastio socount of the
seotion of country through which the
new line is being constructed. They
find the line very  favorable for con-
struction, with easy grades and very
few water oourses to cross. From
Memphis to the neighborhood of Fay
ette, Mississippi, the road will pass
through the finest cotton seetion in the

South, and from Fayette to the
vicinity of Clinton,  Louisians,
n distance of about fifty

miles, through a virgin forest of long
leaved pine timber. From the last
named point to Baten Rouge is a mag-
oificent cotton and sugur eountry, ouly
m)rtially developed. From RBaton
uge to Now Urleans the line will
run parallel with and within u short
distance of the Mississippi river,
through as fine a suear region as there
is in the South. Judging from these
faota it is easy to infer that the line
when opened, will do as large s busi
ness a8 any new line of railroad ever
opened in the South. Looul travel on
the entire line will bo very large. and
on the last one hundred miles will be
exceedingly so. The contractors
have already bogun work be-
tween New Orleans and Baton
Rouge and Vicksburg and Port
Gibson, and ina week or two a large
force of laborers will be plaoed on the
line between Vieksburg and Memphia,
A corps of eneineers will also be put
in the field between Baton Rouge and
Port Gibeon within a few days. In
addition to the main line, it is the
intention of the company to throw out
a branch line 'rom some point on the'
line to Arkapsaw City and one from
Vicksburg to Yazoo City, which will
be surveyed in a very short while.

Colleciive Dispateh by the Eng-
lish, Itallam and French
Observors.

Unsreuadented facilities have been
aceorded by the Egyntian Government
for the observation of the eclipse. A
f‘hn wag agreed upon between the
oglish, French and Italian axpedi.
tions. Among the results the mdst
satisfactory are photographs of the
corona and & complete speotrum gh-
tained by SBohuster on Abney's plates,
H and K are the most intense lines.
A study of the red end of the speotrum
of eorona and protuberances was mada
by Tsochini. A comet near the sun
was a striking objeet; it was photo-
graphed and observed by ths naked
eye. Bright lines wero obssrved be-
fore and after totality, st different
heighta, tiy Lockyer, with intensitios
| differing from Fraunhofer's lines ; by
Lockyer and Trepied an absolute de-
termination was made of the plaoe of
the coronal line 1471 in Kirchoff's
seale; by Thollon and Trepied the
absenoce of dark lines from the voronal
spectrum was noted. Taocohini and
Thollon, with verz different, disper-
sions, noted many bright lines in the
violet, Thollon observed spsctrum of
the oerons, and SBohuster photographed
it. The hydrogren and coronal riaea
were studied in the grating speetro-
soope by Buisieux. and with direot-
vision prism by Thollon. Rings were
observed in the grating by Lockyer,
of the first, second and third order.
The continuous spectrum is fainter
than 1878, swronger than 1871. An
intensification of the absorption lines
waa observed in grnu)lw_ B, at moon's
edge, by Trepied and Thollon.
