Arabi Pasha is trying to establish
relations with the Arabs in Tripoh
aud Bouthern Tunis,

The conference met yesterday, ohiefly
to consider temporary measures for the
security of the Buez canal, The idea
which found most favor was that the
protection of the canal be entrusted to
Englsnd and France, in conjunction
with a third power, There was no de-
cision, owing to a want of instructions
from the respective governments of
the confercos,

Loxvox, July 20.~The crops in
Nortbwest Ireland are in a frightful
condition. Hay is lying ecut in fields
surrounded by water.

Colonel Brackenbury has resigned
the Directorship of the Irish Investi-
gation Department in order to offer
his services for the campaign in
lgypt.
