No cotton has been shipped from

Alexandria, E.eypt, since the first
' week of the present moith, and tele- -

graphic advices from Europe announce
that from tho latest information it is
es'imated that at least half of the next
crop will be destroyed or lost through
tho effects of tho present disturbed
state of the oountry, including the
withdrawal of labor and the lack of

proper irrigation in the cotton growing
districts. A few remarks upon the
culture of cotton in Egypt and the
anoual production with shipments to
Europe will bo of interest attl.epres
enttime. The total shipments from

, Alexandria, tho main cotton shipping
point in Egypt, to-al- l Europe for this
and tho provious ten years will be
seen in the following table, compiled

From the foregoing it will bo ob
nerved that the total annual shipments
from Egypt is about the same, on an
average, as is handled here, in Mem-

phis, and is but little more than the
annual production of the State of
Tennessee. The yield of tha State in
1879-8- 0, according ' to tho Uuitod
States census report, was 330,644 bales,
while Egypt shipped that year 371,000
bales, or but little over 40,000 bales
excess, and this is moro than offset by
difference in weight of bales. In 1877 8

wa handled in tho Memphii'niarket
112,305 bales, whilo the total Egyptian
prop that year was but 301,000, The
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succeeding year Memphis handled
382,074, while Eeynt ghionod 3n (Wi
bales. Iu 1879-8-0 this market handled
409,809 bales, and Egypt's total was
371,000 bales, or about 37,000 bales
less. V

4,857.000 bales; in 1877-7- 9, 4,846,000;
in 1876-7- 7, 5,238,000 bales; and there-
fore, the Egyptian portion ranges from

li to lb per cent of the Euronean
supply, or about the same relative
quantity as the production of Tennes.
see is to tha entire crop of the United
states.

The culture of cotton ia Eevnt
far as the seasons are concerned, is
very similar to ours. Tho first pick
ing is .in October, the second in
November and December, and th
third in January and Februarv. On
Unds subjeot to Nile overflow, known
as Balieh land, the seed is planted in
Maroh.while on the artifioiallv irri.
ted lands which the Nile cannot rear--

and known as Miscoweh, the soedns
planted during April, and threa nr
four weeks later than the other. Th
latter, or artificially irrigated, pro
duces the most superior cotton. a tha
land is better tilled, and about two- -

thirds or the entire ootton area is of
this latter character. The Mis- -

coweh land is broken up three
or four ' times, then harrowed with
a rude implement, after which
the scad is put in drills or furrows two
feet apart. During growth the plants
are thinned and the dirt is thrown
against the rows with plows, while
through artificial irrigation the ficU
are watered several times. , On the
Balieh land the yield is less in quan-
tity aid inferior in staole. owin to
deficient cultivation, and the outturn
averages about one third of the other.
That remarkable phenomenon, the
annual Nile inundation, is causod by
tropical rains, which commence under
the equator in the early spring. These
floods first fall into the White, then
into the Blue Nile, and reaoh Egypt
between the middle of April and the
end of June. Ia the middle of Jnlw
tho red water appear, and the rise is
generally highest by the end of Sep

ictuuui. visioio decline set m
during October, while by tho end of
iovemter the waters are low and
continue shoal until after eotton seed-
ing time in April. It mav be furtW
stated that Egyptian eotton bears a
cloio resemblance to the Amerinin
artiole, and next to it ranks as the
best that enters the Euronean merLr.
The relative differenco in the value of
Egyptian and American is small.
