The Dwjt-- r wrotitcrV Luck.
New York Letter.

There seems to have been a turn nf
luck with the Dwyer brothers, who
have beri unusually fortunate with
their horses, tor tho breaking down
ot the colt Runnymede, followed so
close by the retirement of Hindoo, is
a pecuniary disaster ot no slight mo-
ment. The mistake they have made
is apparently in overtraining, for th.
severity of the discipline enforced in
tticir staoio has rivaled that whioh
athletes undergo for races. When
Hindoo broke down, it was said that
his owners had madi) ud their minds
that the results ot a long distance
race were nol commensurate " with
the risks, and that they would never
again enter one of their horses or train
on) for such a raoe. This lesson
had been learned at the cost of Black
burn, Hindoo and Runnymede, all
broke down in their primo.when their
money value was highest Blackburn
won twenty-tw- o races as a two year
old out of twenty-four- , and earned
nearly $17,000. Ho broke down as a
four year old when the failure of his
foot in the preparation for the raoe for
the Coney Island cup caused his defeat
byUlcnmore. Hindoo also broke down
as a four-yea- r old in preparation for
tho race of the Monmouth cup after he
had won eighteen races out of twenty
as a three-yea- r old, and had earnod
nearly $.')0,000 for his owners. Thus the
money lost by such disasters is seen to
be great. Runnymede was left to be the
main dependence of the stable, and
the fact is that the remaining three
year old states seem to be at h
mercy. The desperate struggle in the
race for the rich Lorrillard stakes at
Moumouth Park probably ruined
Runnymede, although he won $7500
for his owners. This season ho has
paid them $20,000. He was fairly
earning a reputation as the crack
three year old of the country and was
attesting the valuo of his fine strain of
blood. Since Onondago and Francesca
nave shown themselves unable to cope
with tho crack three year olds, the
Dwycrs stable is left without a repre
sentative and James Rowe's reputation
as a trainer has suflered. The Dwv
era, when they went into horse racing
did not give up their butcher stores
in Urooklyn. Ihey were probably
wise.
