The State laws already protect them
sufficiently, and they get along as well

Mr. liatton thinas the time
ha arrived when the postage
on local letters, at offices where
ths carrier system is in-- operation, can
be reduoed from two to one cent. And,
besides the neat disnaritv of price in
proportion to service, he gives the very
good reason that the local service in
cites now pays over amillion ! dollars
a year in postage in excess of the cost
ol the servioe. ila adds the further
inducement that every new facility
given to the looal service increases the
volume ol its business, and we r y
add that while this pays the goveu-men- t

well in the end in the mere mat
ter of revenue, it also carries out one
of the great purposes of the l'ostoffiee
Department as a help and promoter ol
intercourse among tne people.

Incidentally the Rcpert concedes
two meeds of justice to the clerks in
the working postoffices and to the sub-

ordinates in the Department. As to
