In too
many cases, the ground is plowed

but once, and then baot three or four

inches in depth. Can a beavy crop

be expected from such a prepara- ||

tion? Tbe soil shonld be plowed to
the depth of, at least, twelve inches,
and it should be plowed two or
three times bofore the seed is sown.
Some practice subsoiling, and say

is there more plant food furnished
—not only can the roots run down
deeper in thesoil, and thus be able

to better withstand the upheaving |

and exposing the roots of the plants
to the drying winds
frosts.
