GEN. MAHONE AND HIS RAILROAD CON--

. SOLIDATION SCHEMES F.Xl'ECTA- -

TIONS BLASTED A GRAPHIC PIC-

TURE OF THE GAP THE IRON AND

MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES.

CUMBERLAND GAP, Tenn ., March 30, 1874.

To the Editor of the Morristown Gazette:
Cumberland Gap will naturally

suggest mingled thoughts of river-
side and railroad movements ; a
Kentucky outlook and a Virginia
terminus ; yet iu view of the autopsy
of the Siamese twins we may be
justified in ascertaining whether this
wonderful physical conformation is
an extension of Virginia's sternum ;

Kentucky's umbilical cord, or Ten-
nessee's liver.

We had thought for a long while
that Dr. Mahone would have push-
ed his railroad thus far and opened
the Gap to the outside world. Alas,
for the power of lobbyism ! We
know not how many ' Richmonds"
there were in the field ; we doubt
not the pluck" of a " Pridemore ;"
but we do know of no more silly act
than recently enacted by the Vir-
ginia Legislature in yielding to the
Mahone pressure. If we understand
the controversy, the frame work is
this : Virginia permitted the con-

solidation of several railroads, under
the style of the Atlantic, Mississip-
pi and Ohio R. R., she gave up cer-

tain bonds ; 3,000,000 of which was
to be expended in the completion of
the road to the Gap of the Cumber-
land. Eighteen months since an
elaborate survey of the routes was
made and all the preliminary manoe-
uvres gone through with. Gen. Ma-
hone discovers Kentucky will not
meet him and assume a masterly
inactivity.

And if the
women can be convinced that all
manner of late fashions are to be
learned in this institution, there will
be no difficulty in getting them
there. But, tell them it is a lunatic
asylum, and all the Taylor artilery,
and Peace and Williams' Repeating
Rifles in America can never force
them there.

I tell yon, Mr. Editor, if such a
thing is to be, it will depopulate
this whole country. I would not
give five dollars for Knoxville and
all its remaining inhabitants, and
Maryville will be left a howling
wilderness.

Knoxville, March 31, 1874.
To the Editor of the Morristown Gazette :

Not having much to do in the
shop, I sauntered into the Federal
Court-room- , where Judge Emmons
was disposing of the counterfeit cul-

prits. Nearly all of them submitted
to the mercy of the court, and, the
court was indeed merciful.

Nicholas Sharp, of Union county,
" Old Nick " a cognomen by which
he was more generally known, es-

pecially among those of the clan,
was one of the submissive, asking
for clemency. It i said that the
Judge interviewed him before he
pronounced his sentence. Nick in-

formed the Judge that he had been
in the business a long time, and had
been before the State courts on the
charge of counterfeiting. His Honor
wondered that he had not been con-

victed when the proof was so plen-

ary. Nick told the innocent Judge
how he pla3red his cards in the State
courts. His game was to procure a
continuance the first term ; this clone,

he considered his case one-thir- d

gained. He then 6huffHd for a sec
ond continuance, succeeding in
which he considered his case two-thir- ds

better than at first. A third
continuance was, of course, harder
to obtain ; but, maneuvering, and a
little money, always won ; and the
thin! point made he had no more
fear of conviction.

Prosecutor or witnesses die, or
get out of the way, and the public
interest abates, and the criminal
goes free to renew his depredations
on the people.

Such is substantially and almost
circumstantially the history of State
trials of notable offenders against
the law. Judge Emmons comments
on such administration of justice by
so-call- courts, was as withering as
it was well timed, and well warrant
ed.

It would have been well for the
country, if our small fry Judges
could have heard him ; they would
atieast have looked as small, and as
smashed up, as the lawyers did,
when he exposed in uncompliment-
ary terms their machinations in the
flimsy affidavits which they read
to him for continuances.

Us outsiders delight in these cas-tigatio- ns

of lawyers who do not
scruple to mislead the lesser lights
of the bench and in the State courts
have things all their own way.

" Old Nick," being the " bell-

wether" of the herd, "went in lem-
ons and all the others followed
suit.

The friends of George W. Weaver
and his son-in-la- Harper, express
much regret at their great misfortune.
If my information is correct, from
those who know them, they are men
who stood well. It is said that Geo.
Weaver was, until since the
close of the war, one of the best
citizens of the county. But
further comment may be distasteful
to their friends and I do not design
to wound the feelings of any one.
Their term of punishment is light,
but it is believed that a'l the object
the law has in punishing offenders,
will be accomplished light as it is.

Thus far the enforcement of law,
and the administration of justice in
"Uncle Sam's" court has giving
general satisfaction.

Judge, jury, and the Go vernment
prosecuting attorney's, all and sing-
ular, were the theme of commenda-
tion, congratulation and praise. The
people, who love law, and order, and
fair dealing, are more open moothed
in approbation of what they thought
would be a breaking up of counter-
feiting and of kindred villainies, and
in making a new departure in meet-
ing out to criminals the just reward
eftheir deeds, and by so doing main-

tain good government. Men felt
better because they saw that law
was to be supreme, and lawlessness
must be suppressed.

L In the midst of these rejoicings,
it was ennounced that the entire roll
of offenders would not be called
that some of them would be reserv
ed. Snspicion was at once aroused.
