purchasing all of the "King of the
Mountain" brand that there was in ' the
cellar at.the very high price of $8 per
gallon,' paying for it and ordering it sent
to his home, for his private use. This
particular brand was made, in 1872 from
Concord grapes grown on Walden's
Ilidgc.

This gentleman is a connoisseur, and
knows what he is buying, having a vine--

of his own in Ohio and a wine cel-a- rd

Ciied with choice wines from every
country which he has gathered directly
from the growers in his travels through-
out the old world.

Mr. Severin has always gotten his own
price for his wines, never having sold
any for less than $2. per gallon,' while
Ohio Catawba wines are scllin at from
80 cents to $1 per gallon. - . -

It is a fact acknowledged by those
best acquainted with grape culture, that
the ridges and table lands of East Ten-
nessee produce better fruit for wine
making than any other section of the
United States, while the yield is most
prolific. ' The only thing necessary to
success is care in selecting varieties
adapted to the soil and proper culture
thereafter. Attention is being directed
more fully nch year to this lucrative
pursuit, and there .will probably be more
acres set in grapes this spring --than in
the pa&t five years,."' :
