A JEFFERSON COUNTY MAN'S
TRIP TO . TEXAS AND WHAT

HE HAS TO SAT OF IT. --

.

Dallas, Texas,-Apri- l SO," 1376.

To the Editor of the Morristown Gazette:

Having emigrated to the Lone Star
State from my native State, East Ten-
nessee, and having promised .a great
many friends to write them, I tltought I
would give them a general letter through
your paper. -

I left Rutledge on the 24th of April,
lad quite a pleasant trip to the city of

Knoxville, cheered along the road by
the crowing of roosters, ajid the" occa
sional gobble of a certain old turkey,
the only one on the train. Left Knox-
ville Wednesday morning, and reached
Chattanooga for breakfast, where I met
an East Tennessean whom his friends
supposed to be dead. But he is still
alive, and says that he is neither dead
nor sleeping. Nothing of interest trans-
pired on my trip more than our engine
ran off the track" on the Memphis and
.Little liock road, the road being in a
desperate condition at this time, but the
managers speak of repairing it soon.
Arkansas, along the line of road, is one
vast wilderness and swamp, and looks as
though a man would necessarily have to
boat it through. I don't suppose any of
my East Tennessee friends would like
to emigrate to that locality, for cventhe
frogs were packing up to leave, for fear
of the chills and musquitoes, the latter
being very numerous and of large statue

so large they will eat a full-grow- n

steer, and then fly up in a tree and pick
their teeth with their horns.

From Texarkana, Texas, to Will's
Point, the land looks thin, ,bu seems to
be very fine for cotton, corn and oats.
After you leave Will's Point you strike
one of the most beautiful prairies that
I have ever beheld; just as far as your
eyes will reach the prairie extends, and
a smoothe as needs be, and covered over
with grass, looks as though the Lord
had seen fit to carpet the whole thing
most beautifully. I saw a great many
horses and cattle on the prairie, 'all. fat
and sleek, as though they were stall-fed- .

Corn, cotton, beans, etc., are up, and
have been worked from one to two
times, and look fiae. Oats are headed
out.

This, in ray estimation, is the country
for emigrants. Land is good, climate
mild, health fine and everything looks
lovely, though some complain of hard
times even here.. But hard times here
are better than in East Tennessee, and
they don't care to throw you out tne coin
for change. I don't want to say. anything
that would be calculated to induce any
one to come here on my say so, for they
might become dissatisfied. I have met
with some parties "who are leaving Texas
because they say they can do no good
here. The reason is, they came here ex-

pecting to have only to shake the first
bush they came to and gather dollars to
last a life time. Such is not the case
here nor elsewhere. Iam informed that
a man can get very good- - wages in the
country. The emigration is very large
now. A great many from all the States
are coming in. As I have not been here
very long I am not is competent to give
positive information as old residenteis.
Should any want further information, I
will try to give it hereafter.

shadowed the tragic fate of Presideut
Lincoln but which has never before
found its way into print, is vouched
for by a number of pasons, still in
Washington, and who were witnesses
of it, Oa the day when Mr. Lincoln
was inaugurated the second time, in
1865, and just as he had passed from
the rotunda of the Capitol: to ?the
platform at the east portico, where
his iuaugural was to be delivered, a
man who was recognized by several
persons to be John Wilke3 Booth,
pushed hurriedly through the pas-
sage leading from the Senate Cham-
ber to the rotunda, and in an excited
and. determined manner- - broke
through the line of policemen which
kept the crowd back from the pro-
cession, and made desperate efforts to
reach the eastern door , of the Capit-
ol..-, He was discovered by a mem-
ber of the-- Capitol Police Mr. J.W.
Westfall, of New York who on sev-

eral 'occasions before, 'as well as
since, has given evidence of his faith-
fulness and efficiency. He seized
the excited stranger, and,1 after a se-

vere struggle, ' during which . Major
131 B. French, then Commissioner of
Public Buildings, at' the suggestion
of Mr. Westfall, caused the door to
be closed and aid to be furnished,
succeeded in forcing him back into
the crowd. Booth had already been
noticed by at least .two persons who
knew him passing rapidly from the
direction of the Senate Chamber to
ward the rotunda, and some idea of
his determination to reach the ir.aug-ura- l

platform may be formed from
the fact' that he broke away from the
man who first seized him, Mr. West.
fall, and but for the closing of "the
door would probably" have accom-
plished his purpose, whatever it was.

Those who stopped Booth on .that
day, and who in all -- probability pre-
served the President's life, were not
aware who the excited stranger was;
but the importance of their action
can hardly be overestimated. It will
be remembered that at that time the
great work of Lincoln's life had no
been accomplished. The war wast
still going on. By this act of Mr.
Westfall's, the President's life was
probably spared for a time, at least,
and he was permitted to see the
dawn of peace. - After the assasina-tior- i

of the Presideut, and cwhen it
became known that Wilkes Booth's
attempt to reach' the inaugural plat-
form had been thwarted by Mr. West-fal- l,

the latter was promptly promot-
ed to be a lieutenant of the Capitol
Police force, a position which was
created for him by the Hon. B. B.
French, then Commissioner of Pub-
lic Buildings and Grounds; and a de-
voted friend of Mr. Lincoln, as a
mark of his appreciation of the great
service which Mr. Westfall had ren-
dered the country. This position he
held until the meeting of the XLIVth
Congress, since which he ha3 been
discharged.

Cows for Milk.
The Irish Farmer's Gazette, on the. sub-

ject of handling and milking cows, re-

marks:;" '

"Regularity in the .milking is "of as

much importance as regularity in feed-
ing. In a state of nature, the cow is re-
lieved of its milk a great many times a
day. A calf allowed to remain Avith its
mother will help itself seven or eight
times through the day. Under such cir-
cumstances the udder of the cow. will
remain small, and if allowed to retain
the milk secreted during the twelve
hours, feverish symptoms are likely to
be produced. The practice of milking
cows more than , twice in twenty-fou-r

hours causes the capacity of the udder
to be greatly increased, and probably
helps in maintaining the lacteal, section
long after . pregnauey has taken place.
When, however, by an artificial system,
the cow has been enabled to retain her
milk without inconvenience for twelve
hours or so, she ought to be milked reg-
ularly every day at the same hour.
When the time for milking arrives,, the
udder usually becomes distended to its
utmost capacity, and if the milk is not
speedily removed, the animal suffers
considerable pain. Cases of fever, the
result of allowing animals too long un-milke- d,

are, indeed, by no means of ut

occurrence. It is especially
necessary to attend to this point for
some days after the animal has .brought
forth its young, for during that period
very little irritation of the lacteal organs
is likely to bring on that most fatal of
all maladies, fever. ; If milking be too
long delayed, nature will try and help
the poor animaL An absorption of the
milk into the blood will, to some extent
take place, and that which remains in
the udder will "become deteriorated.
With neglect to milk a cow at the regu-
lar times, the secretion of the fluid is
permanently checked; and .there are
many cases where by such neglect an
animal has become dry in less than a
month. '. .

: Profits in Little Thiugs.
Southern farmers have thought that no

crop but cotton could be turned into
money.' They have, therefore, paid lit-
tle or no attention to the minor products
of the farm, such as ajiples, peaches and
other products, eggs, butter,; honey,
chickens, hides, tallow, etc., and even
wheat, barley oats and other crops of
similar importance have been neglected.
The last season has somewhat changed
this piuion in a majority of farmers.
In Arkansas county the Patrons made
an arrangement last spring with a, cer
tain merchant,, to take, in payment for
merchandise anything marketable that
tne iarmers-migl- u bringw-- oney was
scarce and another crop uncertain, while
many little articles, of the nature above
stated, were either wasted or unnecessa
rily consumed; that in larger cities, to
which there was ready access, would
find an eager; sale." The result, of this
arrangement was' in the first six or seven
months of the year 137.1, there had been.
shipped and sold from lue county about
$20,000 worth of products not before
deemed worthy of sale; But for this
happy forethought of tho Patrons, many
farmers could not have sustained them
selves through the spring; they would
have had nothing to live on While they
made a crop, the merchants being unable
to credit themr and then they having nS
money to pay for what they needed
Tlils should teach a lesson to all who
neglect the'seeming trifles' of a farm.
Everything' ehould be utilized.y Mer
chants should buy every product of the
iarm, wne;uer there is money in it or
not; the goods which they generally give
in - exchange will pay profit enough
Thus will his sales be increased and.tlw
country become more prosperous. t
