ETATE TAXATION.

From the Nashville Amorican,
There are some persons in Lhis
State, some® of deserved local prom-
inence, some with political aspira-
tions, who would regard as libelous
the charge that they favor repudia-
tion ; yvet these same persons bitterly
oppose a reallirmance of that portion
of the platform of 1874 which treats
of State credit and the rale of tax-
ation, and demand in an imperative
tone that the rate of taxation shall
be fixed by the next Legislature at
twenty cents on the huadred dollars.
It is well to refresh our recollections
as to the declaration of the Conven-
tion of 1874. It was:

indebtedness, Federal State, county and
municipal, and demand that no more
taxes shall be laid upon the people than
shall be found to be essentially neces-
sary for the support of the State govern-
ment, administéered on principles of the
most rigid econogy, and for the pay-
ment of its just débts and obligations,
and for the preservation of its eredit and
honor untarnigshed, and are therefore

opposed to any increase of taxation.

It is urged without ‘“‘an increase
of taxation™ the accumlated interost
cannot be paid and the aceruing in-
terest met as it comes to maturity.
This is troe at the present aggregate
of taxable property, unless greater
retrenchment in current expenses
can be effected than can be reason-
ably anticipated. But we have a
hope that the next Legislature will
+3et on foot a plan that will lead to a
compromise or adjustment of our
bonded indebtedness which will be
acceptable to the bondholders and
satisfactory to the people. But how
can that hope be realized if the
Democratiec Governor and Democrat-
ic Legislature be elected upon a plat-
form pledged to reduce the rate of
taxation so that only a sufficient
amount of revenue shall be collect-
ed to pay the current expenses of
the State Government? The adop-
tion of such a platform must result

*lin the defleat of the Democratic par-

ty or the abandonment of all pur-

TENNESSEE.

THOMAS O'CONNER, A DELEGATE
TO THE ST. LOUIS CONVEN-
TTON, ON THE SITUATION.

A representative of the World yes-
terday called on Major Thos. O'Con-
ner, of Tennessee, at the Fifth Ave-
nue Hotel, for the purpose of learn-
ing something of the political situa-
tion and prospects in his State. Ma-
Jjor O'Conner is a member of the com-
mitlee appointed by the St. Louis
Convention to wait upon and notify
Governors Tilden and Hendricks of
their nominations. He is one of the
most liberal and energetic leaders of
his Stale, and as he is neither an
office-holder nor office-seeker, it is
presumable that his views are quite
as correct as could be obtained from
any source. In reply to an inquiry
as to the prospects of carrying Ten-
nessee for Tilden, Hendricks and re-
form, the Major very promptly said :

“There is no doubt of Tennessee's
going for the ticket by an over-
whelming majority.”

Reporter—But, Major, your State
was very enthusiastic for Governor
Hendricks. Will not some of the
Democracy be u little lukewarm in
their support of Tilden.

Major O'Conner—No, sir. The
Tennessee Democracy always sup-
port the ticket, and they will do it
this time with as much energy and
zeal as ever before. Our Democrats
have preferences among candidates,
and they express their preferences
freely and emphatically; but it is a
friendly fight, and when the nomina-
tion is made, all pull off their coats,
roll up their sleeves and go to work
for the nominee.

R.—Masjor, when does your com-
mittee wait upon Governor Hen-
dricks to inform him of his nomina-
tion?

Major O'C.==QOn the 15th.

R.——Will all the committee meet
him at Saratoga?

Major O'C~~1 suppose not; prob-
ably not more than half of them. It
will be very inconvenient for many
of them to go. It will be inconven.
ient for me to attend, but I expect
to do so.

R.—Well, Major, to change the
subject, what are )¢ proapects?‘or re-
suming the payment of interest by
your State?

Major O'O.--That is a subject
about which I cannot speak very
clearly,

R.—Will not your State Conven-
tion when it meets to nominate a
candidate for Governor take some
action upon the subject?

Major O'C—-It certainly will not
recommend any increase of the rate
of taxatlon. Our present Governor
will probably be re-nominated with-
out opposition, and upon the plat.
form of 1874, which opposed an in-
erease ot taxation. I see that Dor-
sey B. T'homas, a Democrat, hus an-
nounced hiwsclf a candidate, and,
as I understand, independent of the
convention and upon & low tax plat-
form—that 13, in favor of reducing
the taxation su a3 to raise only suf-
ficient revenue to pay the current ex-
penses of the State.

R.——What is your present rate of
taxalion, and what rale would be
necessary to enable the Siate to re-
sume and continue the prowmpt pay-
ment of your interest?

Major O'C.——Tle present rate is
40 cents on the §100 worih of taxa-
ble property. My recollection is
that statements made by the Comp-
troller and Treasurer & few months
since showed that it weuld require
from: 70 to 80 ceats on the $100 to
begin and continue without interrup-
tion the payment of interest on our
State debt.
