THE BLACK HILLS.

Iuterestinsr Account of tlie Re
turn of Gen. Cook's Command

A Kagg-e- ami Half Starved
Lot of Veterans Cheerless
View of a. Summer's Campaigni-

ng-.
From the St. Paul Pioneer.

Mr. W, W. Watt, formerly a pu
pil at the Commercial College in
this city, but now a member of the
firm of Ilazen, Whitehead & Watt,
doing business at Crook City, in the
Black Hills, has addressed a letter
to Prof. C. C. Curtis, I113 tutor, con-tainin- ar

much interesting information
in regard to the situation iu the
Black Hills. The letter was written
on the 20th of September, and com
mences with an account of the rapid
settlement at the more inviting lo
cations :

THE JOURNEY OUT.

The writer stat es that he left Min-
nesota on the 27th of April, and
after a tiresome journey, arrived at
Crook City on the 24th of May.
The town had been located only
four daj-s-, but al'. the surveyed lots
had been taken up. All the best
claims in the gulches had been, en-
tered, and prospecting could only be
done in larce parties, llaviug a
few hundred dollars is his possession j

he returned to Bismarck by the first
train, and invested in provisions
flour being then worth $30 per 100,
bacon 35 cents per pound, tea $1 50
tobacco $1 50, a d sugar 35 cents.
The round trip was made in twenty-tiv- e

da3's, and upon his return flour
wag selling at 9 per 100. There
were only one huudred persons left
'ut of a population of seven hun-
dred owing to the closing of the
Fort Pierre route, ami the return of
many miners to the States in conse-
quence Mr. Watt held on to his pur-
chase, however, and subsequently
forming the partnership with Ilazen
& Whitehead, he has had no occa-
sion to regret his speculative move-
ment.
INDIAN MURDEIIS AND TIIE THEFTS.

The writer states that he has yet
to see his first Indian- - since leaving
Minneapolis, but he ha3 experienced
his share of scares, and viewed the
victims or savage marksmanship.
From an estimate made by parties
at Crook City, 1,100 head of horses
have been stolen from the Black
Hills during the summer. The last
man killed by ti e Indians at Crook
City was Robert Lilton Provence, or
Moutana, while engaged in hauling
nay. A paityof three men were
coming into Crook City (Provence
in the advance) and when within
three miles of town, they were at-

tacked by four Indians. Provence
was instantly killed, but the others
escaped by unhitching their horses,
and mounting one each, and rode
back to the hay camp in safety.

A few days before that the In-

dians rode off a Montana herd of
about 150 horses, killed a minister
while on his way from Dead wood to
Crook City, where he was engaged
to preach.

While a Crook City party were in
pursuit of the Indians who had sto
len the Montana herd, tuey came in
si"ht of an Indian near Spearfish.
lie ran into small brush in a gulch.
and was soon surrounded by twenty- -

Gve men. They fired about ivv
shots into the Indian's hiding place
and imagined they had killed him.
Some of the party volunteered to go
into the brush and huut bun up a
Mr. Brown, of Dead wood, taking
the lead and separating tlie brush
in front of him with his i dle. He
advanced to within ten , feet of the
Indian, who fired, and shot Brown
through the heart, The Indian re
loaded, shot the next man in front,
and then gave a war whoop, The
white men retreated and were forced
to leave, after throwing rocks, tiring
shots, and trying all kinds of plans
tn kill rir drive the reddkin out of
his hiding-plac- e, it being dark and
rainy.

' Protection From Frost. 1

A statement isT made in tho Trans-
actions of the Illinois . Horticultural
Society,' of an experiment performed
by E. J. Ayers, to protect his pcack
orchard of 500 trees from the intense
frosts of' winter.-- s. The trees were set
sixteen feet apart. lie placed a pile
of wood in each alternate, row each
way, that is, as we suppose, for each
four trees. A few gallons of coal oil
were poured on the heaps, which
were supplied with kindling "wood.
On the coldest nights he fired all tho
heaps, and the' weather being free
from wind, the smoke hung over the
orchard the next morning like a
cloud, and no frost was to be seen on
the ground beneath it. The fruit
buds were not killed, and there was
nearly a full crop. A partial crop
was obtained elsewhere,. -- Uepeated
experiments would : be required to
prove the efficiency of this treatment,
and so determine whether- - it . w.ould
pay.;. , :i ..!-iif-

Traveling on tho Farm.

; Did any of your readers ever think
of the amount of travel it takes to
raise a crop of corn? "" I "never saw
an illustration in print, and I thought
I would, give .you one. I, have a
twenty-acr- e field, forty by eight rods.
To break this up would -- take one
hundred and sixty-si-x miles. Harrow-
ing it, about forty miles. Furrowing
out, ninety miles, if with a planter;
and if dropped and then covered,
ninety miles. " And for each plowing
of two furrows in a row,-ninet- y

miles, or five plowings, four hundred
and fifty miles. Thus you will seo
it takes about eight or nine hundred
miles of travel to raise twenty acrea
of corn, jiot counting going to and
returning from the field. Besides
there is replanting, thinning, rolling,

There were plenty of prbvis
ions nere wnien . were brought up
that nirht, and on the' move next
morning for the main camp, which
was twenty-fiv- e miles distant on the
Bell Fouche, at the mouth of White
wood Creek. At first the officers
were going to seize flour, but were
informed that they could secure all
necessary supplies here, and more
than they wanted, without seizing
them. The command then consisted
of aboat 2,000 men,, half, cavalry,
with a train of pack mnles."

Crook City speculators - loaded
their wagones and went to the eou
mand, and as soon as the soldiers
discovered them, the' ran out to
meet the civilians who had bread for
sale; the officers had to place guards
over the wagons to keep the sol
diers back, and even then the task
was difficult. Bread sold for $1 a
loaf, tobacco $1 a plug, or for any
amount from a solitary "chew"' up-

ward, and a mere handful of crack-
ers brought $1. The soldiers would
force the speculative IliJlers to take
their greenbacks from $1 to $20-bef- ore

they could be waited on, fear-
ing their "turn" would come to late ;

SI for a drink of liquor, $1.50 for a
quarter-poun- d can of baking powder,
$1 a pound for butter; in short, any
price asked provided they could ob
tain a change of diet" from" "horse-ries- h

straight.' The soldiers were
fully supplied in three days ; they
were then moved up the White wood
to a point within six sr eight miles
of Crook City, where they camped
ou a beautiful flat, Everybody
rushed for the new camp . with
wo;on-loa- d of bread, pies, milk,
potatoes, tlry goods, tobacco lager
beer, etc.; and before they left Mr.
V'. says, business was more overdone
at the command than ever before in
the Black Hills and it has been
pretty badly overdons at times.

HOW THE SOLDIERS LIVED. :

The writer continues : "There
were no wagon9, ana neitner orncers
nor men had tents. They were al-

most destitute of clothing, and had
thrown away their cooking utensils,
etc., in the torced marcbC3 made to
reach the Black Hills in search of
provisions. Officers and soldiers
fared alike all enduring the same
hardships, and General Crook en
couraged his inera to up heart, al-

though he had heard ' that Crook
City had been captured by Indians,
and did not know how far he might
be compelled to travel before reach-
ing the badly needed supplies.

"Had it not beeu for an Indian
village captured by the command on
the 9th of September, many: would
undoubtedly have perished for want
of food. This village was on , Owl
Creek, containing about thirty-fou- r

lodges, and the officers described it
as the richest village they had ever
seen. The village was attacked
baout daybreak. The Indians fought
desperately for awhile, but were
soon routed, leaving two dead chiefs
on the field American Horse and
Roman Nose. The soldiers captur-
ed 150 horses, 5,000 pounds of dried
meat, buffalo robes, etc. -

The General and staff passed
through here on the 18th, and were
received with salutes of artillery,
followed bv a dinner provided by
the Crook City people. After a short
stay, they left to spend the night at
Dead wood. On the 20th the com
mand passed through the Crook City,
camping at a point known as Cen-
tennial, located one and one-ha- lf

miles above Crook City. During the
night the Indians called, wounded
two men at Centennial, and ran off
nineteen head of horses, but no ef
forts wa3 mad;, to follow thetn. On
the 21st of August the entire com
mand moved off iu the direction of
Fort Laramie. . -

THE INDIAN CAMPAIGN AND ITS BE--

. SULTS.

"While the armv deserves great
credit and public sympathy for the
hardships endured in this campaign,
it has not accomplished much in the
way of subduing the Indians. There
have been far more white men killed
than Indians, and If Sitting Bull and
his warriors ever felt themselves1
able to whip the United States troops
I think it just about now. I consider
it more unsafe to live in the Hills
now than before, and tho troops have
been withdrawn from the fields

"A good many of the mines are
paying well; 1,700 pounds of gold
dust was shipped east by the last
train which let t here, all take out of
one claim on the Dead wood owned
by Wheeler & Co. Greenbacks arc
scarce ; when a person buys any-
thing a buckskin sack is pulled; out,
and the amount due is weighed in
gold dust, which can be done from
one cent upward, at the rate of ' f20
per ounce. We " have - three claims
here at oresent, but do not work
them, owing to the scarcity of water.
but if that can be obtained a good
deal of nionev can be takeu. out of
them.!' : r , - ;
