DUKEVDOOM.
SHOT tKAD IN TBS STREET BY THE SOX

OF TUB MAX HE MURDERED.
Pittsbuhg, 'June 13. The JW

Uniontown. Pa., special says: James
Kutt, sou of State Treasurer Capt. A,

C. Nntt, deceased, shot and killed N
L. Dukes, his father's murderer, this
evening at half-pa- st seven o'clock. He
shot four times, all the balls taking ef
fect. Dukes died instantly. Dukes
had been frequently warned of his
danger in remaining in Uniontown,
and he lately said that he would either
stay there or in the cemetery. It ia
said that he had expressed fear of the
son of Capt. Nutt, and was never ou
the street after night. To-da-y James
Nutt was" seen practicing with a re vol
vet at his home this evening r.Abeut
half-pa- st '7 o'clock he1 was standing
near the postoffice when Dukes came
along. As Dukes was passing he turn
ed his head and noticed young Nutt,
just as he stepped from the doorway
ind fired, the shot taking effect in
Dukes ride. Dukes started to run
when Nutt followed snd shot again.

By this time Dukes was on the post- -
office steps, when he received another
shot and fell Inside the door.

Nutt followed and fired two more
shots into Dukes prostrated body, one
taking effect in the neck. Dukes was
dead before any one could get to him
The revolver that did the wotlc is the
same that Capt. Nutt carried on the
morning of his death. Young Nutt
gave himself up and is now In ail.
He was calm but pale as a sheet. Five
shots were fired four taking effect.
The Coroner's jury is now sitting and
excitement is running high.

Another account says : James Nutt,
son of the late Capt. A. C.JNutt, shot
and killed Instantly his father's slayer.
Lyman Dukes, at Uniontown this eve-

ning. Dukes had been frequently
warned to leave Uniontown, but he
persistently refused. His friends had
often advised him to seek another
home and his answer was always that
he would either live la Uniontown or
be a corpse in the cemetery. At far
back as. last December, young Nutt
had threatened to have Duke's life and
the latter had always avoided him
This evening Nutt was standing a
short distance from the post-offic- e,

when Dukes came up Main street.
Dukes did ot see Nutt until they
were side by tide, when Nutt drew
revolver and fired, the first shot tak
ing effect in the side. Dukes started
to ruu for the purpose of seeking shel
ter, when Nutt fired a second shot and
Dukes fell in the doorway of the post- -
office. , ; ;

Young. Nutt followed him up and
put two more bullets In the prostrated
body, one passing through the 'neck
and the other lodging in the back.
Persona who . witnessed the tragedy
rushed to Dukes, but before they reach.
ed him he was dead. . .

Nutt surrendered himself immedi
ately and was placed in jail.

The shooting created an immense ex
citement, but at 11 o'clock to-nig- ht,

everything was quiet. Young Nutt Is
not quite 20 years of age and has al-

ways been considered quiet and Inof
fensive. It is s.id that he has been
practicing with a revolver for some
time past. . The murder . leading to the
tragedy ef to-ni-ght is still fresh lu the
minds of all. Dukes, who was engag
ed to Miss Lizzie Nutt, had written
an Infamous letter to her father, Capt.
A. C. Nutt,' questioning her chastity,
and Capt. Nutt, upon the invitation of
Dukes, had gone to the latter's room in
the hotel on the 24 th of December to
settle the affair quietly, when Dukes
shot him and killed him. The murder
created Intense excitement and Dukes
was arrested, tried and acquitted. His
release created great Indignation and
threats on his life were heard on all
sides, but no attempt was made to car-

ry them out and it was generally be
lieved that he would be allowed to re-
main at Uniontown unmolested.

A literal duel was fought on Wed
nesday, 13ih. . with knives, between
Henry Allen and Edward Farri.s.'at
Franklin, Williamson county, the dif-
ficulty growing out of an old fend.

The papers are full of the quarrel of

About ten years
ago they had the usual dispute about a
liue-feu- ce and a suit grew out of it.
A. little while after, Aaarou having
found the gaiubrels of hU oxen cut,
charged the offense to David, but pro
duced no proof. Soon after David be
gan to build a house which was first
partially, aud then entirely destroyed
by lire. O ing to some legal defects,
David was unable to obtain the iusur
unce and attributed his failure to the
interference of Aaron and Aaron's
nephew, named Alexander Mead, with
whom David had been a friend front
boy-hoo- d, but from whom be had be
came estranged for taking sides in a
quarrel with his uncle Aaron. David
made threats against Mead and caused
hiui much annoyance by impounding
hiscMtile. In the church David pre
lerrtd charges against Aaron of un
christian conduct, and Aaron prefer
red totinter-chatg- es of forgery, per
jury, intemperance, profanity and
iaiseiioou. jjavm was trieu beiore a
committee and was suspended. Alter
wards this judgment was revoked, and
he was taken back into the church.

Mead's barns were burned ; and wheth
tr Husted was not known to say that
no barus should go up until he got
even on the Insurance money." ,

ed him money not to .repeat what he
had said about burning the Mead's
burns. This witness, In response to a
question, said he was old, enough to
vote, and described himself as "mostly
a coachman." ue uau nveu wltu a
coroner who was "a very popular
man," whom the court "must have
heard of."

And all this mutilated oxen, burn-
ed houses and barns, incendiarism,
perjury, and otlie State's prison of
fenses, grew out of a. quarrel about a
line fence between the neighbors who
lived half a mile apart, were school
friends, young men comrades, and
members of the same church. .The
line fence has much to answer for. . , .
