Intense Execitement in England

LoxpoxgJduly 30.—Iatelligence has
just been received here that James
Carey, the Informer in the Phoenix
Park murder case, was shot dead yes-
terday on the steamship Melrose, while
she was between Capetown and Port
Elizabeth. The deed was committel
by a fellow-passenger named O’Don-
nell. O'Donnell took pa#szage here by
the steamship Kenmore Castle, which
left Dartmouth on the 6th instant for
Capetown, where she transferred her
passengers, whe were destined to Port
Elizabeth, Natal and other coast ports,
to the steamship Melrose. The report
of the shooting of Carey caused inteuse
excitement in West End, London, and
the House of Commons.
| Bvening.—Later advices about the
| killing of James Carey show that he
was shot while Ianding from the Mel-
rose at Point Elizabeth. O'Donnell,
his slayer, is in custody. The govera-
meént had taken special and expensive
measures to protect Carey.

It appears that O'Donuell dogged
Carey from London. Both salled on
the steamer Kenmore Castle. ‘The
Daily Telegraph sayes the govermment
have little doubt that Carey was fol-
lowed frem Dublin. They believe the
Fenilans bad taken the most elaborate
measures to prevent his escape. Ac-
cording to the latest accounts, the mur-
der occured at sea.
