T/IE LEADING QUESTION.

To the Editor of the Morristown Gasstte:

Your correspondent, . ““Chin Chin,”
has all along either totally misappre-
nended the articles of mine to which he
has replied, or else he has made his own
man of straw, and replied to him.

I have said “Free Trade and folly Gre
synenymous terms” in Tennessee poli-
tics, becasuse Free Trade means per
capita tax to support the government;
and have given or hinted at no other
refson .

I have as clearly indicated my views
o be thal the necessity for revepue ls
the only thing that justifies the tariff
legislalion of the past. Protection
neans higher prices. It certainly makes
higher prices. It certafaly costs the
consumer every dellar that it causes to
be collected from the importer. Nay,
very much more.

Let me illustrate from ““Chin Chin’s"
last article: Daring 1888, we imported,
he says, $2,118,000 worth of cutlery,
Say the gevernment collected 33} per
‘ent. tariff on this cutlery. This
amounts (o §704,000, The consumers
paid, therefore, $12,000,000. Now, but
for the protection, this $12,000,000
worth of cutlery -would have cost the
consumer §9,000,000 instead of §12-

000,000. So, the result of pretection
on cutlery has been dduring the year
1883, that our people have paid into the
treasury $704,000 ever and above what
the manufsctured article cost T Ebg-
land, and they bave pald the American
manufacturer $8,000,000 more for cut-
lery than the same article would haye
cost them witheut protection.

Take another of his items—&teel 1ails.
We imported $3,678,000. Say 87,500
tone, The tariff is, I believe, $9 p ¢
ton. The government collected, there-
fore, $788,310. But, our own rail mills
made of Bessemer steel ralls slene in
1883, 1,253,925 tens, for which the con-

| sumers paid $11,285.325 more than they

would have paid the English and Ger-
man mwills for them. By reason of the
nrotective tariff on steel rails, there.
fore, the government got $788 000, and
the 14 rail mills making this class of
ruils in A merica got §11,285 000 mere
than they would have got if competi-
tion had been free.

8o it runs throogh all the list, The
effect of the tariff on a great many
articles is that the government gets out
of it paltry sums in reyenue, and the
American manufacturers, baving com-
petition shut off, get vast sums out of
it. But these millions ceme out pf
fafd earnings'of the Isboring
and make vast fortunes for the manu-
facturers,

This was not so a few years ago, for

fhe reason that we imported so much
more and mntw&upd so much lese.
Then, toa much greater extent than
now, the advance price paid by the
consumer, 'was revenue to Ahe govern-
ment. Now it isin s great many lines
& tribute, & boous to American manu-
facturers. .

In reply to one of *‘Chin Chin's" crit-
icisma, let me remiud him that frem
this protected country, manufactured
articles are heing experted annually to
the extent of over s hundred nﬂl.lan
of dollars.

And let me say to bim that I am &
revenue refermer with the facts b¢fore me’
That the sound dectrine—th that | 4
will prevail—is tanff for revenue only.| breath
That I prefer to bear the evils of the
protection incident to such a tariff
rather than direct h.uhol. .
