- Sew ouly late in
the afterncons  and early in the
mornings—suspend such worlk dur-
ing the heat-af theday.

This cou-
gists in pressing the seeds. into the
soil, 80 ‘that they may.be in close
contract with it. It may be done
by ranving & wheel in the drill after
the seeds ftre sown and before they
are covered.  Wheresecdsaye drop:
ped inhills, we sometimes havethe
Wand step on ea¢h hill as prapped,
aind thus press -the geeds+in . the
gronnd; but a wheel is best for-most
‘eases, and the time and laber spent
in running it; will. be well paid for
in the inereased promptness with
Fwhich a crop will come up in dry
weather, and the better stand whigh
will be secured. A simple wheel
may be made of broad plank-~like
a boy's homesmade wagon wheel—
and a chap can run it in the, drill
as well as anybody.

Of seeds which may be sown as
above in drills, are Genman millet—
drills a foot apart—and forage cors;
it is getting almost too laty to - sow
the taller millets, as:ivery 'wheat,
Millo maize, cte. Amber cane might
do, but we cannot speak ndvisedid,
fiever ‘having tried.it. - All $hings
congidered, forage corn.is ‘the most
reliable for July sowings, and lcow
pead for these still latter.

#Of root crops, we esteem sweal po-
tatoes: nnd artichokes as deeidodly
the best for a Southern climate, hut
a few CUFBIpE; atlenst; ought to be
raised on the scora of varietyif no
‘other: The rutabagastands ‘at the
head “of the list, and preparation for
‘it should begin this month.
