Pat Mid t
The next branch of this trade is the bakers
en it'euz, which: reminds bne of the sign
wmcn attracts many a true lover oi anti-
quities, "il&rlbond da Mevbla en TTeitrJ'
Ancient furniture, even though stained by
age and mil, we all appreciate; but' an-

cient bread, Stained by ink and mould, we
scarcely relfeh. Yet it is a remunerative
trade to collect the criiBts thrown away by
college boys or dropped by these careless
youngsters in their play-grodnd- s, trampled
on and inked oftentimes, but gathered by
chiffoniers and sold to these second-han- d

bakers, and by them sorted. The
cleanest of these soiled and uoiviting crusts
are dried in an oven, rasped, and then
sold for tbe "crojile tiu pot," with which
Boup all familiar with the French cuisines
arc well acquainted. Futhermore, these
choice bits of old bread are cut up into the
three-corner- morsels which, fried in
butler, adorn the dishes of the vegetable.,
etc., we eojoy at our favorite restaurants.
Bat thero yet remains a mass of mud-staine-

dust-soile- d scraps which once were
bread ; this is worked up in a mortar, pul-
verized and sold as chapelure blanche in
which our cutlets are dressed, or, to use the
technical term, pane; and as efutpdure brune,
which is sifted over the small hams called
jambonneauz. There still remains a dust
which it has been impossible to work up
this is blackened in the oven and reduced
to an impalpable black powder, mixed
with honey, to which is added a few dropi
of peppermint, and sold as infallible enre
lor lootnacne, lor wnicn aumeni ii i ssiu
to be quite as efficacious as anything
"recommended by the faculty."

Christian spirit occasionally, the lory
candidato in Deal is a Mr. Worms, who
is ol Jewish birth and religion, and tho
Liberals have published a ferociously il-

liberal placard against him on account
of his Jewish origin.

Jcan I'm ii. the leaders of the Spanish
insurgents, seems to have succeeded in per
fectly misleadine .Napoleon as to ins revo
lutionary scheme in regard to Spain. A
few weeks ago he applied to the Emperor
for permission to go to the icliy and use
the waters of the springs. This request
was readily granted, and Napoleon thought
that, inasmuch as there would certainly be
no trouble in Spain as long as Prim was
quietly at a French watering-plac- e, the
present juncture was ucciaeuiy tavoraoio
to bringing his negotiations with Queen
Isabella to a head.
