tend to recite the whole history of the as-

sassination conspiracy (of which they have
gained their information, like the rest of
the public, from the reports of the trial
and. the statements of other witnesses ;) but
such facts as came under their own obser
vation, and the opinions they have formed
of this business, havo considerable value,
and are connected together In a colloquial
way which has not the precision oi. a nar
rative.

, MR. FOED'S TESTIMONY.

Mr. Ford recurred to the morning of the
day of the assassination:

"Booth wa?, as you know, one 'of the
handsomest of'men. He had Appollo's
own grace about him. When he was in
Washington, boarding at the lurkwcod
House, the young ladies who we're stopping
there used to collect at the foot of thestai-wa- y

on the dining-roo- floor, just to se
him come down stairs. He always looked
as bright and pleasant as he was hand-
some,, and had a cheery word and fact- -

alinK smile for every one. He was i
great favorite with all the yonng ladies at
the. hotel. I think he had been rather de-

pressed since the fall of Richmond, but,
early oulhat afternoon the afternoon of

April l'lth he, was noticed by the boys av
the theater sauntering up the sidewalk'
from Pennsylvania avenue, looking his
very best, and marvellously at his case.
He' was elegantly dressed, as usual, and
walked with that s, confident,
attractive grace which became so lrre- -

iroachable a presence. He was rather late
that, day ; he had probably breakfasted
late. He,used to wale to the theater every
morning between ten and eleven o'clock to
see about his letters. As became up, my
brother Harry turned to one of the others
who stood by, and said :

"There' comes the haudsomest man in
Washington !'

"Uooth liked my brother, and they were
very familiar in their talk with one anoth-
er. So Harry thought he would plague
Booth a bit. It happened that, an hour
or two before, a messenger had come from
the White House lo say that the President
and General Grant, with Mrs. Lincoln and
Mrs. Grant, would be at the theater in the
evening. Harry, therefore. Rrinonnced to
Booth:

" 'John, the President is eoinc to be here
ht, with General Grant. Thej'vo

got General 'Leoahareias. pnsoner,and,
he's coming too. WriWsi toWChfm
n the oppoailo Iox
"At .the same moment i tarry handed

Booth a long letter. Booth broke the seal
remarking:

" "O, no, they havn t got Lee. a prisoner :

they certainly would'nt bring him to
Washington.'

"Then he sat down and read his letter ;
it was a long one, as I said, and he seemed
absent-minde- d while reading iL At length
he folded it up, put it in his iocket. and
suddenly began to inquire with interest
whether the President and General Grant
were really coming, etc

le, Harry asoiired him, .Mr. Lincoln,
General Grant, and both families, are
surely coming,' (Harry could'nt deceive
Booth about General Lee.)

"Booth, then," continued Mr. Ford,
"left the theater in a kind of hurry, as if
he had made up his micd about something
lobe done." He started down thestieet,
and turned the corner of street toward
the Kirkwood House, walking quite rap
idly. It is my Delict, that then, lor the
first time, the thought of assassination en-

tered his head. An abduction had, of
course, been .long considered. But, in
what we may assume to be his then state
of mind his disappointment by the Rebel
reverses, and his conviction that the Rebel
cause had become desperate, if not ruined

this unexpecteiLopportunity of Lincoln's
and Grant's visit to tire theaterwas irre-
sistible. I interpret his movemcta after he
quitted the theater to have been, in part, as
follows : Having formed his resolution on
the instant, while pouring over the letter,
he went, to the Kirkwood House and wrote
a letter to Matthews, which he intended to
be published in the Intelligeneer as an ex-

planation and defense of what he was to do.
lie subsequently got a horse, and it is
shown that Jie hailed Matthews on the
sidewalk while riding, and delivered the
letter to him with instructions to keep it

think until the next day at twelve
o'clock and then to return it to htm
(Booth) iu cae nothing unusual should
have happened. Booth, it would appear,
got this horse lor the purpose of hunting
up Payne, Harold and Atzerott that after-
noon. The plan must have been arranged
between the four in the afternoon; for
Booth was the head and front of tho whole
conspiracy, and 1 have already expressed
ine conviction mat xooiu never resoiveu
upon assassination until after he had ar-

rived at the theater that day and learned
that the President mid General Grant
were to be present at Hit performance in
the eveninr.

" Now it was attempted lo be shown that
Booth who called at Mrs. Snrratl's house
that same day, called mere and conversed
with Mrs. Surratl after he had quitted the
theater ; and that therefore he went, fully
chareed with his scheme, and talked with
her about it, and bhe nuiat have known of
it and been implicated in it. My convic-
tion, and the conviction of the rest at the
theatre: is riutit me otner way. Uooth
came to the Jlieatru, at a much later hour
than that at which it was Mb habit to come
to get his lellern. The testimony has led
inn In infer that lie hail strolled im in l(n.
Siirrall's after breakfast, previous to the
time when my brother Harry first saw
him. .

"But, whatever Ihe truth in regard to
this particular point might be, it would
make no difference in any conviction of
Mrs. Sprratt'a innocence or any knowledge
whatever of the assassination plot, and
that she was uojiisiiy nung. . we were
prisoners together, and Mr. Gjfford and I
here were prisoners in the same building
with witnesses who testified at the trial.
Neither Mrs. Surratl nSir her son John
Surratt were concerned in or bad the
slightest intimation of Mr. Lincoln's
taking oil beiore the pistol shot was
fired."

" How do you account, on the ground o
John Surratt'd innocence, for his staving
away from his mother during' her trial for
murder, lor which sue wan to be hung
That apparently cowardly and unhiial
course of his did a great deal to prejudice
the public mind against mm."

I will account for that presently. First
let ub refer to some incidents in the course
of the conspiracy for abduction, which had
existed so long bemre. the sudden idea ol
murdering the President occurred to its
head. JJooth met Arnold in liaitimore, in
front of Barnum'a Hotel, as far back as
Augnst, 18(M. Arnold, O'Laughlin, and
Booth had been schoolboys together. It
was proven that some of the conspirators
Herold, Atzerott and Payne had boasted
that they were to take an important prison
er down fcjouth about me louilii oi me lot
lowing March. Booth did not become ac -
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quainted with John Surratt until Januam
when. Surratt, too, as it seemSpWas enlisted
in, the plot to capture and deliverer. Xtn- -
rrtln nlive tn lliR Southern authorities.

"IrrtheattepwpaitJtofjMarcbpaimanj
nained Howell a blocKade-runne- r, stopped
in Washington on his way from Canada to
Richmond. Surratt went for Howell to

.Richmond, and returned to Washington
on the 2d ofApril. He left onthe succeed-
ing day for Canada with dispatches. That
was the last' time, until he. was brought
back here a prisoner" from .Egypt that Sur-
ratt saw Washington. He went to Canada
and remained several days, keeping up a
correspondence with his mother in which
he described his visits to Catholic Churches,
etc. He was in communication with Con-

federate agents in Canada, and was sent by
the Confederate General . G.Xee to look
after some Confederate prisoners at Elmira;
New York. While in Elmira, or in

on his way back to Canada from
this errand, he heard of the assassination at
Washington, In Canada, assured ofhis own
innoceace in the matter of murder, he was
cot frightened save at St. Albans, where a
man called 'Surratt!' inhis presence aman

Montreal. There, on the 16th and,17thjof
uie month b9 registered himself at one of
ihe holebjas 'John Harrison.' In Mon- -
(real he was hrst made aware ot the price
laid on his head. That startled him, and
ho feft for the country, where he.' was pro-
tected by the priest ' who testified op the
stand, la the meantime he heard of ihe
arrest of his mother, and the. terrible
charge against her. He was as thoroughly
certain of her Innocence as he was" of his
own, and had. Got a doubt that she would
be acquitted. Still, his first impulse waft
to go tcwier. Bat she, who, as you .will re-

member, was kept in Carroll Prison ten
days of so before being removed to the
arsenal, succeeded in corresponding with
some of her friends. She wrote to her son
John 'not to be alarmed about her, not to
have any apprehensions concerning her
own safety, and cot to allow himself to be
captured.' She was so well aware of the
excitement in the country, and of the
prejudice against everybody associated
with Booth, that she desired to keep her
son out of the way. .She had no need of
him which she did not hold subordinate to
his comfort and safety. She was sure that
she would get clear at last from an unjust
charge; therefore she did cot anticipate
that she would lack the sad consolation of
bidding him a last farewell. Mother-lik- e,

her .only anxiety was for him ; and he,
convinced that he could, do her no good,
hut that his own capture and the testimony
that might.be adduced to show his connec-
tion with the abduction plot might be the
death of him and (end to injure his moth-er- a

chances, stayed away.
SVMy conviction of. Mrs. Sarrati's inno-nocenc-

Mr. Ford went on to say, "is the
reafllt, not so much of comparison of testi-
mony of the witnesses at the trial,
as of personal observation and con-

viction with fome of those witnesses,
and of what I havo known and heard since
the trial of Mrs. Surratt herself. It is the
result also of my belief that Booth had not
made up his mind to the assassination un-

til after he saw Mrs. Surratl, and after he
had heartMhe announcement that Lincoln
and Grant were to be at the theater at
night, from my brother Harry early that
afternoon. It is the result, in fine, on re
flection upon all the circumstances I have
related to you, ot others which I may note
as we proceed, and of my study of the
character of Mrs. Surratt and that of the
witnesses against her."

ILet me hero interrupt tlie course ot flir.
Ford's remarks to admit my inability to
recollect his thoughtful and well-chose- n

language, and to convey to you the peculiar
impression wrought upon me both by his
words and his manner an iiupresniuu mat
he had studied this subject with the inter
est of a fine-heart- gentleman while he
was a prisoner, and with a good deal ot the
interest of a philosopher since ho was re-

leased, and since the excitement which at--

tenueu tne assassm&uou uitu ana.j
"Divested of the false inlerprflUtion- - or

it. which was trumped up at the trial "
said Mr-- Ford, "Mrs. Suratt's trip to

preceding the assassination, was
a perfectly legitimate, ordinary affair. As

recalUhe gist. ot., it ,now,

u was in mis

When Surratt (Mrs. Surratt's husband)
died, he left a debt due on the property to
Hie Hon. Chas.

died, his executors presseu airs, onrraiiior
payment of tho debt. The week of the
assassination ahe received two letters from
them reminding her of lier husband's
obligation. A debt was due lo her from a
man named Nott, in the neighborhood of
the estate. On Good Friday she spoke to
Weichman in recard lo the claim that was
being pressed upon her, and said: 'We
must go down and collect me money uo

pay it.' Weichraan's journey with her to
Surratlsville, and her alleged conversation
with the tenant Lloyd, who kept the tavern
there, were fastened upo'n by the prosecu-

tion as proofs that Mrs. --Surratt went to
arrange with Lloyd in order that he should
be prepared, with utensils, to receive
Booth, Payne and Herold, the night of the
assassination, when they should pass
throgg the village. Several expressions
were avowed to have been used by her on
that occasion indicative of her guilt.

"That all this testimony was fabricated
deliberately or otherwise, I do not for a
moment doubt. So tar as w.eicnman's
testimony was concerned, it was not enti-

tled to credence. Weichman was a fright-

ened witness at first, and bullied after-

wards. He was afraid for his own life
while in prison afraid of his shadow,
scared by a threat, Btartled by a noise. His
weak brain was hemmed round by horrors.
It was not consciousness of guilt, but terror
lest he might be accused and hung for
nothing, that overwhelmed him. He was
a target for Ihe jests of the others in prison,
and dough to be kneaded in any wily anil
loo-eag- lawyer's hands. Ask mm, coax-ingl- y,

if so and so did not transpire, and
ho would say beljeving that by saying it
lie assisted lo save his neck that it did
transpire. Ask him, sternly, if such or
such a thing did happen, and he would

in the fancied interest of his neck,... . , - ! ITthat it did nomine ot tae Kinu. ne waa.

not a d perjurer; he was only a
coward. Here are one or two incidents,
which revealed lo me what a feeble-minde- d,

unfortunate abettor of a judicial crime this
Weichman was:

"fie came to me in prison one day wilh
the white facp he always had, and told me
that when he was betore totanton a lew
days after the assassination, btanton said
lo him: 'The President's blood is just as
much on your hands as Booth's V Although
this was a mero figure of speech by Stan-to- n,

Weichman had turned it over in his
nam hpad bo often that it seemed (o have
almost convinced him that tho President's
blood was on his hands, or, at least, that a

cord was prepared for him, willy nilly,
Was EUCh a person llteiy io va a icuauic

"On'nncther occasion, after the trial had
be"un, I was taken from prison and put in
iISaimo nmbnlanco with Weichman and
Lloyd. Weichman bent towards Lloyd
ami Rftid lo him:

" 'I teemed yesterday that you ichitpered
to Mrs. Surratt that day, when we drove
down there.'

"r.lnvd turned and indien&ntly denied
this assertion, in words that proved to me
that there had been no collusion, or secret
conversation 'at all between him and Mrs.
Surrstt at Surrattsvilie. It was plain that
such "a precious piece of testimony had
.n drawn from Weichman by mere

fright, and the necessity impressed upon
him of savine BomethinK lo somu point.
Imagine, again, the effect that the tergiver- -

natinn of a man lice tnis liau in a court
which tried the members and alleged mem-he-

nf the assassination conspiracy 1

" I'uvne. while in prison, protested moat
Mmeatlv that his eoiog to Mrs. Surratt's
Iioiibo had not involved her in the crime.
He went there, he said, because he knew

only two or three nouses in u aauiogiuu,

ml luwauae he knew John'Surratt bo well
QnceBM Payne declared when he and
John Surratt were talking, in, Surratt's
house, about the proposed aoaucuon; cur
rati discovered his mother at the door ami

admonished Payne to " hush !" As Paynt
related this little occurrence, to his fellow
prisoners, it would have been evidence to
anybody that Mrs. Surratt had been kept
in ignorance by her son, Loom, iayn
and the rest, of what was contemplated

j ' If 1 had two lives,' said Payne at another
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tithej to General Hartruift, who wjta in I

charge of the prison, ' I would give them
both to save that woman.'

Mr. Ford proceeded to describe' Mrs.
Surratt and her household :

"It is not very difficult to conceive one
aspect of a situation like that at Mrs.
Sarratt' Here was a widow, with a full
grown son a young man of the world,
who might have had to do wilh his inti-
mate. friends in some affairs, less criminal
or, less serious than this, in which he would,
peyer have thought of making his mother
a confidant, and in which he could not
have dreamed of making her a "parly.
M,ost young1 men of our day would hesi-
tate to tell their mothers of all their wild
scrapes, and would certainly take good
care cot to inform them of .any crime ot
desperate measures which they should
contemplate. Booth intimated nothing to
his mother ; neither was it supposed, that
any of his associates, except Surratt, dis-
closed their, plans to theirs. It happened
that the conspirators used to meet at Sur-
ratt's house, in Washington, where his
mother dwelt. Bat to decide, upon

tthe' flimsy circumstantial evidence at the
SJ.I 'it.. t i r oa.i'i -

what'wssf gdirigxn because she was in the
house, is a decision becoming (he blind
passion of the days of the vendetta, when
all :tho members of a family were held
amenable alike for the insult or misdeed of
a single party Even this is not an adequate,
parallel, for;in the dajsof the vendetta the
females of the house were excepted from
the feud. Mrs. Surratt and her daughter
were both devoted adherents of the Catho
lic Church. Though they may have been
strong adherents of the Rebel cause, their
character and disposition preclude the
idea that either of them could have been
parties to a murderous conspiracy. The
abduction scheme, to which her son is
avowed to have been a party, would doubt-
less have been exploded by Mrs. Surratt's
deliberate common sense, if she had been
made acquainted wilh it. The proposal to
assassinate the President would have re-
coiled from her .stern indignation, or been
melted in tears., The idea of a woman
like her. acceding to or considering a pro-
posal like that for an instant, without fear,
trembling, horror and dissuasion, Li pre-
posterous. John Surratt and his friends
knew that it was cot well to trust her wilh
a hint of what they may-- have argued
themselves into believing was the fair
stroke in war of kidnapping Lincoln and
taking him down South. Booth would
have been mad, indeed, if he had, in Sur-
ratt's absence, gone to. Surratt's mother on
the very eve ,of carrying out his more des-

perate resolve, and told her that he was
about lo shoot President Lincoln.

"Mrs. Surratt of whom I had e

knowledge than you had previous lo her
imprisonment bore no resemblance to the
ideal mother of a Brutus. Her minner
was that of a matron bowed down by unex-
pected and undeserved disgrace, and who
depended upon her religion for some sup-
port under the load. Perhaps yon have
notheard that she was ironed during the
trial. She was ironed about both her
ankles ironed wilh a ball and chain. She
stepped into the room where the court sat
with great difficulty, and one of her attend-
ants behind was observed to stoop and sup-
port her iron burden with his hand.

"Her case deeply interested me, as it did
others. Her sentence surprised and stunned
her. She had faith, as she had written
her son John in Canada, that it was .impos-
sible for a court to find her guilty of what
she was guiltless of. To hear herself con-

demned to be hung from a gallows mint
have been to her like listening to some
horrible strange portent conveyed in an
unknown tongue. The sound of it clanged
against her brain ; the vague terror of it
bruised her heart. But it took some time
for her to comprehend that it had the dis-

tinct, certain, fatal meaning which it had.
And only a day and a night were left her
to digest its meaning and prepare for her
deatti. All appeals lor mercy to her were
of no avail. I wrote a leller to" the Presi
dent urging him to remit her sentence, and

rfc tt t 5tr. TMair'a howm the morning oC
the day of the execution. Anna Surratt
attempted to see Mrs. Patterson to seethe
President, in vain. It was an awful thing
to this girl that her mother was to be the
victim of such a fate; and it was the more
terrible (o her and her mother that the lat-

ter was to have so short a shrift. It seemed
to both these devout Catholics that no soul
could so suddenly be shrived clean and fit
for the sight of its Maker.

"Of Jlra. burratts judges well, you
have read the trial proceeding. But here
is one circumstance of which you may not
have heard. Aim. ourfatt, whose cell was
within hearing of the sound of conversa
tion in the room where the judges met at
the arsenal, stated that one day she heard
the murmur of a dispute, for and against
her, between some persons in that room r
and she got tho impression that Judge
Bingham's was the voice that pleaded in
her favor. Judge Bingham, you know,
has been accused of having the blood of
this woman on Au hands. 1 ou will ob-

tain 'some idea of the manner of his deal-
ing with witnesses during the trial from
Mr. Gifford. I content myself with re-

lating Jhree incidents, the first two illus-
trating the temper of the time when the
arrests of conspirators and others were
being made, and the last illustrating how
witnesses were Bomelimes bullied and
scared into making inexact statements :

"When Atzerott, Harold, O'Laujhlin:
Payne and Arnold were taken on the gun--

boat and ironed, the otticer or othcers in
charge found that they had, besides these,

sixth man on their hands, though there
were only five indictments. They nuts
tioned this sixth man (who was in iron4
like the other prisoners), but he could giv'
them no satisfaction. He had been ruth-
lessly seized, dragged upon the gunboat,
and disgracefully treated, and he did not
know what it was for. That was all. His
name, I believe, was Richter. He was an
'elephant' which the othcials had not the
shadow of an authority to carry. Never
theless, he had to remain a fortnight tn
irons on the gunboat and ten days in
prison before he wa3 released. Because
they had him, they suspected, probably,
that some reason would turn up for their
ha7ing him. Tho wolves' teeth were
sharp then ; every army officer, and de
tective, and jailor was hungry Tor a
prisoner.

"So a man named John D. Reamer was
arrested in Hagerstown, Md., just after the
assassination, for no better reason than
that somebody had heard him exclaim at
his store: i vo read thai reward oi
0Q0 offered by Gail, of Alabama, lo any
man who will kill Lincoln Keamer was
in delicate health. Before he left Wash
ington bis captors AUUered him to go
twenty-fou-r hours without food. He had
to bee for a bite. Une threw him an ear
of corn, as to a hoz. with ' Damn you,
that s good enpugb He was brought lo
Washington and thrown into prison. While
he wasted there his son fell ill at Ii'h home
in Ilaserstown his only son, tiho, it was
at last announced to him, was dying.
Reamer besought with all bis eloquence to
be permitted to go and sit .beside the iwy's
death-be- This was refused him. He
was a Democrat, and was not allowed the
slightest opportunity of justification, cor
the slightest mercy. News of his son's
death arrived and broke his heart. Two,

months of pnsou life, and that blow
crushed him. He was released, reached
his heme, lingered ihree weary weeks. He
and his boy sleep together.

"The accusation against Unsngier, at
the theater," resumed Mr. Ford, "that he

. , . . .W H 1,11V ln uw.u o ukaiKii, u '
ceived me for a moment. Spangler ad
mired Mr. Lincoln, and was the last per
eon in the theater to become hia enemy.
He used to stand near the wings and ap-

plaud whenever the President visited the
theater and entered ihe box. Remark, in
this one instance, the manipulation of tes
timony asrainslbim: ttitlenspaueh awil- -

nnaa was brought before Colonel Lafar
.tin C. Baker, at Baker's office. Being
nneslioned in reirard to what happened on

the stage, Rittenspangh told that when
Booth jumped from the box and ran across
the stage, after firing the pistol, he h)

said that was Booth; and
Spangler turned and said : 'Hush your
mouth! Yon don't know whether its
Booth or not.' Here Baker broke in on
RittensnauEh. savine: 'By God, if jSa
don't testify to what you said to me before,
I'll put you among the ret,' (meaning tl a
prisoners.; ion said
when you said 'Its Booth,' said: 'Von1
av which way he went.' .

"This bullvine by Baker was perfectly
calculated to shake Rittenspaugh'a nerves

MB. WIIX'S TBTIltOXT.
. Mr. Weil summarizes a conspiracy for

the conviction of John Surratt, the deliber-
ate atrocity and ingenuity of which must
have been the fruit of profound, devilish
genius. Mr. Wiel is well-know- n in Balti-
more, and. respected. To him, aa he re-

lates, came on a Thursday afternoon, while
tiie Surratt trial was in progress, .one
Schlesinger, who asked his advice. Schles-ipg- er

had just been visited by a man
named Himmel, who, desiring to unload
his soul of its burden, made known to
Schlesinger the following details, which
Schlesinger, in his turnrproceeded to com-
municate to Mr. Wiel 'Himmel had been
approached by a party in tne Interest of the
prosecution, and jtMnd.tt tallSj: that
he left Washington oa.the evening of April
14, 1&C5, the night of the assassination,
with aLorse and wagoaJn company with
a. man named "Carl r" tht he watered his
horse in Bladensburg, where (wo men came
to him one wrapped in a traveling shawl

and asceu mm it he was going lo .Haiti-mor- e,

and if be could take them there for a
compensation? that he took them along;
that in the course ofthe ride, they gave him
their names, one as "Lyons," the other (the
man with the shawl) as "Patterson ? that,
when they were within a few miles from
Baltimore they asked him if there was not
a road going around Baltimore, which they
could take, and avoid the trouble of pass
ing through Ute city; and that he directed
them to gc over Locust Point, and take a
row-bo- at across Ihe basin, to Cimton. if
he should be asked in court if he recog- -
nized the prisoner (Surratt), he was to re-

ply: "Ye?, that is the man who oiled
himself Patterson." "Carl" was to testify
to the same story. A man who was
called "Col. Sigel," was to testify that on
the morning of the 15th of April, he saw
"Lyons" and a stranger taking breakfast at
a hotel in Camion; that at the request of
"Lyonb" he sent a hack to take them into
the country ; and that be recognised

3tranger he saw with "Lyons"
at Camton. A "pedlai" was to testify to
having cold a dirk and wig to "Lyons" at
the camp of some regiments near Wash-
ington, and that "Lyons" told him that
there was to be a fuss at (he theatre that
night, and that he did meet "Lyons" there
the night in question.

Arequlpaj'and many of the interior ruined
towns, the granted till crsclu nd jhtrs and
tremble!, and the shocks have been counted
by hundreds already, with no settled still-
ness so far. The poor, affrighted people
are escaping by every steamer coming to
Callao, and those remaining ia (he moun-
tains, or scattered over the pampas, ara
afraid to rebuild the fallen rums, owing to
the coutinued heaving and uprising of the
ground. How much longer this will con
tinue no one can determine, but many mink
it is the indicator of another fearful out
break.

It ia very
amusing to ae the Peruvians hunting ilex
and scratching and killing these little tor
ments all through an evening's perfor-
mance, entirely regardless of apicarincej.
