A cerlain newly-appointed solicitor-gen-
eral of the most “trooly loil” kind, but who
is s ignorant of law as he is destitute of
self-respect, waa recentiy attending court
at a town nol a thonsand milea from El-
berton.

WAR AND INSURANCE.

Effect of ihe Late War on Insaranee
Polickes—

e of the

without loss accruing
the plea of “pot indebted,” the defendant
contends that upon the breaking out of
hostilities the policy was dissolved as a
contract between parties whose respeots
ive governments were at war with each
other, and under the second plea he in-
sists that as more than three years have
elapsed since the maturity of tho note,
recovery upon it is barred by the statute.

Inasmuch as since the institution of

the suit the question of limitations has
been disposed of by the promulgation of
an suthorative decision of the Supreme
Court of the United States, to the effect
that in computing the time of the run-
ning of the statute, the period during
which the existence of the war suspend-
ed the remedy must be deducted, | am
relieved from any further examination of
that question,and must determino against
the plea (Hanger vs. Abbott, 6 Wallace.
532.) The defense first mentioned, is
therefore, the bnly one which needs-now
to Lo considered.

seems to me that the solution of

if question depends upon the applica-
tiofl of a few propositions which are now
definitaly adjudged, and received as set-
tled law : First, the existence of war
does not now, as was formerly held, an-
nul contracts betwoen citizens of the re-
spéttive contending nations, made ante-
rior to its breaking out, but only sus-
pends the remedy upon them during the
pendency of the war unless they be
executory in their character, and require
for their execution that commercial inter-
course shall be maintained befween the
contracting parties ; or unless they be of
s character calenlated to hinder, or to re-
pair by indemnity, the acts of war which
it is the effort of the power of the court
whose courts are invoked to sustain
them, to consent ; in which ovents the
policy of nations demands that they shall
be held (o be dissolvad by tho declara-
tion of war. Of this last class are con-
iracts of insurance, with a clause con-
corning capture by tho assurred’s own
government, because that government
will not allow indemnity to bu received
for the injuries it is itsell endeavoring to
perpetuate ; but such contrscts are dis-
solved only to the extent of the cbnoxious
clauses, remsining good a8 to the rest
{ Hanger vs. Abbott, 6 Wallace, 535 ; the
Wm. Bagely, & Wallace, 407 ; Furtado
vs. Rodgers, 3 Bos. & Pull, 20L)
Sccondly, The right to sus upon con-
tracts thus affected with suspension of
remedy revives upon the restoration of
peace, and thereafter exists as amply as
if the war had never arisen. Applying
these principles to the premium note
which is the subject of this suit, we find
it is liablo to none of the objoctions whick
would dissolve its obligation as a coniract,
but must be associated with that class,
the remedy upon which was only sus-
pended during the pendency of the war,
and is by the retorn of peace now re-
vived, unless it can be sliceessfully main-
tained that the policy for which it cagsti-
tuted the consideration was itselfl dis-
solved by the Qreaking oat of hostilities.
We must try the policy then by the same
rales to which we have sahjected the
note.

It was made before the war breke onk
and was then a valid contract. It is not
executory in its character, in the sense
in which that word is to be understood
in connection with this subject, and does
not necessitato any intercourse betwben
the contracting partios during the conlinu-
ancé of the war. It is mnot chargeable
with being injurious to the government
of the United States, becauss the courts
will not construe the general clause
against capture to include acapture by
the cruisers of that government; (Bran-
don zs. Cushing, 4 East, 417,) and indem-
nity to the defendants against capture by
the Confederate cruisers would be rather
innid of than in opposition to the gov-
ernment ol the United States. We find,
then, that this contract of insurince,
being free from any of the conditons
which would cause it to be dissolved by
the war, stands only in the category of
those the remedy upon which, if any lois
has within its risks had b ed.

It is & misiake, founded on looss state~
ments of text-writers, to suppose that
policies of insurance, effected before the
war belween assored and underwriters,
respectively, belonging to opposite be-
ligerent powers, are, forall pu g, dis-
solved by the breaking out oJ the war.
For indemnity against all sea perils,bar-
ratry, fire and the other usual sea risks,
except captare by the enemy of the
nation, in ' whose courts sueh loss is songht
to be recovered, they are perfectly valid
and may be recovered on for any such
loss a5 soon a8 the right of action 15 ro-
stored by the return of peace. ['pon
careful scrutiny of the decided cases, it
will be found that in all of them in which
recovery on such policies was desired,
the clsim was founded on capture by the
enemy, and not on losses by any other
peril. In the case of Furtade vs. Rogers,
in 3 Bos. and Pull,, chiefly relied on by
text-writers to maintain the dictum that
a policy, though exccuted before nowar, is 3
svoided, or, as it is said, is dissolved by
the breaking out of the war, is one whern
the loss sought to be recovered was a loss
by capture by the forces of Great Britain,
in whose courts (he suit was brought.

The court held that it was not compe-

tent for a British subject to insure agsinst.
s capture by his own government, amd.
that & clsim for a logs founded npon such,
a capture cound not be recovered, but ity
concluding the opinion of the eourt, Lonut
Alvanley says: “The pluintiff’ is not eo -
titled to a return of premium because tha
contract was legal at the time the risk
commeénced, and was n good insurance
against all other losses but that arising
from capture by the forces of Great
Britain.” If tfen the policy of the case
at bar was good for any purpose, it was s
good consideration in the beginning for
the making of the premium note now
gued on, and as the defendant had in-
demnity under it during the whole year,
inst all perila but capture by tha forees
of ths United States, it cannot be said
that there has been such a failure of con-
sideration as will release him from the
obligation to pay the same. 1 will there-
fore enter a judgement in favor of the
plaintifl for the amount of tlie note, with

In 1844 Henry Clay carried Teonessce
for President against James K. Polk, the
Democratic candidate, by 2 majoritr of 113
votes cut of a poll of 110,000, [a 1540
Geperal Harrison carried Peansplvania
for President by 543 voles on a poll of
288 000, and he was snpcoessful i Maioe
by 410 votes ou 2 poll of 90,000, At the
Beptember election in 1340 in Maine,
Edward Kent, the Whig capdidste for
Governor, had 68 majority only over Johin
Faitfield, the Democratic nomines.
Io 1348 John B Weller, the Democratic
cacdidate for Governor of Ohio, was
bealen by 250 votes by Seabury Furd,
Whig. 1o 1850 Horstio Seymour, Demo-
crat, was ietested for Governor in the
State of New York by Washinglon
unt, Whig, by a majoriscy of 200 |l
1854 Governor Sevmonr was defeated for
re-election by Myron Clarsk, the Whig and
temperance candidate, by n majority of 354
only. In 1357 the contest for Governor in
Ohio was exceediogly close between Salmon
P. Chase, the Kepublican, and I B.
Payne, the Demoeratic candidate. On a
poli of 300,000 Mr Chase had bot 1200
oTILy.
m?h 1341 the result of the Presidential
election was determined in favor of Mr.
Polk over Henry Clav, by a majority of
5000 o the State of New York. Without
that State Mr. Clay was elected.  In 1545
the vote of the single State of Peonwyl-
vania elected General Taylor for President
over Gegeral Casa, and in 1856 the vole of
the same Siate elected Mr. Bochanan over
Mr. Fremoot. In 1836 the vote of Fennsyl-
vania determired the Presidential contest
in favor of Martin Van Buren. These nre
the closest great elections in onre mslero
politieal history.
