- Itis important for persons engaged in
'the liquor business to know that under the
‘provisions of the revenue law it will be
the daty of every person brnin:ar Laviog
in his possession, on the first day of No-
.vunber next, any distilled spirits intended
for sale, excecding in guantity fifty gallons
and oot then in bonded warehouse, to im-
wdw:mhm thereof to  tie Uol-
llector of the district in which such spirits
imsy be held, stating the number and kinde
'of packages, the marks and brands thereon,
the place  where the same are stored, and
the quantily ss nearly as.the same can be
determined, Such return must inclode all
the spirits owned «r held by the party
miaking the same in (he district. Any per<
sun wor haviog in his posesion
puch apirits and refusing to make such re-
turn will forfeit the same; and ull distilied
spirits) found  alter December 1, 1968, in
nny cask or package, contuining more than
five gallons, without haviog ihereon the
marks and stamp required by the sct of
July 20, 1867, will be forfeited.
Also, that every person engaged in dis-
lilliog, or -rectifying epirilts, and every
wholesale liquor desler or compounder of
#pirils, i required to place and keep con
spicuously on the ogtside of his distillery,
rectifying establishment, or place of -buai-
ness & sign, in ]lllin and legible letters, mot
less than theee inches in length, painted in
pil colors or gilded, and of a proper and

the distiller; rectifier, wholesale dealer, or
compounder, with the words, “registered
distillery,” “rectifier of spirits,” “whole-
sale liquor dealer,” or ‘“rompounder of
lignora,” as the case may be. No fence or

be allowed aronnd the premises of any dis-
tillery, so as o prévent easy and imme:
diate acceas thereto. Every distiller must
furnish to the Assessor of the district ss
mapy keys to the dsoras and gates of the
distillery na may be required by the As-
sessor from time lo time; and the distitlery
must always be kept accesible to any of-
ficer or'olher persos baving such key.
Signa are required to be displayed by
manufactarers of liguors, and just now the
Assistant Assessors'are busily epgaged in
notifying persons of these requirements.
