GOV. SEYMOIIirS SPEECH
AT CHICAGO.

, Chicago, Oct. 24. (.Soy. Seymour ad-

dressed a large meeting of'Deniocrats in
lhe Courlliouse la9t night. He spoke as
follows :

FBLT.OU-CITIZEK- : When the rebel-
lion was put down the act of restoring or-

der and bringing back business to its
proper channels, and of reviving fraternal
irgard in the hearts of the citizens of all
parts of the United States fell tiion the
party in power. I have no disposition to
underrate difficulties which hindered the
performance of that duty. Ifit waseotered
upon in the right spirit; large allowances
ptiould be made for many mistakes.

The magnitude of this duty, the
consequences of the policy which

should be adopted with regard to it, im
Ked on men in power solemn responsi-

bilities. Any indulgence in passing any
spirit of vindictiveness, any purpose to ad- - '

vance personal or partisan objects, were
great crimes against our country that in-

volved a degree of guilt as black as treason. to
In the condition of affairs selfish or malig-
nant passions were as cruel as the ravages
of war.

I will not dwell on the character of
debates in Congressional halls, nor on the
temper shown by those who have shaped is
the action of our government during (he
past four years. The record can be read
by each citizen, for himself,and at this time
it is the duty of every voter to decide '.if
he is satisfied with the spirit shown by
those who now ask him to continue them
in place. Turning from the question of
our rulers, let us see how far they have
succeeded in the work of restoration.

The
United States troops in the State will then
be placed at his disposal.

Tho army
is known to bo on the move in active
pursuit of the hostile tribes, but no dis-

patches concerning its .movements havo
been received at headquarters here for
two or three days.

STORY OF TIIC II EKN OF SPAIN.
The mention of the Incidents connected

with the first appearance of Gonzalez
Bravo onfcchalf of the (Jucen of Spain in
1843 (says the London Stan) recalls the
memory of a circumstance in which tho
name of one of the present insurgent
Generals is honorably involved. Our
contemporary says "i nc man, Olozaga,
dared to oppose the reactionary faction"
(that headed by imnzalez Uravo lor the
expulsion of Espartero and the return of
Christina's arbitrary Ministry), "and the
consequenco was that the first decree
signed bv Isabella contained his instant
dismissal as President of the State Coiin
cil. A curious document wa at the samo
timo (December 1, 1843) read by Gcn- -
safez to the assembicu . ortcs, the hrst
official document signed by the new
(Jueen. It was this wonderful declara
tion by her .Majesty :

'in the course ot mc ni;rht ot the
2Sth of last month Don Olozaga presented
himself before me,nd proposed to me to
sign a decree for the dissolution of the
Cortes. 1 reluseu to comply, alleging.
among other reasons, that it had been tho
Cortes who Had declared mc ot age. Die
zaca insisted upon his proposal. I re
sisted again. I rose and advanced towards
the door to the left of my apartment Olo-

zaga prevented me from opening it by
locking it 1 men turneu 10 tne door in
tho middle of my apartment, but Olozaga
here repeated the same maneuver. He
took hold of my dress and forced mc to sit
down. Ho seized mv hands in a manner
that caused mo to blush. Increupon ho
retired, and I withdrew into my rooms.' "

The circumstanceoiwnicn mis reminds
us is that tienerai uuice, iiaving acci
dentally been in an anto-roo- waiting on
Olozaga, during me interview which.
Queen Isabella thus described, was wit
ness of an incident which threw tho erav
est doubt upon her story, and powerfully
sunnnrted Olozaca's denial of it When
Olozaga left the Queen, and was retiring
from the ante-roo- m with Dalce, her
Majesty came out and called him baok.
She then, in the most gracious way, gave
him a box of bon-bo- for his little
daughter, charging him at the same time
with messages of great kindness, and
evincing in every way that she was on
terms of the greatest amity with the Mins
ister, who accordmgto tne subsequent ac
count, had just been committing a most
flagrant outrage upon ner w hon uon
zalez Bravo made the statement quoted
above. Dulce at once volunteered his
testimony as'to tho box of bon-bon- s, and
it was of material service in repelling tho
royal calumny. After many vicissitudes
Dulce is in arms against the heroine of
the story, and, the subservient Minister
and former Liberial editor is, it may be
hoped, finally disgraced.
