The fire
was evidently the work of sn incendiary,
and was instigated, no doubt, for purposes
of robbery, For while the fire was at its
height, séveral negroes were observed steal-
ing and carryiog sway goods and any port-
nbie articles they conld lay their hands on.
This, of course, provoked (he eilizens, and
in the melee which iddmedintely followed,
tiaree of the negroes were tii’led. They
were in the very act of robbery.
Bat first bostile demonstralion on
the part of the whites ehowed that the ne-
groes were fully armed and pr for
the conflict. Abunt forty negroes rallied
on the instani, armed with musiets and
revolvers. Several shots were fired by
both parties, and = of persons
wounded. The whites begun to rally, and
then the npegroes fled in every direction,
seeking the swamps and every available
ﬂ:meof concealment. It is said that the
cendiariem and subsequent hostile en-
counter was agreed upon and fully planned
the night before. The beariog of the ne-
groes for a n&r:t;er ol’o}h hllil:l!:n Tﬁ;
as Lo excile ears @ peo)
have been nnusually insolent, and have dis-
played a parpose evidently tending towards
disturbance of some port. Inthe confusion
incident to the fire the full particulars
could not be obtained, but enough is given
to show the character cf ihe outbreak.
The property of the citizens taken from
the burning houses and those endangered
by the flames was scattered over the town.
No guard could be placed over this, and in
a moment of such prevalent distress it is
not surprising that the lives of the
robbers were forfeited for the ontrage they
atterapled to practice, At the present mo-
ment the town iz quiet, bt the blackened
ruins of the burnt and burning houses of
the poor people who have heen made shel.
terless, looks zrim and smouldering in the
bright morning sanshige. The heart would
indeed be callons not to feel for the women
and children 20 suddenly reduced to pov-
erty. It is not yet koown {o what extent
the property was insured.
At a late hour yesterday evening the
excitement had measurably subsided.
Several negroes, instrumental in exciting
the mob sad believed o exercise a control-
ing influence over the rest, ‘have been
taken lato custody. Among them iz the
notorions Sam, Perking, e police and
the military still hold ion of the
town, but it was obvions that thetronble had
ended. The destruction of property was
even greafer thau at first supposed. It
hns, nevertheless, snbserved the purpose of
arousing the cilizena to the true situstion of
aflsirs. These incendiary and turbulent
manifestations of the negroes will have to
be put down by the sirong hand whenever
exhibited, It would be well, too, to include
in the suppression the miserable whits
men who urge them on, and incite them to
such acts of violence snd rapine,
We were informed last night that a de-
tachmeot of Seymour Kaights and Broom
Rangers were Jdispatched to Gretns, who
offered theirservices to assist in the preser-
valion of the peace. Aa a firsl slep in se-
curing this result, the Metropolitan police
were required 1o leave the place st five
minute’s notice. The requitement was
abeved without remonetrance.
The detachment also arresteéd four ne-
groes, designsted by the citizens aa ring-
leaders of the incendiary mob, who were
found st their homgs.

THE MOB AT JEFFERSOY.

About the hour of hali- 2 o'clock
Friday morning, the Parish Prison at Car-
rollton was the scene of awift and avenging
justice, at the hands of some nnknown per-
sona.

The moment he sppesred at the door he
was overpowered., Some thirly or foriy
peraons rished in and ook posession in-
stantly, killing one Dennis, a colored man,
convicted of rape on the person of Mra
Regina Laochbaum,on the 29ih of Sep-
tember, 1866, tried fwice before by jury
and found guilty, to-wit: on the 19th of
November, 1866, and on the lat of May,
1867, and yet the law had not been en-
forced. AL the same time they mortally
wonnded Samuel Milton, colored, who was
only incarcerated yesterday, examined and
committed for trial before the Second Dis.
trict Conrt, on the charge of violating and
murdering Antonine Cardones, a white girl,
eleven years of age.

It is believed that the incensed commu-
nity particalarly desired the death of the
negro Milton. It was an outrage 80 horri-
ble and sickening in ils savage details that
homan nsture felt appalled at its recital,

After a Fill, clear and explicit examina-
tion. it war established by fifty odd wit-
nesaes, white and black, with but one con-
tradiction, R. 8, Gardner, a negro member
of the Inte Convention, who sttempled 10
prove an alibi, that she had been violated
and then strangled, put it in 2 sack and
cast in the river.

Upon visiting the quarters of the said
negro, there was found ip his yest pocket
her earrings, that had been torn from her
ears, the handkerchief worn Ly the poor
girl in the straw of his matress, and Ler tin
bucket io which she carried her food. His
veat, panta and  shoes were found etained
with blood,

tice can make him, for the dreadful crime
he committed, No one can bresthe s
word of blame; if the vecgeance visited
on these wrelches was summary, the awful
crimes they perpetrated were horriple, and

1753, acknowledged by the parent BOVa
ernment. In 1787 the Federal Constign-
tion was framed, and in 17599 the govern~
ment weat into operation uader its proe
visions, burdened with a debt of $75,004,-
000, created during the war of the revos
lation. Immediately upon the niza-~
tion of Congress measures were deyised
l‘9r the payment of the national oblign-
tions and the restoration of the public
credit, and whenin 1812 war wus de-
clared againat (ireat Britain, the debt had
heen mducgci to $45,000000. Then it
was largely increased by the three years
siruggle that ensued between the two nas

sum of $127,000,000. Peace was ugain
established, and provision was made for
me hqlqidnmn of t:ila indebtedness at
@ earliest practicable period, in order
that it might not bacome fepermnmntins
cumbrance upon the ple. Under
wise and economical legislation the en-
tire amount was paid in a period of twen-
ty ygars. The extinguishment of the na-
tional debt filled the land with rejoicing,
and was one of the great eventa of Presi-
dent Jackson's administration. Fyen
after its payment a large fund remained
in the treasury, which was deposited
with the several States for safe keeping,
on condition that itshould be returned
when required for the public waats,
In 1840, the year after an expensive
war with Mexico, we found ourselves ins
volved in a debt of £4.000,000. This
was the amount owed by the government
in 1860, just prior to the outbreak of the
rebellion. In theapring of 1361 the war
of the rebellion commenced. Fach year
of its continuance made an énormons ad-
dition to the debt, so that when, in the
spring of 1825, the nation successfully
emerged from the dreadful conflict the
obligations of the government raached
the vast amouant of §2,600,000,000, They
had not, however, attained their highest
point; for when the army and navy had
besn Inid, the volanteer forees dia-
banded nnd the navy largely reduced, it
was found, in February, 1305, that our
indebtedness excesded $2 300,000 (Kx),
Having thus refarred to the indebted-
ness of the government at various pes
riods of its existence, it may be well to
call attention to & brief statement of
faots connected with its expenditures
From the 4th day of March, 1739 to the
30th day of June, 1561, the entire pub«
lic expenditeres were $1,700, 000,000, als
though covering s period of seventy-two
vears. This amount seems small when
comparad with the espenses of the goy-
ernment dafing the recent war of tour
veara duration; for, frem the Ist of
July, 1861, to the 3ith of June, 1505,
they reached the snormous aggresate of

Mexico. Daring these periods of our
history we were also engaged in war
with Great Britain and Mexico; the first
wns waged against one of the most pow-
erful nations of the world, the other
made additionally expensive by the pros<
ecution of military oporations in the gn<
emy's territory.

The startling fucts thus concisely stated
suggested an inguiry as to the cause of
the expenditures and indebtedness of the
country during the civil war.
