and ns the city is guiet to-day, I think it a
proper lime to make the above announce-
ment and to call upon the law-abiding citi-
zens to aid me hereafter in carrying ont
these imatructions, snd to that end they
are earneslly requested to reirain from
assembling in large bodies in the streets,
to avoid exciting conversations and other
psuses of irritation and excitement, and o
pursue Lheir ordinary vocations as usual.
