The clubs were, aa
was patural, cheering for Seymour and
Blair, when cne of the negroes, named
Eungene, descended from the fence, aud ap-
proaching the procession, made nse of an
expression o insulting and indecent in its
natnre 88 to preclude the possibility of its
being transeribed, Simultaneous with the
use of the expression, the negro placed his
hand in n defiant manner upon hia pis-
tol. One of the members of the Infantes
de Seymour stepped out of the ranks near
the negro, and cried, "Hurrah for Sey-
mour and Blnir 1™ at the same Lime rais-
iog his hand as if to knotk the negro’s hat
off; the lalter stepped lack a pace or
two, and, drawing a revolver, shot the
white man (Martinez) throngh the left
shonlder, just above the heart. He then
turned and ran, but vus pursved and
killed. Another negro was severely, if
not mortally, wounded ot the same time,
The procesion then continued its march to-
wards the Courthouse, where the “Huamble
Bees” geparated from the others, and went
to their headquarters on Millsudon’s plan-
tation, and dishanded.

The Copelitntion Club went o their
headquarters at I, A. Docros's plantation,
and disbanded slso, the Inlantes de Sey-
mour stopping at Francisco Articta's cof-
fee-house. The wounded wember of the
latter club was convesed 1o the cily, his
woucd, though serions, not being consid-
ered very dangerous.

It was then believed (hat there would be
no further disturbance, all the citizens
Laving retired guittly to their homes. This
feeling of security mas, however, quickly
dispellied, for aboat 2§ glalock & gentleman
coming from below the village, reported a
Iarge gathering of negroes at Ung's planta-
tion. The onizens at once gathersd at
the Millandon plant tion, where the “Huom-
ble Bee” Club hal already asembled
There was by this ¢ ne the greatest excite-
ment throughout 1o neighborhood, and
planters made prep rations to bring their
families to the city fearing a general mas-
gacre. A large  olachment about 10%
o'clock marched do 'n the road to endeavor
to check the negroe , whose numbers had
by this time augme: led to about six hon-
dred, and who were reported advancing on
the Courthouse. *-riving at Marrerv's
plantation, the de schment heard Lring,
and soon tho Name: of Pablo FFelieg's burn-
ing residence 1t vy the night. Thewhites
advanced to  wihin a few hundred
yards of the burning house, but finding
the negroes in su ) overwhelmirg foree,
did not venlure an attsck. 11 seems
the negrees buving wdvanced some sixhus-

dred strong from (og's plantation, sur-
rounded I'ablo Ielien's residence and  ba-
kery, and opened fire npon it. Pablo re-

turned the fire, when the negroes rushed
into the house, murdered Pablo and his
young gon, 18 years of age, who had been
sleeping in a sepuarate boifding, bat ran o
his father's assistance ; shol a sster of Mrs,
Pablo in the head, and began plundering
the houge. Meantime, some of the wretches
had set fire to (he buildisg;, and Mra
Felieu, with 2 bale in her anus, endeavored
several limes to eilfect her escape, bul was
as often pushed back ioto the burning
house. About this time, a party of whites,
about ten in number, made asally upon
the honse, and suceeeded in resening Mrs,
Felieu, her child and Misa Gillmore, her
sister, whose wound was found to belslight.
Mr. Yraocis Fatopinal, the gentleman who
Jed the parly which rescued Mrs, Felien
displayed the greatest gallantry, and i4
spoken of in the Lighest terms.

The negroes, tinaily, after the house hal

been reduced to nshes and the bodies of
Mr. Felieu, hiseldest gon, and a yonng
child, haid been coasnmed by the Humes,
fell back to the plamation of V. R, Ducros,
about one mile below, where they remained
uotil daylight, when they agnin advaneed
to Ong's place.  The company of United
States infuntry  which bad been die
patched o the seene of action from
the. Darracks ut an early hour, arrived
about half-past 5 o'clock al the Conrthonse,
when, receiving intelligence that the ne-
groes were advancizg, they doublequicked
to the front.  Intelligence of their coming
must have gone before (hem, for the ne-
groes f:l[ili.l.llv fell back ss inr a4 Gen, A. P,
Lee's plantaticon, whete they are said 1o
be Ihl’l‘.l'iﬂ_{ up defenas, el The anldiers
halted at Dag's place and encamped there.
At 6 o'clock last evening intefligence wos
bronght to the military st Ong'a place, by
three different varties, to he eflect thal
there was lighting going on between the
negroes and citizens near Loe'a place. This
report needs corroboration. It shonld have
been wmentioped before that when the Hom-
ble Bee Club were rélurning (o their head=
sjusrters, on Satarday eveuing, 8 man nated
Michael Cartia, who was in 1he employ-
ment of Thos, Oag, and who had recently
been appointed a member of the Metropo-
litan Police, rode by on horseback, The
club hureshed snd shouted “Phere poes a
a\:t‘l!‘u!h'llinﬂ ]“‘“r"'niu " The man des
nied atourtly the charge, saviap “No, gen-
tlemen, | am no Policeman:” but upon
paining the rear of the olah, e tarned,
ind  caclaced he wWas a policeman  and
¢rees the ygembers of the olub.  Ha then
(urned to several negroes pear by sl
shonted, 'Come on, Bova vou are neaded
helaw : there'r Sehting yoing on.”
Thie ptatement was alse aod fotended
cxcite the regroes to xn insurrection. A
wember of the club ran lowards him, when
he roshed off down the road, ealling npoa
the negroes to 3ally. Neveral ehots were
fired at him, and just in front of Dr. Thorn-
tow's, the puristt Judge's Louse, he fell
from his horse, bal jumpiog .up agua,
aprang over the fenev, when his revolver
was beard to fire. Lpon examination he
was found to have been sliot just above the
left vye, and it 8 heloeved that Lis own
i'inllﬂ ioflicted the wonopu, ns it was found
by him, with one barrel oL sihnrged.

FIENDISH OUTRAGES.

Inhuman Treatment of Litile Or
phan Girls.. One is Literally Tattoed
with'a Red Hot Poker and Another
has Her Hands Roasted,

A case came under the notice of the po-
lice y“c:urday, which ht to light ‘3
act of the greatest inhumanity an
cruelly w :ﬁ?de orphan girl, such as few
people would hardly believe in this section
of the country, and which showed, in a
slriking light the terrible depravity of an
indivi n.:.lg named Pepper, nnd his wife,
who move and have their being in the
suburb of Chelsea, The facta of the case
are to the following effect: About two

ears sgo a litlle fatherless girl, named
i[l.ry Anne Smith, and who is now be-
tween twelve and thirteen years of age,
was deprived of the care of her mothe:fy
dexth, snd wasadopted by this man John

Pepper and hLis wife, who lived on Third

street, Chelses.

The girl, who seems to have a good
share of intelligence, had only been an in-
mate of the Pepper establishment four
weeks, when heand his wife commenced

By way of varying
their feats of cruelly they would tie the
child up by the thumbs and keep her sus-
pended in that mauner for a considerable
time, her criea and entreaties not having
tl:'? slightest effect, either on Pepper or his
wile,

Od Ssturday, however, their cruelty to
the poor orpban colmioated. During the
forenoon she went into the garden, and

ulled up eome radishes and turaipe

his, in the eyes of Pepper and lLis wife,
seems (o have been considered a mont
benions offenze and deserviog of the most
croel punishment. The girl was caunght
by the bairof the head by Pepper and
dragged into the kitchen of the house, She
was next placed close to the stove, and
while the woman fiend held the glrl, the
man wmonster heated a poker till it was red
hot, and then commenced literally to lsttoo
the face arms and hands of the poor little
helplesa arphan. .

She screamed, entreated, prayed, Wut all
in vain. Mra, Pepper held a fiem grip of
the little child, while Pepper drew Lhe
red-hot poker at least twenty times scross
her face, hands and arms, until the girl
was burnt in the most dreadful manner.
Yesterday n woman, who lives in the
neighborhood, learned something of what
bad been going oa, and meeliog the girl
on the sireets, with her fice, hands and
arms covered with the marka of the heated
poker, she inguired who had ioflicted such
frgibtful injories upon her person. The
child waa at first afraid to say a single
word about it, but the woman insisted, and
the whole of the dreadful story came out.

The police were at once appliea to and
Pepper and his wife promplly arrested.
The little girl wns taken before the grand
jare of he Municipal Court, where she
completely shocked the gentlemen compos-
ing that body by the recital of the cruel-
tiea she had to endure at the bands of Pep-
per and his wife for the past two years.
The girl has been placed in charge of
Mra. Dickson, wife of ane of the police
force, who lives in the Wickersham tuild-
ing, corner of Third and Jeflerson straets.
While the little girl was telling her mov-
ing tale, the 'material portions of which
are given above, everal of the fair sex,
who were anxious and excited listesers, ex-
pressed somewhat emphatically that if the
suthorities would ouly place Pepper
in their for m-few minuies, they
would give him a ring snch xa he
would not forget till the last day of kis
life.— Memphis Bullstin, O, 23.
In Rochester, New York, a
named Mary Swingler has jusl been ren-
tenced 1o the Penitentinry for six months
for abominable eruelty towards her adopted
danghter, seven years old. The Taim

Tt was alleged by the prisoner that the
little girl had stolen n pieca of candy, and
it was to deter her from committing further
thefta that she punished her in the manner
she did. By roasting the little one’s hands
over the stove shesaid slie intended 1o give
her an idea of what hell is a place to
which she would surely go if she stole any
more. She thought it her dutry to punish
the child to save its soul from perdition,
and nothing could so well convey her idea
of perdition to the little one's tender mind
as roasting its hands over a ‘voung hell
the withering fire of.a cooking stove. The
exclamations of the girl—"Oh! mother, it
hurts!' ‘Oh! mother, it hurts awfully 7
and the noise of the crackling Hlesh, did
not make the woman desist, and only the
interference of neighbors prevented ker
from inflicting injaries which would donbt-
less have proved permanent. But few
women in this city have a more benevolent
and peaceable-looking countenance than
hers,”

Another horrible story comes from Wor
cester, Massachuseels :

“ Mrs, Catharine Connor, residence on
Foyle street, committed a series of ont-
ragea on her little danghter last week that
shonld deaw down upon her head the hot
test of public indigoation,  Last Friday
night, hitter and biting in its extreme cold-
neas, she stripped the little Lizzie, who is
about elven years old, and turned ber
naked into the cold pight and dark siveet,
The little thing laid down under a tree and
cried berself to sleep. The same inhuman
treatment was practiced on the succeeding
night, and on Satnrday morning the child
waa found andfcared for by « kind neigh-
bor. An appeal was made to the mother
for the child’s clothes, but she refused to
give them up, and since then the child has
heen faid and clothed by stranger="

Gien, u, the rumor had it, de-
clined to accede to this request for more
reasons thaa one. These rumors wers
semi-officially confirmed in 1 speech made
by General gucdm Isst evening at the
%‘_t! Hltld..i:ldthllich be said that Governor

Armo ia ¥ of car t-baggers
baving sown the w?:dr: were rmre finching
at the prospect of reaping the whirlwind,
It wan also reported that Gov. Warmoth,
finding that he would be uoabie to tarn
over the State to the military, asked the
advice of (Gen. Roussean as to the propri-
ety of baving martial law decla We
have not been fully informed as o what
transpired in reference to the declaring of
martial law; but as we nnderstand it, no
one save lhe President of the United
Statea wonld have the power to declare it
in Louisiana. «
If, in the opinion of those who have n
right to decide, sny emergency shall arise
which may call for martial law, we can as-
sure our readers that it will not interfere
with the election on the 3d of November.
Gen. Rousseau's views upon the subject of
the election are well known, and we feel
confident that nothing will prevent the
election being held on the day named, in
our city and State.

A conference of gentlemen, delegated by
both of the political parties, was held yes-
terday with General Roussean, and Jasted
several hours. The Democrats were repre-
sented by Col. 4. B. Walton, and Messre.
Roselins, Macon, Ellison and Eloomer,
The Republicana were represented by Gov,
Warmoth, Generals Sypher and Lee, Dr.
Southworth, Judge Howe and Mr. McDufl.
The abject of the ¢inference wos (o res if
some definite plan for the maiotenance of
peace end order conld not be sgreed upon.
Several other matters were brought up for
disenssion, but these were not made pub-
lic.

The conierence ended between three and
four o'clock vesterday aflerncon. In the
matter of securing peace®snd uiet, it was
noderstood that those having control of
the Radical club organizutions wonld issoe
ordera forbidding any further parades, and
that the gentlemen composing the Demo-
cratic  State Central Committee would ad-
vise the varions Damocratic elubs to desiat
also from any further processions. Gov.
Warmoth, it was also understood, wounld
imue a proclamation, which was subse-
qoently issued, and will be found st the
close of this report. From this time up o
dusk nothing oceurred of specisl interest
in the city.

About eight o'clock in the evening, the
Chief of DPolice, Major Williamson, re-
ported at military headquarters that he
had information that 3 body of men were
coming up to take possession of police
headquarters, but could give no informa.
tion a4 to who ther were, Gen, Bochanan
ordered a company of infantry to the im-
mediate vicinity. Soon afierwards Sheriil
Maxwell, with a stafl officer of Gen. Koua-
sean’s, [Capt. Hooker,) reported to Gen.
Roussean that a large namber of citizens
were collected in the immediate vicinity of
police headquarters.

Gen, Roussean requested Sherifl Max
well to proceed thither, sscertain their par-
pose and advise them to disperse. Sherill
Maxwell was secompanied 1o the City
Hall by Col. Keeler, of Gen. Rousseau's
stafl, and gaining admittance to the May-
ors parlor, found there assembled the
Mayor and about fifty well-known citizens.
The Msyor was asked by Col. Keeler what
the demonstration st the City Hall meant.
The Mayor replied that these cilizens have
tendered me the services of a number of
the clubs to patrol the city and aid in pre
serviog the pesce. Col. Keeler repliad
that the Commanding (eneral bad made
ample provision to maintain order, and
requested him 1o al omee request the
crowd outside to disperse,

Senator Robert Ogden therenpon ad-
dressed the meeting in the Mayor's parlor,
requesting and advisiog that the persons
assembled, both inside and outside, should
retire to their bomes. Major Ogden’s re-
marks were eloquent and favorably re-
ceived.

At this momeot Gen, Steedman nod Gen.
Hays, accompanied by many of our most
prominent and influential citizens, entered
the Mayor's parlor, when the gentiemen
collected proceeded to the front steps of
the City Hall, from which the muliitude
were addressed by Giena, Steedman and
Haye, Mayor Conway and Senator Ogdea.
Gen. Steedman esid the demonstration
evinesd the desire and purpoce of the law-
abiding citizens of New Orlean. to pre-
serve inviolate the peace of the city; that
he had been informed that Gov. Warmoth
had this dsy gone to (Gen, Roussewn and
asked him to secept the coatrol of the
Btate, and that Gen. Roosseau had refused
to accept it. He said that Gen Houssean
would tanke care that the peace of the city
would be preserved; that if the present
State authorities could not control affairs
they had better leave thew in the handa of
the white people, where they were safe. He
then counnselled moderation, aoi after as-
suring the crowd of his renewed hopes of
the success of the Damueratic party in the
ensuing election, requested them to dis
perse quietly to their howes.  Loud ealls
were (hen made for General Hava, whao at
once responded. e said Jdid he not be
lieve 1hat the Military Commander could
and would protect them from violence hie
would be by their side in the ruoks, He
informed them that this day every colorad
policeman had been siricken from the rolls
of the force. That the Chiet of Police had
goue to the Police Commimsioners, e
manding that this shonld be done, giving
them the alternative of removing bim or
the colored force, The Commissioners had
at once acceded to his request ; and, (o-
night, every colorad policeman has been
withdrawn. )

Cien. Hays' remarks were received with
great cheerivg. Mayor Conway and Sew-
alor Ogden followed in the same train, ad-
vising forbearance and urgiog the crowd
to quietly disperse.  The crowd hesitatel
for 0 moment, but at the command of Gen.
Flave to fall in, they fell into ranks and
marched off at once. The crewd numbered
some three thousand, and dispersed us
quietly un they had gatherad. .

The miilitary (cavalry, artillery aod io-
faniry,) duriog the night paraded the city,
and the tramp of srmed men along the
sireeta gave assurance to the disturbed
populace that the pesce snd quiet of the
cily wos being well cared for by the Com-
manding General.

The usual
toasts of the Queen of England, the Pre-
sident of the United States, tha royal fam-
ily, the clergy of all denominations, the
army and navy, were proposed and re-
sponded to. The Chair, aliera few worda,
gave the heaith of Reverdy Johnson.

Mr. Johnson returned thaoks for him-

not be 8o received, he was more than dis-
appointed, be was overwhelmed with to-
kena of regard. He knew that the wis
dom and patriotism of the people of Liver
pool would cause them to forget the late
past, and look with confidenes 1o the fu-
ture. He was told that persons wonld at-

tend whom he ought not to meet; who had
sided the South- His reply was that such
s meeting was most gralifying to him, be
cause it gave an assurance (o the people of
America, to the government and to him-
self, that former differences had been for-
gotten, and now the heart of Live
like that of all Eogland, has but one feel-
ing—of warm regard to the United States.
