Progress of Uo ltevoliitlon A Sew

Version of the Situation.
New York. Oct. 30. The Tribune pub

lishes the following letter from the Cuban
revolutionary Jnnta:

Having observed what vou have hither
to published of the Spanish official intelli
cence in regard to the revolution now pro
crossing in Cuba, we beg leave to call your
attention the fact that official accounts of
the state of affairs, are in main, false, and
entirely unreliable. Deprived as we are of
the freedom of the press, the majority of
the inhabitants even ot thuj cny, are un-

acquainted with the real facts of the revo- -

mtion in UUb3. bo iar irom naving meu
out, it is steadily progressing, and will only
die out when Spanish rule will have ex-

pired. Signed, the Spanish Junta, in ses-

sion in Havana, third day of October IS,
1SG3.

The following further particulars are
given as to the progress of the revolution :

The revolutionists have divided into small
hands, with a view of carrying on a guer
rilla war until lhey are strong enough to
cope wiiu me opanisu iroopa niiu a iun
prospect of success. A considerable band
ia stationed in the neighborhood of Santi
ago de Cuba, another near l'eucrto i."nn-clp- e.

The revolutionists have burned several
plantations and taken the negroes with
them "as auxiliaries. In several skirm-
ishes with the Spanish troop3 the Creoles,
both white and black, have fought bravely,
causing heavy loss to the Spaniards. The
Cubans all over the island are enthusiastic,
but are in want of arms. Several Cubans
have been arrested and are confined in
Moro Castle. In the parish of Jesus Ma-

ria forty negroes were arrested last night
for having arms in their possession.

Trustworthy information just received
states that a guerilla chief of revolu-
tionary band has with him four thou-
sand whites, and six thousand negroes.
Artillery seat from this city has stuck in
the mud ; heavy rains have fallen in the
Eastern Department; The Revolutionists
have full sway in a large section of country;
the Capt. General is hurrying forward
fresh troops in all haste. One of the
Spanish mail ships has just been chartered
to carry troops to the scene of action.
Great enthusiasm and confidence prevails
among the Cubans. If measures should
become necessary there a hxed ,determina-t- o

declare immediately emancipation, and
call upon negroes.

A Havana letter to the orid says the
total strength of the insurgents is variously
estimated at from 200 to COO. They arc
wretchedly armed, and comprise, contrary
to the first report, blacks and Chinese, as
well as whites. There leader is Don Pedro
Acqueller. The present lines extend from
Maguequa State, two leagues beyond Tunis,
to near the village of Juacuana, embra
cing aVild broken tection of country, ad
mirably adapted to irregular warfare, and
the difficulties which are to be overcome
by the troops pursuing are greatly in-

creased by the badness of the road, ren
dered almost unfit for travel by the late
heavy rains. Despite all these drawbacks,
if the governments early succeed in re-

establishing, order i3 assured beyond the
point of cavil.

THE WAR OP RACES.

The Troupes In New Orleans.

Intense Excitement and Trouble
In yie SecondDIstrict.

Further Conference with Gen.
Kousseau.

The St. Bernard Blot.

From tho New Orleani Picayune, October 23,

Notwithstanding that quiet, to some t,

has succeeded to the general excite
ment of Monday, there are still certain
portions of this city wnere trouble I133 oc
curred and moro is, antijapated.

The Innocents are ma great state of ex
citement in consequence of the murder of
one of their club while he wa3 returning
home quietly last night, in tho vicinity of
Treme Market. The aeaa oody is now
laid out irsihe hall of the Innocents, and
threats of revenge are being openly made
by the members of the club, as they as
sembled yesterday morning to view the re-
mains.

The murder in question occurred as fol-

lows: The deceased and a few of bis friends
belonging to the club stooped at Treme
Market to take a cup of coffee?. The de-

ceased left his friends, among whom was
Judge Gaslinel, saying he vjs fatigued and
would go home.

He had proceeded the distance of about
half a square when his friends heard a
shot and saw him fall. They rushed to the
spot and found him lying with a wound in
the shoulder, passing down into the breast.
All around was as still as death, and not a
soul was to be seen.

The wounded man was conveyed to a
neighboring drug store, but subsequently
expired. At the news of this outrage, the
Innocents, who had prepared to disband,
were called together again, and from then
till daylight they look virtual possession
of the Faubourg Treme, moving from point
to point, and stationing squids of men at
certain localities.

The police on the beats which were
patroled by the Innccents retired and re-
ported at tho station. Col. Keeler and Ma
jor Russel, of Gen. Rousseau's staff, went
down to the vicinity of the Parish Prison
after midnight, and found matters to be as
we have above reported. Thcv were
halted at various points, but the Innocent!1,
when learning who they were, allowed
them to pass and repass at pleasure.

In a consultation which thev had with
them, members of the club stated that one of
their number had been secretly murdered,
and that their object was to "prevent any
further outrages, and to ascertain, if possi-
ble, who had fired the nhot which had
killed their comrade.

Before the honoo near the corner of Ba
sin and St. Peter pln-elc- , from which it was
suspected that the shot had been fired, a
body of Innocents were drawn up keepinc
gnard and awaiting any further demonstra
tion.

Two companies of United States soldiers
were sent down to tho scene before day-
light, under Capt. Sterling. They held a
parley with the Innocents the latter stat
ing that they meant to do no harm to any
peaceable partite.

As we write there are many rumors as
to firing going on in the second district.

A negro was killed about half past
twelve o'clock at the corner of St. Ann
and Bourbon. The Innocents are much
exasperated, and are now collected in the
rear of the Cathedral, threatening ven-

geance.
FURTHER I'ARTICUIKS.

Yesterday was a daycf Jntriwo- - excite
ment in our city a moro exciting day,
taken altogether, than any which had pre-
ceded it during the recent troubles?. Ru-

mors and confirmations of shooting and
killing were rife-t- he whole day, and at
every point where news could be collected
crowds of citizens were gathered awaiting
it, the greatest anxiety being depicted upon
every countenance. Tue troubles had
shifted for the time lo points below Canal
street, and in that direction thousands of
people wended their steps to be nearer the
scenes of action. It was impossible for us
to supply the demand msde upon us for
our evening edition and extra, which con-

tained all the reliable information which
could be gathered cf the conflicts con-

stantly taking plao?.
The headquarter of the Innocents, on

Orleans street, in which wa laid the body
of one of their membres who had been as-

sassinated, was a special point of attrac
tion, 03 it was rumored that a number of
members of the club had become so much
exasperated that their leaders could not
control them. About 1 o'clock considera-
ble excitement was produced in conse
quence of a rumor that a demonstration
was intended by the Innocents against the
Republican newspaper office, or rather
neatest General Lee, the proprietor of that
journal. Several of the members of the
Innocents started up town fully armed,
vowing vengeance against Lee, but they
were met by some of the better thinking
members of the organization, and dissuaded
from their intention.

It is proper to state heie that the Inno
cents had been wrought up to this pitch of
exasperation against Lee inconsequence
of the many glaring misstatements made
in the columns of his paper in reference to
the recent outrages by negroes, and by the
belief that he had instigated the negroes to
many of their riotous proceedings. During
the excitement one of the Innocents

his comrades was heard to exclaim:
"Ho not let in kill negroes, but the men
who instigate them."

Gen. Lee, upon learning that his life was
threatened, repaired to the headquarters of
Gen. Rosseau, where he remained until the
afternoon. He t'ub'equently returned to
his'oflice. AfterMho issue of our evening
edition, the military moved down to the
second district in force, and remained there

meting matters lo a great extent. The
isturbances in the Kecond district were

given in detail in our extra. During the
day reinforcements of United States Iroops

1 r ; 1 1 tarriveu irom ausissipi,anii were orucreu
to take position in various portions of the
city, where trouble was apprehended.

Another conterence 01 delegates Trom

both political parties, comprising the gen-
tlemen mentioned in our edition of vcjter- -

day morning,took place at Gen. Rousseau's
headquarters yesterday alterunon. The
question of the existing troubles was again
discussed at length.

General Kousseau, it was known, had
been in telezraphic Tcommnnication with
the authorities at Washington since the
tender of the Stale made by Governor
Warmoth day before yesterday, and had
received inslruciions "to keep the peaceat
all hazards.

In consequence of ihi.-- , it was rumored
that he was prepared to proclaim martial
law, but was u?ing his utmost endeavors to
bring about a Mate of peaiv and order
without resorting to that dir extremity
Still there were a irreat many who belived
that in consequence of the failure of our
civil authorities to act in the ciiais which
was at hand, that he would be compelled to
resort to it.

Mayor Conway, and some other of the
city officials, held a conference also with
General Rousseau in regard to the ques-
tion of assuming the authority of Veorgan-izin- g

the police, as suggested in the Picayune
of last evening.

TlIE ST. BERNARD RIOT.

Mr. A. W. Walker, a well-know- planter
in the parish of St. Bernard, has furnishtfd
the following additional particulars in
reference to the recent troubles in that
patish :

Great feeling had been aroneed against
Mr. Ong from the fact that it was known
the negroes had congregated at his place,
and he was called upon to allow his quar-
ters to be searched, if he did not wish ihcni
to be entered by force ; he sent his overseer.
In nearly every hoiie articles of dress
and merchandise were found, which
were identified to have belonged to

Pablo Feliu or his wife nearly 'two cart
loads having been picked up on that place
alone. The feeling of the party at the re
sult of this search became so strong against
Mr. Ong that it was found necessary, in
order to save him from harm, to place a
guard in his honsc.

The party then proceeded further on the
Tray to overtake themurderera and ascertain
the safely of the while1, who were found to
nave taken renige in the swamps. They
also visited and searched the quarters on
the Ducros plantation, and the Reid and
Marrcro places, where negroes hire land on
their own account, and in all of them
fonnd more or les3 articles stolen from the
burnt premifcs. Some of the old men and
momea found in the houses containing the
stolen property were arrested and sent to
jail for examination. No outrage was per-
mitted, and no one, notwithstanding the
extreme provocation, allowed to be in
jured in any way who waB not known to
have taken part in tho outrages committed,
or who did not offer to attack the nartv.
On ita return with the prisoners a parly of
united btates troops wa3 round at Mr.
Oug's.

They then took their prisoners lo I he
ix)utnou3e, and the footmen, exhausted
from fatigue and hunger, rested for a period
diretly on their arrival. The mounted
meft, of whom I was the leader up lo that
ume, uemg joinea oy vjoi. Aiarrero, the
Sheriff, Francisco Enopenal, Col. R. Proc
tor, ine owner 01 a plantation leased to
Gen. Lee. Mr. Treme. Jr.. Mr.. Prado.
from the city, Mr. V. Veillon, and others
01 tue parish to the number of about twen-
ty, then resolved, at about half-pas-t five,
to open communication with the lower set-
tlements, which had been interrupted since
Sunday evening. They proceeded eight
miles, to the crossing of the Chincha and
Bancheque roads, where they found that
the negrosa, hearing that their plun-
der was being found, and their women ta-
ken up, had resolved to make a new attack,
and were marching from the plantation of
Gen. Lee to attack tho party which had
pursued them in the morning, had been
met at the crossing of the road by the in-
habitants of Bancheque forming the Hunt-
ers' Club and others, who put them to flight,
killing three colored men, and severely
wounding fifteen or twenty others. The
exact number could not be ascertained, as
the negroes took flight through the cane
which borders the road. Both parlies then
met, and congratulated themselves on hav-
ing almost ended this movement, which
promised at one moment to result in such
wide destruction. The necroes left are de
moralized, and have taken refuge on the
plantation of Gen. Lee, where they were
to be pursued this morning. The whites
acted under the lead of the Sheriff, . and
were only permitted to pass by MaiorBates.
commanding the United States troop) on
that occasion, who had picketed the road
and allowed no armed party to pass. The
purpose was to biing back order, and also
to find Mr. Lee, the father of Gen. Lee,
who had been taken by the people of Ban-cheq-

at the head of the negro party ad-

vancing from the Lee plantation.
Mr. Lee was found, and at the request of

myself and Mr. Marrero civen up to the
Sheriff. Mr. Lee then explained his reason
lor being taken at the head of the armed
party of negroes. We give his representa-
tions. I quote from recollection : " I eot
up as usual; took breakfast, and I then
wrote for some time; feeling very tired I
went on the gallery; and 1 saw a large
number of the people assembled in front of
the house; I asked them what was the
matter; they stated that they had been
called upon by Mr. Ong to go up lo his
place; that there was trouble up there;
that Mr. Oog's life was in danger, and they
wished to go. 1 told them that they must
not do it ; that the laws were made to
protect every one ; that the parochial au-

thorities would take the matter in hand
referring to what had already occurred.
This seemed to pacify them, and I thought
I had satisfied them, and went in. In a
little time 1 went out again and found
them assembled in Jarge numberaaniL.ilp-lermfceTftTc- o

up. saying : "Mr. Ong had
sent for them again, and that they were
bound to co. 1 tried to pacify Ihem
again, but found it impossible unlit I pro
posed lo go myseit up to tne crossing to see
what was noinsr on. That seemed to sat
isfy them, and I ptarted on horseback.
When I reached the crosisng, I found
about fifty negroes, more or less, and soon
after some others continued coming op,
when suddenly we found ourselves attacked,
and the negroes, some of whom were killed
and several wounded, retreating.

At the moment of the lire 1 took out my
handkerchief and held it out as a flag of
truce. I was not injured, but wa3 taken up
and retained up to this evening by tho
gentlemen who took me."

This is the suustanceoi 1113 statement, in
the meantime some difffcully had occurred
near the Courthouse, at the d'Aquin plan
tation, arising from the aggressions 01 some
nesrroes to a patrol, and that oae negro had
been killed and one wounded.

This is a Irue statement of the lament
able occurrence in the parish of St. Ber
nard.

Grant has recently written a letter. It h
described by the political supporters of the
writer as a "characteristic lelter. .Let us
accept the description and sec what the let
ter ia:

sional government in France, soon after
Louis Philippe had lied from Pan, llns
was its purport :

"Messieurs The people of Paris hav
ing destroyed, by their heroism, the last
vestices of foreign invasion, I hasten from
exile to range myself under the Hag of
the republic, which has just been pro
claimed. Without any other ambition
than that of serving my country, I come
to announce my arrival to the members of
the provisional government, aud'to assure
them of my devotion to the came which
they represent, as well as of my sympathy
for their persons.

"Accept, .Messieurs, the assurance 01 my
sentiments.

Locis Imapoleox Boxapakte."
What did it mean? It meant some

thing, or it meant nothing. The Assembly
was instantly divided in two parlies on
this very question.

The peaco which my
policy comprehends take3 note of what
men shall and shall not say in any part of
our great land. This much I wish and re

to bo my policy."
Under the republic, in as well

as in America, men were only accountable,
for speaking their minds, to the laws in
force in the locality where their minds
might be fpoken. A man in Illinois might
not epeak his mind if his mind w.-- to stir
up strife, incite violence, or foment insur-

rection ; because tho statutes of Illinois
provided punishments for so doing. The
Federal authority had no authority, and
mieht exercise no power, in the premises.
The man in thecWhite House could not
say : "My policy is,Itbat these statutes shall
prevail," or "shall not prevail."

The man in the White House c)iild not
say. " L'empire cat rail," because the re
public placed the rights and the wrongs of
the citizen in the Stats beyond the reach of
his authority.

But "my policy," says General Grant,
"I wish and declare shall go further. The
citizen shall be accountable for epeaking
his mind in any part of our great land,
onlv to me. The empire shall be peace ! "

This second declaration by Gen. Grant
of "my policy" foreshadows a wish and a
purpose to brine about a permanent changu
in our governmental structure, or else it is
without any meaning mere verbal mslian
It means nothing, or it mean a great deal
more than any fricr.d.rfthe tcpublic can
approve of. It means the mere vaporing
of a vacant mind, or it means pern to re
publican liberty.

Tbe Sapcrttitloas ceremonies of the
Negroes or JUmUlana.

Voudou is an African superstition cur
rent in tne south, sometimes, though not
often, it is kown as cbi and sometimes as
conjur, this latler, indeed, being the most
usual name, oli being peculiar to South
Carolina and voudodto Louisiana andSoutL--- nt::,.t : t t ? i .w.u .uuHusii. iu iauiiui;sy wuerd uwas
ac one time so prevalent as to be made the
subject of legislation, it ia known as obeah,
and in Africa whence it had its origin, 13
called fetisdi. The etymology of these
words is entirely unknown, with the ex-
ception of etmj'ar, and that, which will be
readily seen to be the negro form of con- -
jury, sumcieniiy describes voudou as witch-
craft. OwiDf? to the extreme iccrpcr willi
which it ia carried on it is bat rery little
Known even to tne southern whites, while
as to the North the very existence of such
a superstition is doubtless an absolute re
velation, hat years past the writer has
known of the voudou, but it has only been
of late, and by reason of divers circum-
stances, which seem to strongly indicate
that tho belief is spreading, that hb at-
tention has been so awakened as finally to
lead to this article.

In the winter of 1865, and while convers-
ing over one of those pleasant little sup
pers ior wnica JMew urleans ia famonu.

Marie, and of great repu-
tation in her peculiar way, Learning that
at such and such a place, and on such a
night la reine would have the voudou, our
informant repaired to the spot and care-
fully hid himself away where, through a
crack in tbe wall, he could see the pres-
ence chamber. Contrary to the usual
wont of the Louisiana negresses, who
delight in the gayest color?, but in entire
consonance with the voudou law, la reine
SUane made her appearance in a black
dress and eable turban, twined fold, upon
fold about the head. After a while the
fiithful began to appear, and the mystic
rites began. In the center of the room,
a sort of outer apartment with a dirty
floor, was posted the traditional caul-
dron, and under this cauldron was kindled
a fire. As preparations progressed to far,
the subjects of the Queen formed them
selves in a ring about the kettle, in which,
03 the water began to boil, were cast chick-
ens, toads, small Bnakes, roots and other
objects that" could not very well be distin-
guished. Joining hands, the devotees
moved round and round the mixture, sing-
ing, while the Queen performed her charms
upon the canldron, a wild and thrilling
air. At this point we stopped our inform-
ant to ask if he could hum this strain, but
after an effort or two he found it impossible
lo gratily our curiosity. .n passant we
may remark that Bincc that time we have
come across in an old book upon the West
Indies the notes of a native African air
sung at the obeah rites, identical, ta before
mentioned, with the voudou, and it would
be difficult to describe the weird nature of
this music, which was sung perhaps in that
great unknown continent centuries and
centuries before America; was discovered.
But to resume. As the sone; procressed
and tbe tilihy mixtures boiled and seethed
upon the fire, the roundabout movement
changed into a heathenish sort of dance
and the eong became a senei of bar-
baric yells.- - Contrary to the ordinary
impression that at the voudou the partici-
pants denude themselves, our informant
mmca- - lunt garments wero
removed, leaving on both men and women
at least one article of attire. After eo
lorg a time the process was auppoaed to be
through with, and then la reine Marie
threw open a door leading to a supper-roo-

where a long table was spread out
with eatables and wine. Hungry as Ihey
were, however, her subjects forebore to
tench even so much as a crumb, and at first
the object of the delay wa3 not apparent.

Starting
from one end of the table, the voudou
queen made its circuit lo bless, or charm,
or coiy'ur just as you please the viand",
this process of sauctification consisting in

Then a
glass of wine was drunk, with some msgi- -

cal gesticulation over it nrsr, anu men; mo
devotees resuming their clothes, the gath-

ering, mergeiTfrom a voudou into a simple
negro ball. What, on this particular oc
casion, was the onject oi me vouaou utu
not appear, but, from the general nature
of the superstition, it is probable that
some believer eimer uesirea to avert cal-

amity from himself, or inflict an irjury on
an enemy.
