WASHINGTON NEWS AND GOSSIP

Stunciitlous Itercnue I'rnutU Vronil- -

ncnt Ofnclnls Impllcntert Rumors or
airCtilloeli Vacating;

Washington, Nov. 5 ion were ad
vised eome days since of an important con-

ference between the President and Attor-
ney General Evarts. Your correspondent
is now permitted to Etate Ihat it was in ref-

erence to stupendous frauds in the Reve-

nue Depaitraent, and Ihat steps have been
taken to punish ihe guilty parties, most of
whom are officials of the government, and
so powerful have they become that, with
the enormous sums of money that they
have gained by their corrupt practice?, to-

gether with the power nnd influence of
their contederatea in ana out oi omce,
they almost defy the President and tbe
laws. Since the close of the prosecution
in New York by Solicitor Binckley, the
President has had agents in va-

rious cities cf the Union se

cretly searching into these frauds
and corruptions of the revenue office and
outside rings, and particular in New York,
and so admirably has tins worK been uonc
by euicient agents sent for this purpose,
that they are quite leady, by affidavits and
other documentary evidence, to point out
tbe most prominent persons engaged in
the nefarious businei-s- . The most tre-

mendous frauds will be provad, anil officials
in high positions are implicated. There
seems to bo no doubt that the President
will shortly remove and suspend a num-
ber of these precious rascals, among whom
are Collectors and Assistant District At-

torneys,- and it is even hinted that Secre
tary McCnlloch's resignation or removal
will also be the result of the determination
of the President to rid the government of
incompetent as well as dishonest officials.

are also to bcamong the victims.
In regard to McCulloch vacating his

office Ihe public are incredulous, so often
have similar reports been stated; but the
source from which these statements are ob
tained entitles them lo credence; and it is
right to add to the charges made against
the integrity of the Secretary that the
President is unquestionably disposed to
hold him responeible for the conduct of
officials who are really Ins subordinates.
But there are other reasons, perhaps,
which induce him to part with this official.
If the nrocramme now asrced on by tne
President and his advisers is carried out,
something will be heard to '"drop in a
very ihort time.

year 18G0, Georeia has not participated in
an election for President and Vies Presi-
dent of tho United States ; but yesterday,
with Ihe State radically reconstructed, her
citizens "were allowed to exercise the priv-

ilege of casting their ballots, and declaring
their choice for the Execntive head of the
nation. Never before in all the history of
Savannah was an election held under such
circumstances as was this one ; and never
before was election day marked by such
scenes of excitement, riot and bloodshed.

We had hoped thar the day would pass
in peace and quietness ; but with the Radi-

cal teachings working in the minds of an
ienorant, prejudiced and excited race, such
a result was impossible. Believing that
the white men were cowed, thorougniy

and could be easily whipped
out, the Radical voters could not let pass
so good an opportunity for a disturbance.

TIIE RADICAL rROOUAMME.

Tauzht by experience, the fact that with
anything like a fair election, the people of
Georgia would vote against them in solid
mass, Ihe Ecalawag wire-puller- s had ar-

ranged everything beforehand, and laid
their plan, which they faithfully executed.
We are informed that it wa3 determined on
the part of these negro manipulators to
send their trained and drilled bands of
blacks to the polls early in the morning to
block the entrances anil prevent the whites
from voting, lvnowing that such action
would certainly breed a riot, they could
then leave the polls, and through their
Radical Congress have the vote thrown
out on the ground that the whites drove
the colored voters away, and prevented
them from exercising their privilege of
suffrage.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR TIIE ELECTION
OFENING OT TIIE T01X3.

All the arrangements for the election
were made un Monday night by the ordi-

nary. In the centre of the lower hill of
the Courthouse a platform was erected,
with a fecca extending into the hall, to
divide nnd keep separato the voters at the
respective boxes. Outside of the door on
York street a fence was erected, so that the
crowd in the street could not create confu-

sion at the polls, there being but snllicent
room iuoide the incloaure for voters to ap-

proach in single file. Three tally clerks
were provided for each poll ; and at each
one of the boxe stood a j nance oi uie
Peace and two freeholders, who superin-
tended the election. Justicjs .Marsh, P.

various time3, relieving each other in turn.
Freeholders were selected from among
citizens present, and sworn in according to
law. .Challengers werean. hand.mj at
their posts; and' all being in reautriwlhc
polls were opensd at six o'clock in the
morning. The Sheriff had a number of
deputiet posted about to asnist him in pre-

serving order, andtwo ur three policemen
were stationed at each v. itrance to prevent
disturbances and to seem? free ingres' r
the voters.

The Radical leaders, disregarding the
establishment of country precinct?, had
caused their hordes and stvarms of negroes
from the country to ome into the city.

The arrival of the police hit added fuel
to the tlsimes. ine negroes rnaned ior- -

ward to regain their ascendency at the
Courthouse door, and a desperate light en-

sued. Esch negro was armed with a blud
geon or stick. 1'istols and raurs were
drawn by the blacks,! while tha whites used
only the clubs wtncu iiiey iojk irom ine
ncgroe. Ihe ponce went into tne ngni,
and their heavy clnbs did feart'nl execu-
tion ; but they refrained frum drawing
other weapons, knowing that tttu result
would be dreadfnl. liul this otate of af
fairs could not laet lont; : whiles and
blacks, officers anu citizens were excited to
the utmost pitch uy the eor.iu-- m which
they had been engaged ; and, at last, the
sharp crack of a revolver was heard, then
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two more in QjncK succession ; then there
wa3 a lapse of a minnte r two, during
which almct perfect Bilenre prevailed, and
then the a'.r resounded with the reports
of a hnnAred pistols. Fur from live to
ten miticies the firinir was continuous and
unbroken, like tho rattling ot a cart loaded
with iron bars over a stone p&ved. street,
and then it ceased altogether. At the first
of thea'aooting thoncgToes etoi.d ; but they
had awakened a storm wnose lury they
could not resist, and they broke and ran in
every direction. Across Courthouse
Square, up JJull street as nr as nun, down
Hull street ana aronnn ircugnton, up ana
down Stnte and York streets thev were
pursued by officers and citizens. Bullets
ulleu the air in every mrecuon ; tne wnites
fired, and the negroes turned, sent back
answering shots, and thpn continued their
.retreat. Many of onr citizens behaved
with uncommon bravery, and fought like
men who kner their rights and dared
maintain there. The pursuit of the re-

treating negnici was not long continued,
and with the cloce of ihe firing the dis-

turbance endad. The white men returned
to tbe polla and resumed ihe casting of
pallots, which, for the tltac, had been

rrnE first shot
Was fired by a negro; even Radicals ac- -

knowlcdged that. The disturbance wa9
originated by the Radical negroes, and to
the .teachings of their leaders is lo be as-

cribed tha bloodshed and ot which fol-

lowed. This negro pulled out a pistol and
fired deliberately into the crowd of white
men, Ihe shot striking Mr. John Haupt,
engineer of the Oglethorpe Fire Company,
in the shoulder. Another negro was flour-

ishing a pistol, and a citizen called upon
policeman Read lo arrest him. The officer
camo tin and the necro deliberately fired
at him; the ball struck him in the pit of
the stomach, and the oliicer ie:i. J.ue ne-gr-

was immediately shot by a citizen.
Up to this limn the police had contented
themselves with using their clubs, but at
the Bight of their fallen comrade they
drew revolvers and fired into the crowd.

John Haupt, citizen, was shot in the

shoulder ; a very bad wound ; the ball im-

bedded itself in the bone of the arm and
could not be extracted. He wa3 attended
by Dr. McFarland, and was doing as well
as could be expected when last heard from.

Policeman Read was shot in the stom-

ach. Hi3 wound wa3 at first eupposed to
be mortal, and his death waa generally re-
ported. In the afternoon lie appeared
easier, and his wound wa3 more clo3e!y ex-

amined, when it waa found that the ball
had glanced downward, and was imbed-
ded in the flesh part of his right leg, fiom
whence it wa3 taken out.

Policeman McMahon received a flesh
wound in the thigh. Painful, but not
serious.

Policeman Brysoa was shot in 'the
shoulder. The ball penetrated through
his body, and struck the spinal column.
He did not suffer at all, being completely
paralyzed. He was considered in a dan-

gerous condition.
Many citizens wero struck with inissile3

and injured thereby, but none seriomly
that we have learned of.

AMONG TIIE RIOTEK3.

Sam Parsons, a very old negro man, who
was in the crowd, was shot through the
heart and instally killed.

Peter Hopkins, a negro, was shot in the
left breast and died almost immediately.

We calculate that from fifteen to twenty
negroes were wounded; ten others wero i

dead, but we give only such casual-

ties as have come from an authoritative
source.

Dr. Waring was called upon to dress the
wounds of six or seven negroes.

A negro named Graham, employed at
Wright's Cotton Press, was shot badly, and
his recovery was considered doubtful.

Dr. Walsh dressed Ihe wounds of the
following named negroes:

William Brown, shot in elbow.
July Gould, shot in head.
Guy Berrien, shot in elbow.
George Alexander, shot in jevr.
Sam Cooley, shot in leg.
Jim Whiting, shot in shoulder-Al- l

the above belonged in the city. The
Doctor also attended a fellow called Tom
Page, from tho Ogeechee, who was shot in
the lung, and whose death was considered
probable.

Dr. Thomas attended a negro who waa
shot in the leg, said to have been the fellow
who shot policeman Head.

There were others scattered, aooui lown
who were secn-wit- wounds, bat they - did
not call on the phyilclani for relief.

in Courthouse Square last wek, took oc-

casion to incite his brethren to incendi-

arism, and who threw out the slur that the
white men of Chatham county were afraid
of the when the firing commenced,
jumped behind theheavy door of IhcConrt-hous- e,

and did not come out until all was
quiet. Dr. Clift and Seeley did the tallest
kind of running down State street, through
Oglethrope Square, and down Abereon
street to the Bay. The skirls of Ihcircoita
stood out straight, in the rear, and tho cele-

brated race hore, "Dexter," could scarcely
have beat the lime made by them.

LATER THREATENED ATTACK TJTON TIIE

CITY.

Last evening, was received

that a large body of negroes, headed by

the scoundrel Bradley, were marching on

the city, by way of the Ogeechee road.
General Anderson ordered a special force
of monnted citizens, organized as a patro-guar- d,

to go out and meet them. If the
negroes were naarmed they were to be all
lowed to pass, but if armed then they
trr in li.-- nnlprsd to disperse, and the or
der cnfoiced. The parly, under command
of Capt. M. Prendergast, proceeded out the
road about two miles, and met the negroes,
about seven o'clock in the evening. Ta- -

king six men he rode in advance of
liU mnin force, and ordered the
advancing column to halt. He then
told them that if unarmed they might piss
quietlv into the city, bnt if armed that they
must disperse. The only answer received
was a volley fired at them by the negroes.
They then fell back upon the main body,
followed by the negroes, who maintained a
heavy fire. Finding his force too small to

cope with the Capt. Prendergast fell
back to tho city. When he firjt went out
and halted the negrce3, Capt.
was accompanied by Mr. Samuel S. Law,

son of Hon- - William Law. When tbe de-

tachment turned Inwards the city, Mr.
Law's horse joined it riderless, and it wa3

feared that he had received a fatal wound

when the first volley was fired.
In tbe course of half an hour a detach-

ment of fifty men was sent ont on the
road. They found that the negroes had
dispersed, and the fears with reference to
Mr I, w wern terribly realized. His body

was found in the middla of the road, just
die lialt was made. He had been

shot at close quarters, in the chest, with a
load of bnckshot. The wound was a ter-

rible one, and must have cansad instant
death. The body was brought back to tbe
city, and taken to his bereaved family.
