Decree of tho Uhanvery Courl.

An Appeal to the Supreme Court.

Defendanis aud Complainants to Give
Bond.

—_—

Btate of Tennessee ts. the relation of H.
H. Thornburg ¢f als vs. A. E. Alden efals.
This cause came an to be heardl this day
of Noveber 1868, before His Hon J. O.
Shackleford Chaseellor.

“The complaloants having previosaly
presented the bill st Chambers and out of
term time for an injunctiog, but the Chan-
eelor in view of the importapce of the bill
ordered a notice to be given to the defen-
dents, and that the case be brought up in
court. The notice baving been given, ihe
complainants appeared in open courl and
having filed the bill moved for sn injunc-
tion, whereupon the court allowed the de-
fondunts time to file anawers, which (hey
declined doing and filed a demarrer, and
therenpon the conrt proceeded Lo hear the
casa by consent of parties upon the bill of
complaivants and the demurrer of defen-
dants. The court is of opibion and &0
decrees that the demurrer so far a3 it

relates to that part of the bill which
seeks to nitack the validity of (ha election
of dafendanta is well taken and is bereby
sustaived. The Court baing of opinion
that the two bouses of Aldermen and
Councilmen are the sole anl ultimate
judges of sll qoalifications, election and
relurns of their members, aud Lherefore,
that this Court cannot inquire into the
legality of theie election, and that thia
branch of the bill muat be dismissed,

But the Court is forther of the opidion
that the act of February 18, 1858, requir-
ing certaia property qualifiestions for the
Mayor, Aldermes and Conncilmen, was not
repealed by the act of March 23, 1860,
but is atill inforce, and that by virtae of
its provisions those cfficera shonld be the
ownera of real estate in the city, and
inasmuch ss the charge in the bill, that
cerlain defendanta %o wot own any
real eatate, is admitted by the de-
murrer, the Coort must teke it 10 be
true, snd under the provisious of the
act aforesaid, they are oot entitled 1o hold
their offices, The court heing further of
opinion that the relators under section
8411 of the Code had the right to file the
bill ; it is furthermore ordered, adjudged
and decreed by the Court, that the de-
murrer 50 far as it relates to that part of
the bill which seska to declare the offices
of said defendants vacant for wanl of the
property quakifications required, be dis-
allowed and overraled.

And the Court is further of opinion, that
though it has the power to declare the
offices of suid defendsnts vacant for want of
the qualifications aforesaid and to enjoin
them, being mere usurpers from receiving
the perquisites and discharging the dutiea
of their offices, vet it Las no power Lo place
any one of the complainants in offices
vacated,

Tt is therefora ordered, adjudgad and de-
vised by the Court, thatupoa compliinants
executing & bond in the sum of five thou-
sand dollars ($5000) conditioned for the
succeasful prosecotion of the suit, and pay-
ment of costs and damages to the defend
auls in the event of fullureso to do, an in-
junction will issue to restrain the defend-
ants, Alden, as Mayor, and tHe Jefendants,
