INFANTICIDE.

The Body of an Infant Found in n
. Well.

Arrest or the Cruel Mother.
A. Detective Charged with Compound

1ms the Felony.

Coroner iorvdl;was yesterday sumoncd
to hold an inquest over the body of a white
male child taken out of a well on Church
Btreet, west of the Chattanooga depot. The
jury returned a verdict that it was a case of
infanticide by some person unknown.

A further investigation of the case just!
fiedthe belief that Catharine Craig was the
mother of the child, and that a negro
woman who his since gone to Murfrce3--
boro, had deposited the child ia the well,
and a warrant having been is3ued, police
man Gilmore arrested Mrs. Craig, and
arraigned her before Esquire Mathowa, but
the trial was postponed until the 11th inst.,
and she was required to enter into bond in
the sum of $2500 for her appearance.

A warrant was also issued for the arrest
of (he negro woman, and an officer dis
patched to Murfreesboro to effect her arrest,

.Detective Barm ore was also arrested upon
thecharge of compounding the felony in
making a proposition to Mrs. Craig to have
theiwhole matter concealed upon the pay'
meat to him of $75. He was also required
to give security in the sum of 51000 for his
appearance on Thursday morning at 10

o'clock.
The discovery of the child, and the de

velopmenta afterwards made, caused con
siderable excitement throughout the neigh'
borhood where .Mrs. Craig was known.

LIVE ftt'OCK DEALERS.

Tax Collectors) Make n Knid ou Cattle
Drovers.

A number of persons who are in the
habit of bringing cattle to the Nashville
market, and who happened to be in the
city yesterday transacting business in the
live stock exchange, were notified to make
their appearance at the ofiice of the County

Court Clerk, and provide themselves with
the license which the county regulations
require for the exercise of that privilege,
The notification was a matter of surprise
to the unsuspecting drovers. Having paid
the Government and State taxes on the
traffic in which they are engaged, the
drovers imagined they had a right to sell

cattle at any! point in the Slate without

incurring additional expense in the. shape
of taxes. This right they unquestionably
have except in such counties a3 have made
it taxable to bring cattle within their limits
for sale. The law of the Davidson County

Court on the subject is, we suppose, of re
cent enactment, as drovers who have been
coming here for years tell us they were

never notified of the fact before. The an
nual privilege required by the county costs

about eleven dollars the Government
and Slate taxes tocether double that
amount.

color, or lineage, respectfully but earnestly,
recommend the calling together of a Gene-

ral Convention, to be composed of delegates
representing the colored citizens oi tne
various counties o! the otale, wnose uuiy n
shall be take into consideration Ibis im-

portant matter, and take euilablc measures
tor attaining the object epectueu, at me
earliest convenient moment. We recom
mend the Sth day of December as a suit
able day for the holding of said convention,
and the city of Nashville as the most suit
able place of assemblage. It is earnestly
hoped hy the undersigned mat ueiegaies
will be sent to this conven
tion from every county in Tennessee.

FATAL. RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

The Accommodation train on the Nash-

ville and Northwestern railroad, which left
here yesterday morning, at 5:20 o'clock,
met with a serious accident. It ran off the
track three miles this side of Johnsonville,
killing- - a brakesman' named Peter Rich
ardsqp, who was on top of one of the cars
and wounding a little child, who was on
board of the train. Several of the cars
were considerable smashed. No circum
stances as to the cause of the accident have
been yet ascertained. Mr. Richardson has,
for a long lime, been living in this city
and his death will be lamented by many.
During his slay here, he formed many ac
quaintances. He leaves no family to be

reave his sad death.

Exercises at Uie Medical Department
of the University of Nashville In
troductory Address by Prof. John
II. Cnllendcr.
The commodious hall of the Medical

College was well filled last evening to hear
the introductory address to the opening
session of the Medical Department. The
attendance of students was considerably on

the increase of the number at the same

occasion of last year over one hundred
and thirty having matriculated. The full
attendance of the present term will not be
reached until about Christmas, and the
daily additions to it indicate it will speedily
swell to a number worthy of the best days
of the department before the war. The
States of Texas, Mississippi, Alabama
Georgia and Kentucky, are already well
represented in the classes.

The exercises of last evening opened
with prayer Irom the Rev. Dr. Bunting.
Chancellor J. Berrien Lindsley then brief
ly but eloquently alluded to the past fame
of the Department. He called to mind a
like occasion of eighteen years ago, when
the founders of the Department welcomed
its first Class to its halls. Since that lime,
over four thousand students had received
instruction from its Professors. These
students were now widely scattered over
the country and filled the front rank in the
Profession. He would now introduce to
the audience one who was born within a
tone's throw of the University, one who

had caught lu3 arly love of learning and
science in her halls, acd who now, under
the new . Faculty, which the Department
in the discharge of their duties to the
Trustees of the University.to its four thou
sand graduates and to the city of Nash
ville, had seen proper to organize, ably oc
cupied one of its Professorships. He
would introduce Prof. John If. Callender,

Prof. Callender! address about an hou
in length came fully up to the reputation
of that gentleman for terse and scholarly
elcquence. It took in a wide field of re
search, and indicated, while replete with
the learning of a noble science, that the
speaker was one who verified in his own
mind the truth of a proposition before he
accepted it.

COaVUMBIA. SYNOD.

Donncll Institute mid Religions In.
teres ts.

From the Athens (Ala.) Post.
The Columbia Synod of tho Cumber-

land Presbyterian Church convened in
Athens, Ala., on Friday, the 16th ult.,
and closed its session on Monday, 19th.
The introductory sermon, was preached by
the Moderator, Rev. M. B. DeWitt, and1
the exercises were then opened with
prayer.

There were members present from all
five Presbyteries which compose theSynod.
Also there was present the distinguished
divine. Rev. II. B. Warren, D. D., of
Texas, who delivered, duriog the occasion,
some very able discourses.

Rev. A. M. Kerr, of Richland Presby-ter- y,

wa3 chosen new Moderatpr, and Rev.
J. H. Palters-'D- , of McGready Presbytery,
temporary clerk.

Reports on Missions, Education, State of
Religion, and Minutes of Presbyteries pre-
sented many encouraging features of the
Synod's work, and offered stimulants to
greater efforts in the wide Geld open before
the body.

Quite an amount of Home Mission
work was reported by the Presbyteries ot
Tennessee, Jackson and McGready. This
much needed labor ought to be greatly en-
couraged and augmented by all religious
denominations.

The statistics exhibited some ninety or-
dained ministers, thirty probationers for
the ministry, more than seven thousand
communicants, with quite a considerable
number of professions of religion and ac-
cessions to the church during the Synodi-ca- l

year.
The Donncil Institute, the Synod's fe-

male college, at Winchester, Tennessee,
was represented to bo in fine trim, bo far as
its management h concerned, having a
capital manias Principal and an excellent
corps of assistants in literature and mujic.
Its prospects arc very fair, in spite of the
destruction of its building material?, with
which was to be erected a superb structure
for the use of the school. It has an ample
and comfortable edifice, and now calls
upon its friends throughout th country to
rally to its support and patronage. That
institution has done much for the educa
tion of our people, and it refer proudly to
the names of Scott, Anderson, Biddle, Oris- -

man, etc, whoso labors accomplished so
much in the thorough training of ihe fe
male mind of the land.

The report on the state of religion pre
sented the mingled lights and shadows of
our country's sad condition. Many pre
cious and extensive revivals have occurred,
and many rrearts made glad over repenting
sinners, while many places remain barren
and cheerless for want of tillage.

Yet, peace and harmony generally seem
to prevail within the congregations under
the care of the Synod.

No ecclesiastical body was ever more
hospitably entertained than was the Synod
by ihe citizens of Athens.
