Before tho steamers col-

lided, there was a great noise and confu-

sion apparently on deck, and his wife re-

marked that .something must be wrong,

and he replied that he reckoned not. Again

she repeated the remaik, when immedi-

ately followed the shock of the collision.

He "jumped out of his berth, opened the

door, and led bis wife to the cabin, which

he found filled with smoke. The lamps

were extinguished, and everything pre-

sented a dark and dismal appearance. He

said that he felt perfectly composed, wiih

more presence of mind than he cjuhl him-- ,

self even expect under tbe circumstances.

The first thing ho thought of was the re-

mark made by bis father (the Rev. Dr. J.
B. McFerrin) on the evening ot his

late marriage, when be said, "My chil-

dren, I will pray for your happiness."

Standing thus in the dark cabin, nearly

suffocated with the voluuio of smoke

that was rolling through the boat

more tempestuous in its fury than

tho agitated commotion of the winds pre-

ceding the hurricane, tbe farewell blessing

from a father's lips sank deep into hia

heart, aqd in the midst of the exciting

scenes of tbe moment, be felt it to be a duty

to address the Throne of Heavenly Grace,

and calling upon hia wife, bo said, "Dora,
we must offer up a prayer to God," acd
side by Bide, both kneeled, and fervently
appealed to Heaven. Tbey then arope,

and snatching up a life preserver, he
fastened it around hi wife. Rushing hur-

riedly through a gangway, they soon

gained the guards aft of the wheelhouse,

whero had already congregated a number
of tho lady passengers. The tceno that
followed was beyond description. A

mother threw her children overboard into
the river, and then plunged in after tLem.

Mr. McFerrin then bade his wife step over

the railings, and while both were standing
on the extremo edge of the guard?, she

wanted to leap into the water, bnt ho E;d
No, wait till I tell you. I will save you.

Jint at this moment, a beautiful little
girl, a Miss Jones, of Pensacola, Florida,
called upon him to amiit her, saying:
" Save me, eave me; I'm a little Rebel.'

Mr. McFerrin told her to wait for a favora-

ble opportunity, and then jump into tbe

river. He had hardly finished his remark
when he discovbred the two boats coming

together. He was not able to tell wbethti

the United States or the other boat wa

moving, bjt they were coming together

Ho told his wife to jump and ho would

follow. She leaped a distance of about fif-

teen feet below to the guards of the o'her

boat. Mr. McFerrin was Instantly by her

side. He made the leap just in time, fcr

he discovered that the boat which he had

left was now careening, and bd slided out

a considemble distance.

Going through the ecgine room of the

America, he noticed the engineer at his

post, working the engine. He reached tbe

other side of the boat, which was against

the Indiana shore, and jnmping down a

distance of some twelve feet, Mr. McFerrin

and hi w'n'e were safe ou the bank.

Mr. McFerrin looktd out upon the fiery

waters before him, and saw many of the

passengers struggling with tbe waves and

the burning ftinbers. Miss Jcnep, the

liitle girl who had appealed to him, was
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floating upon the stream, but her spirit had
takea its flight. She perished from the
fall, or perished by the extreme heat after
she had jripped .into the river.

months nor more than three years.
