man has outlived slander and misconcep-
tion, and is honored with all tha mnrn
heartiness now, because time was when.

It is not so many years since Grant icu
set down as an obstinate blunderer, and.

Costly
experience convincoa us that Sher
man va3 right, and we had to call
upon him at last to do tho work in which
so many pet Generals had failed. His
capacity, aa acommanller has been fullv
nuuitaiuu ; out mero is anotner side to
his character which has been suffered to
remain in tha shade, and thi3, too, is now
io oo cleared. It has boen tho fashion to
decry his political sagacity. Tha terms
of surrender which he granted to John
son excited a clamor throughout tho
nonnern atates. "it the agreement had
been carried out," writes ono oftho latest
historians of the war, "it would in effect
uavo restored to all persons who had boen
engaged

. .
in the rebellion

. every right and
iprivilege, political and social, which they

had enjoyed beforo they rebelled, with- -
out any liability to punishment. It nro
posed practisalfy an utter forgetfulness of
tno ovents or tno war, and made it a hido-ou- s

farce, with tho features of a dreadful
tragedy. In his anxiety to ond
tuo war ana ioitcra the Union, Sherman,
with the purest motives and most earnest
desire to do right, mado a gravo mistake.
It occurred at a time when such a mistake
could hardly bes.excused bv the loval
people. The 'Memorandum'
was published, and created universal in.
dignation and alarm. Gun.
eral Grant was immediately sent to
Raleigh to declaro tho reiection of the
'Memorandum ;' to relieve General Sher-
man of command if ho should think best
to do so, and to direct an immediate and
general resumption of hostilities. Gen"
eral trrant, was of course, too wise and
magnanimous, and too sincero a lricnd,
to deprive of his command a General
whom he so highly esteemed, and whose
fault, at the very worst, was nothing but
an error of judgment. The agreement,
however, was revoked ; and the loyal
people, thoa in tho fervor of their excite-
ment over tho assassination of Mr. Lin
coln, wero so intensed with Sherman that
his past services were all but forgotten."

It now falls to our lot to show that the
responsible author oftho Sherman John
ston agreement was not Gen. Sher
inan, but President Lincoln. The
facts which wo aro about to relato wero
brought to our knowledge durinjr this
last summer, and were committed to

per at tho time. Thero were obviou3
reasons why they should be withheld
nntil after the election ; but thero is no
objection now to their being laid before
the public, and we aro especially glad to
havo an opportunity of doing so, because
this journal among others, was unjust to
Sherman at the time oftho surrender.

On the 27th of afarcb. 18G5. two or
thrco days before the final movement
npon Richmond, Gen. Sherman, fresh
from his march to tho sea, arrived at City
Point for the purpose of conferring with
tho President and tho Goneralin-Chie- f.

Mr. Lincoln was then on board the gun
boat Queen, and on that day an interview
took place on the boat botweon tho Presi
dent, Gen. Grant, Gon. Sherman, and
Admiral David D. Porter. From ono of
tho parties of this interview, a gentleman
connected with tho Spirit of the Times
obtained a verbal narrative of what took
place. There was no pledge of secrecy,
and wo feel that we violato no obligation

making public the substance of
"Mr. Lincoln," said tho narrator,

"had como down to City Point with
tho most liberal viows towards
the Rebels, and was willinu that
they should capitulate on almost
any terms. His heart was tenderness
throughout, and as long as tha opemy
laid down their arms, he did not care
how it was done. After hearing from
Sherman a description of his position, he
proposed that the same terms should bo
offered to Johnston that would havo been is

given to Lee. To this Gen. Sherman
strenuously objected, declaring that he
had Johnston cooped up where he could
not get away, and that ho wonld be com-
pelled to surrender at all hazards, what-
ever terms wo proposed. I never saw
him more energetic in my life than while
he was arguing this point ; but Mr. Lin-
coln leaned towards mildor measures,
fearing that the Confederate General
would escape South by the railroads, and S

have to bo chased again. Sherman de-

clared this to be impossible 'I havo
Johnston,' said he, 'where he cannot he
move without breaking up ht3 army,
which, once disbanded, can never be goi'
together again. Tbe Southern railroads
aro all broken up. I havo destroyed'
them so that they can not be used for a
long time.'

"Gen. Grant asked : 'What is to pre-
vent their laying the rails again 1'

" 'Why,' said Sherman, my bummers,
don't do thing3 by halves. Every rail
has been placed over a hot fire, and
twisted as crooked as a ram's horn. Thoy
never can be used again till they have
been through a rolling mill ?'

The President, however, was very de-
cided about the matter," and insisted that
Johnston should bo induced immediately

surrender by granting bim most liberal
terms. Grant, too, was anxious that
Johnston should not try to get into Rich-
mond, where ho might give us a great
deal of trouble ; and Sherman was com-
pelled to yield, though he did it very
unwillingly. The terms of capitulation
which afterwards mado such a disturb
anco were, in fact, substantially ar-
ranged by Mr. Lincoln himself, and if
he had lived he never would have alhrved
Sherman to bear tho responsibility of
them."

This narrative is conclusive. Mr. Lin-
coln, it is now clear, virtually dictated
tho terms to Johnston, just as he did tho
terms to Lee ; and had it not been for
his kindness of heart, wo have no doubt
that Grant would havo exacted "uncon-
ditional surrender in the one case, and
Sherman havo beon equally peremptory

tho other. Had the President not is
been assassinated before Johnston's ca-

pitulation, it is probablo that the cele-
brated memorandum wonld have been
acceptable to a majority of the Northern
people. It is certain, at all events, that
Sherman would not havo been to blame
for it. Tho .patience with which he has
borno undeserved obloquy so long will
bo appreciated by his countrymen, and
they will not fail to honor tho elevated
sentiment through which, when a single
word would have vindicated liim, he re-

frained from speaking it.

this question concerning woman's labor
in America. Tho wholo laboring popula- -
tion of Switzerland aro in the hands; Of
tho capitalists, simply because tho service
of men and women is interchangeable.

Let the women of Switzerland bo sub
tracted y from tha laboriog force of
tho country, in thoso fields never invaded
by women in America, and thu number
of laborers is reduced to a point vrhern
labor can havo a word to say as to what
shall be its price. Xet woman's labor be
subtracted from theso fields and tho
wage3 of men would be trebled at once,
the laboring class would receive a third
moro for tha work dona than it receives
now, and tho women, ceasing to bo beasts
of burden, would gradually mako human
homes of those hovels and chalets which
aro now tho indiscriminate shelters of
Chickens and children or creatures who
havo few differences greater than that
which is apparent in tho number of thoir
legs.

The laboring claS3 have gained nothinz
and lost everything, by putting, indis
criminately, into every field of labor, the
labor ot their women. They hive lost
all their nowsr hv it. Thfr ninnnt lift n
linger toward obtainins an advanco of

Lifinr I an nlpntv nn.l hie .h
immediate needs, that it must take just
what is offered it, and it can get no more.
If the legislation in Switzerland, could.
and would, pass a law shutting women
out of those fields of employment al-

ways and alone occupied by men in
America, it would do moro for increasing
the power and prosperity of tho workintr
classes of Switzerland, and for tho cleva
tion of tho women who are now only
drudges and slaves of physical toil, than
they could possibly do by any other act.

It is proved here, beyond a question.
that the practical obliteration of what we- -

Know in America as "woman's sphere"
i3 the practical obliteration
of- - both man and woman to hx the price
of their own labor. When only men do
men's work, then they can have a word
to say as to what shall be their compen-
sation ; then they can combine : then
labor commands money, becoase it can
not bo replaced by that which is cheaper.
If a strike among a certain class of labor-
ers in Springfield should occur, and the
places of the strikers could at onco bo
filled by laborers from Hartford, thoy
would of course be without power. Tho
same would be tho result if tho laboring
power of Springfield should be doubled.
Tho price of labor will so down always
and everywhere with tho increased sup
ply, and tho greater tho supply the more
entirely is tho advantage in the hands of
the buver.

If there were not a natural sphere cf
labor for woman, it would be her true
policy to establish ona arbitrarily. By
having a sphero and holding to it, she in-

creases her power to protect herself, and
man's power to protect bcth himself and
her. So soon as sho makes her labor in-

terchangeable with that of man, she re-

duces herself and the man with whom she
associated to helpless instruments of 1

him who employs them. I believe this
proposition is not only demonstrable, but
thoroughly demonstrated, not only in
Switzerland, but in nearly all of continen-
tal Europe.

The American laboring man, no matter
what department of labor may engago
him, is ten times tho nan that the Swiss
laborer is. Tha Swiss works slowly, Ian
zily, inefficiently. I have never seen a

witzcr here, at work for wages, who could
not do, under sufficient motives, twico
the work ho wa3 doing, and twico what

was expected by his employer to do..
Thero is no need of women hero in thoso
fields of industry usually assigned in
America to men. Tho men in Switzer-
land can do tho out-do- work of Switzer-
land, and ought to do it. It is tho occu-
pation of their fields of their labor by
women that has sent 0 many of them
into tho armies ofother nations, and made of
the "Swiss mercenary" a reproach and a

d.' It is tho cheapening of their
labor by women that has made them tho
helpless, hopeless tools of their employ-
ers. As man fares, so fares woman.
Though their spheres may bo distinct,
their lot 13 indivisible.

Important to Southern CIniiuautw
A question of great interest to South-
