BONDS FOR RAILROADS.
Mr. Poston presented a protest against

the action of the committee appointed to
inquire into the disposition of bonds here
tofore loaned to railroads, and vindicating
his action with regard lo the omnibus bill,
as chairman of said committee.

'.The most shocking and blocd tragedy
that hai ever darkened tho aniiaja of In,
diana;-too-k place in New Albany at an
earlvhouron Saturday morning.' Tho
city was invaded by a body of paen, sup
posed to be the Jackson county vigilance
Committee, or K.u-ri.lu- x man, as such or-

conizations have been termed in tho
South. Thev wore scarlet masks, and
immediately upon their arrival proceeded
to tho county jail, which is located on
the corner of State and Springslreots, in
the very heart of the city. A portion of
the mob. which has been variously esti
mated at from seventy-flv-o to one hun
dred, forcibly entered tho jail and-hun- g

iub tour express rouuero, rrituit, oimon
and William Reno, and Charles Ander-
son From the New Albany Ledger we
glean the following history of this horri
ble, aflair :

THE ADVENT OF THE LYNCHERS.

At about three o'clock on Saturday
morning, Mr. Lutber Wnitten, one of tho
outside guards at the jail, after making
bis usual rounds, went into tbe jail othce
and sat down by the fire a few moments.
Ue had been inside but a few moments
when a noise was heard outside, and ap
proaching the door to open it, was met at
the entrance by a party of men, who pre-
sented pistols to him, demanding silenco
on pain 01 death. Whttten snouted,
however, but he was roughly seized by
several of the mob and thrown into a
corner, and informed if he uttered another
sound his lifo would pay the forfeit.

SH0OTINO OF SHEEIFF FULLKNLOVE.

By this time the jail office was filled
with men, who commenced searching for
tho koys to the jail doors. Sheriff
Fullenlove, who was' sleeping in a room
across tho hall from the emco, heard
Whitten shout, and opened tho door only
to meet a largo force of men. Compre
hending the situation at once, ha rushed
down the stairs leading to the base
ment ol the jail residenco, forthepur- -
poso ot giving the alarm. As he
went down the stairs ho heard- - several
voices say, "Shoot down the stairs," but
he was too quick for them, and gained
the door leading to tho grounds on the
west side of the jail. Here ho met
another forco of armed men, the jail
being surrounded with them, and, upon
seeing pistols pointed at him, exclaimed,
"Uentlemcn, don't shoot me, I am the
Sheriff." Just as he said this, ono of the
gang fired, the shot taking effect in the.
right aim.near the elbow, inflicting a very
serious and painful wound. The Sheriff
shouted "murder! help !' at the tho top
of his voice, but was soon silenced bv a
blow over the forehead, from a heavy
pistol. Ue was then taken into the jail
hall and placed under guard. The koys
of tho jail and tho colls were demanded
of him under a threat of death if ho re-

fused to delivsr them up, but Fullenlove,
notwithstanding cocked pistols were
pointed at his head, toll tho mob that
they might kill him before ho would
give up the keys, or aid them in any way

THE SEARCH FOR TUE KEYS.

All this time, which, however, was but
fow moments, men wcro searching every

part of the jail residenco for tho koys.
About a dozen entered tho room where
Mrs. Fullenlove was in bed, and demand-
ed of her tho whereabouts of the keys.
ShcriirFulIenlovo hearing tho demand of
his wife, called to her lo lot them kill her
rather than toll. She did refuse to give
them any information, but they succeeded
in finding tho object of their search in a
wash-stan- d drawer in tho room.

These in their possession, no time was
lost in opening the jail doors. Here the
mob had some difficulty, as they could
not unlock the cells, not being acquainted
with the koys, each lock being different.
They returned to tho hall and demanded
that Fullenlove should go with them and
open the cells, but this he most emphatN
cally, although again threatened with
death, refused to do. At this some one
remarked, "hero is a man" pointing to
Thomas Matthews, ono of the inside
guards, and several pistols were pointed
at his head. Matthews dropped to the
floor, as though he was shot, but was
soon compelled to do as ho was directed

open the cells of tho men the mob had
etermtned to bang.

HANDING OF TIIE VICTIMS.

The first victim dragged from his cell
was Frank Reno, whoso piteous cries as
tho mob placed the fatal noose about his
neck, are described as most hcart-rond-in-

He was held up by some of the
mob while the rope was mado fast to the
iron pillars from the platform around the
second tier of tho cells. Wm. Reno was
the next man brought out, and he was
hung along side his brother and to the
same pillar. Simeon Reno was next
brought forth from his cell, but he fought
the mob with great desperation, knock,
ing one or two of them down beforo he
was overpowered and left suspended on

tho ceiling and floor. Ho was left
hanging at the southwest cornor of the
jail cells, his feet nearly dragging the
floor. Charles Anderson. Ihe last victim.
was heard to beg for tho privilego of
praying before the fatal noose was ad
justed, but he was told by his relentless
enemies to shut up. and soon his body
was hanging from the pillar at tho south-- i

west corner of the jail cells.
HEARTRENDING SCENE.

The wives of Frank Reno and Charles
Anderson havo been temporarily residing
in this city for several weeks. Miss
Laura Reno, the sister of the deceased
who has shown such devotion to her ed

brothers, arrived here al 10 o'ejock
this morning, a dispatch having been sent
to Louisvillo, where sho was attending a
Catholic school. As may be supposed.
she, as well as Mrs. Frank Reno and Mrs.
Anderson, are in deep distress at the
awful butchery. When taken to view
the remains of her three dead brothers.
lying in & row, tho. distress of tho sister
was a spectable nover to be forgotten.
Her cries were piteoasand heartrending.
The youngest of the brothers "seemed to
bo tho special objecf of her affection, for.
as sho stooped over, tho lifeless form, she
exclaimed, " Oh ! my brother 1 my baby
brother l"

nell for a writof habeas corpus, saying
that they could show that they wero not
concerned in tbe Alarshueld robbery,
Tho Yigilants probably got
wind of this, and hence the terrible trag-
enay of this morning.

GUILTY OR NOT GUILTY.

Mrs. Anderson stated to our roporler
that Charles Anderson was in bed witl
her, his wife, at their residence in Wind
sor, Canada, on the night of the Express
robbery at Marshliald. bhe also states
that Frank Reno was boarding at her
house, and was there that night. Mrs,
S. V. Reno, wife of Frank Reno, asserts
that Wm. Reno was at tho Radcr House
in Seymour on the night of the robbery,
and lhat Simeon was at Rockford. Tho
party were no doubt bad men, and had
committed crimes against tho law, but
they were at least entitled to a fair trial

It may be remembered that Charles
Anderson and Frank Reno had their
residence at Windsor, Canada. Soon af
ter the Marshfield express robbery, an
application was made to the Canadian

authorities for their surrender under the
extradition treaty, on a charge of being
implicated in tho robbery. A lengthy
examination ensued, and a great many
witnesses, were examined. One witness
swore that he recognized the two men as
being concerned in the robbery, but by
omers , tney proved mat tney wero at
Wmilsoron the night of the robbery.

WEARY OF IIF.
A iron r, Rcraorae, Starvation anil

Death --Tho .Gaming Tnblo aud Sal
cltlc.

From tho Memphis Avalanche, Dec 12.

A room in Cochran block was the
scene' of tragedy Thursday night with
circumstances of a peculiarly distressing
cnaracter. They told ol a young life
takon by its owner through despair,
whoso recital would almost melt a heart
of stone. We have seldom been re-

quired to record an event fraught with
more melancholy.

About half past ten o'clock Thursday
night Mr Loeb, who has charge of the
Memphis Club rooms, in Cochran block,
entered an apartment occupied by a young
Israelite from St. Louis, named Fred
erick" KornickV TTponTopenlhE "the" 'door
he was startled at tho sight of the deed
body of the young man, which, already
rigid, wa3 lying near the side of the bed.
Kornick's head was in a small pool of
blood, which had oozed from a small holo
in the right temple. A Smith & Wesson
repeater, with one chamber empty, was
lying scarcely beyond the reach of the
clenched hand a mute but truthful wis
ness of tho tragedy.

On a table in tho room was a sheet of
paper, on which, partly with ink and
partly with pencil, young Kornick had
written a letter to his father. It bore
date of the 7th, though it was evidently
not finished until tho afternoon of the
tragedy. But rather than a letter it is a
broken heart, stretched bare upon can
vas. It is misery, agony, want, despair,
frenzy, without a ray of hono save in
death. A moro touching story than is
contained in its lines, blotted and blurred
a3 they wcro with tears, could scarcely
be told :

Memphis, Tenn.. December 7, 18CS.
Dearest Father : I at last set me down
to writo to you. flow to begin I scarce
ly know, for I am certain tho contents of
this letter will give you much pain.
Dearest of fathers for you havo been
tho best of father to me, more so than
to any of the rest of my dear brothers
and sisters, for I have tried your patience--
more than all of them put together, and
still you bore with mo if you knew
how many bitter, bitter tears it cost
me, you would really forgive me. Dear-
est father, I pen these lines with a very
heavy heart, for I am discouraged and
disgusted with life. I have nothing to
live for ; thero is nothing left for me, if I
live, but to steal ot beg. Yes, father, it
ha3 como to this. I have tried every-
thing to obtain employment, but have
failed, with the exception of Hirsch &
Bro. and Lew Wexler. Through your
last letter I see that you aro aware of the
reason why I was discharged from bath
places ; it was for gambling. Although
both partiesdenytthat it was tho reason
why they discharged me, I really believe
that it was that and nothing else. Dear
father, many and many a time did
I wish that 1 never was born, or that I
was dead, and it would have saved us
all a great deal of pain and trouble if I
had died when yet a child: but no use
crying over what might have been. Dear
father, I will now let you know how it
happened that I was found in a gambling
houso. Mr. Wolfort proposed to me to
play him a game of billiards, and, know-
ing that I could beat him, I accepted. So
we went out to find a billiard saloon, and
wo found a place whoro it stood Eldo
rado billiard saloon. So wo went up to
play, and instead of finding billiards, it
was a keno room, and as we wcro up
thero we would watch the game, when
Wolfort said to me, "Xet's play one card
together." As it was only fifty cents a
card, I said "all right," and we won over
twenty dollars. Dear father, may the Al
mighty uod never lorgive me if 1 toll a
lie when I say that I never have played
in all my life in a gambling houso before.
I swear it! Dear father, 1 have tried
everything to get something to do, and
have failed. Been nearly two weeks
without a cent of money, and Loeb has
told me to get another room; as much as
to say thatl should leave the' house: and
he has done more, which I have not the
patience to write. I wanted to leave
town, and have tried to borrow five dol-

lars, and have been flatly refused. I
have oven been refused money to get
shaved with. I havo grown desperate
grown desparate. I swore never to como
home again, unless I corns with money.
Dear father, forgivo me. Death is all
that is left me now. I cannot write. My
dearest mother! may God bless her, and
give her long lifo. I cannot write any
more. My head aches. 1 can bardly see.
My dying lovo to all. May God bless
you all. Let my brothers tako warning
from me. Your loving son, i red.

P. S. God bles3 you all, and may he
forgivo me. I shall pray for you all.
Farewell, forever.

On another pieco of paper was written,
evidently for the Coroner or any of his
friends :

"Break tho news gently to my parents.
Yours, rcsp., Feed. Kornick."

Tho action was the result of deliborato
purpose, not tho sequence of momentary
lrenzv. While, with tho calmness oi
despair, contemplating taking his life, his
love for his brothers caused him to pre
sent them his own sad experience as a
warning.

It is said that Kornick's lather is a
clothing merchant of St. Louis. Tho
deceased had been hero several weeks.
Coroner Samelson yesterday held an in
quest on tho remains of the unfortunato
young man, and a verdict of "death by
his own hand" was returned. Tho body
has been taken in chargo by Kornick's
friends.

A Baltimore dispatch says: Advices
from the regions of tho Allegheny coal
counties state that since the assassination
thero of Douglass Love, a highly respect
able gentleman, by unknown parties, in
tense consternation prevails throughout
tho wholo country. It has been dis-

covered that a secret organization exists
among tho Irish laborers, who havo sent
threatening notifications to many of tho
citizens, on the principle of the Ku-KIu- x

Klan, to leavo immediately 5t tho peril of
their lives. Coffins wero sent to some,
with threats of death, and others have
been similarly warned. A committee is
now in Baltimore endeavoring to get
Gov. Swann to offer a roward of ten
thousand dollars for tho apprehension o
of the klans. They offer to pay the
largest share of the reward themselves.
This affair has partially susponded mining
operationSj .

. Tho Chilton (Wis.) Times says lhat,
in the town of Woodvillc, an Indian and
a sho hear wcro found lying dead
together. The Indian had put six shots
into the bear, and then attacked her with
his knife, and in her dying struggle she'
had grappled and squeezed tho lifo out of
him.

NEWS EROIC THE SVN
Important Discoveries Daring;' tbo

Late Ecllpsc.--

lhe news from the sun continues
to increase in interest. We shall
soon have a daily bulletin of the
changes that tako place in that
important part of onr planetary
system. The agent of tho French
government, AL Jeanson, who was
sent highest up into India to ob
serve the total eclipse of the 18th
of August, at first sent a telegraphic
uiBi.'iuim Buying mat iue rose-coi-ore- d

protuberances belonged to the
sun, and were of a gaseous nature,
and that he had also made an un
expected discovery. He afterward
sent a letter which has just been
published iu the Moniteur, and tho
following extract will show the re-
sults obtained and the nature of the
important discovery made :

" Immediatelv after the fotfil
eclipse commenced two magnificent
protuberances appeared.. One of
them was more than three minutes
in height, and shown with a bril-
liancy it is difficult to imagine. The
analysis of its light showed me im-

mediately that it was formed by an
immense gaseous incandescent coI
umn, principally composed, of hy
drogen gas. The analysis of the
circumsolar, regions, where Mr.
Kirchoff places the solar atmosphere,
did not furnish me any evidence in
favor of the theory of this illustri
ous astronomer: the observations

made, however, will, I think, lead
to a knowledgo of the real nature
of the solar spectrum. But the
most important of these observa
tions is the discovery of a method,
of which the principle was detected
while looking at the eclipse, which
will permit the study of the protu-
berances and the c'rcnmsolar regions
at all times, without the necessity of
the interposition of an obaque body
over the solar disk. Thi3 method
is formed on the spectral propertica
of the light of the protuberances a
lght which resolves itself into a

small number of verv luminous
bnudles, corresponding to the ob
scure rays of the solar spectre. The
day after the eclipse the new method
was used with success, and I was
enabled to follow the phenomena as
it presented by a new eclipse lasting

whole day. The protuberances
of the preceding day were pro-
foundly modified; there remained
but few traces of the great protu-
berance, and the distribution of the
gaseous matter wa3 entirely
different. From that day on
to September 4, a period
of seventeen days, I constantly
studied the sun from the same posi
tion. I have drawn up maps of the
protuberances, which will show
with ivhat rapidity (often in a few
minutes) these immense gaseous
masses change in form and in place.
During this period which was like
an eclipse of seventeen days, I col- -

ected a great number of facts which
presented themselves, so to speak,
without being sought for, on the
physical constitution of the sun."

Five Mile Above tbo Eirlu-Tlir- il-

Iln;c Adventure.
One dull day in August, just after

noon, a balloon rose m tlie air at tno
foot of Cloet Hills, on tlie western
edge of the central plain of England
It was inflated with the lightest of
gases which chemical skill could
produce, anu it rose witn amazing
velocity. A mile up and it entered
a stratum of cloud more than a
thousand feet thick. Emerging
from this, the sun shone brightly on
the air-shi-p ; the sky overhead was
of the clearest and deepest blue, and
below lay cloudland an immeasur
able expanse of cloudvhose surface
looked as solid as that of the earth
not wholty lost to view. Lofty
mountains and deep, dark ravines,
appeared below tlie peaks and sides
of these cloud-mountain- s next the
sun, glittering like snow, but casting
shadows a3 if they were solid rock.
Up rose the balloon with tremen-
dous velocity. Four miles above
the earth a pigeon was let loose; it

it nau Deen a stone, xne air was iuo
thin to enable it to fly. It was as if a
bark laden to the deck were to pass
from tbeheavy waters of thesea into
an inland unsaline lake; the bark
would sink at once in the thinner
water. Up, up still higher ! What
a silence profound ! The heights of
the sky were as still as the deepest
depths of the ocean, where, as was
found during the search for the lost
Atlantic cable, the fine mud lies as
unstirred from year to year as the
dust which imperceptibly gathers on
tho furniture of a deserted house.
No sound ; no life only the bright
sunshine falling through a skj
which it could not warm.
Up five miles above earth higher

than the inaccessible summit of
Chimborazo or Dawangiri. Despite
the sunshine, everything freezes. The
air grows too thin to support life,
even for a few minutes. Two men
only are in that adventuous balloon

the one steering the air-shi-p, the
other watching the scientific instru-
ments, and recording them with a
rapidity bred of long practice. Sud-

denly as the latter looks at his in
struments, Jus sight grows dim ; lie
takes a lens to help his sight, and
onl3r marks from the falling baro-

meter that they arc rising rapidly.
A flask of brandy lies within a foot
of him ; he tried to reach it, but his
arm refused to obey his will. He
tries to call on his comrade, who has
gone up into the ring above ; a whis-

per in that deep silence would suf-

fice but no sound comes from his
lips he is voiceless- - The steers
man comes down into the car; he
sees his comrade in a swoon, and
feels his own senses failing him.

He saw at once that life and death
hung upon a few moments. He
seized or tried to seize the valve, in
order to open it and let out the gas.
His hands are purple with intense
cold the' are paralyzed, they will
not respond to his will. He seized
the valve with his teeth, it opened
a little once, twice, thrice. The
balloon began to descend. Then
the swooned marksman returned to
cousciousness, and saw the steers
man standing "before him. He looked
at his instrument ; but nowthebaro
meter was rising rapidly ; the bal
loon was descending. Brandy wm
used. They had been higher above
earth than mortal man or any living
thins had ever been before. One
minute more of inaction of com
pulsory inaction on the part of the
steersman, whose senses were failing

him, and the air-shi-p, with the 'in-- j
tensely rarched. gas, would have
been floating, unattended with, two
corpses, m the wide realms of space.

Had he surrendered his lpnest
convictions and his stern sense of
duty to the extremists who beset him
at the beginning of his presidentia
term, who doe3 not know that he
might have had a wide and despotic
sway never equalled, by any occu-

pant of the White House; but un-

willing to forget there was a consti-
tution to be defended and deferred
as against military ascendency and
rule, and refusing to be made the
tool of faction, he has only met the
fate of other great leaders and
statesmen, too honest and brave to
be temptctl or driven from the line
of duty.

To those who appreciate his in-

valuable services to the country in
making the factious remember
there is such a thing as the consti
tution, it is some consolation to be-

lieve that the future will do him
justice: that ifothers like him have
been remembered in history for put-

ting aside temptations to accept un-

due powersAndrew Johnson will
not be forgotten. Faithful to his
post of duty in all times and places ;
hardly quittingliis official residence
for any relaxation from incessant
toil and public cares for the four
years, he has been excelled in high
fidelity by none before him, as he
will be by none who come after him.
Triumphant over his assailants by a
verdict extorted from malevolence
and party hate itself; clear in his
honest reputation, and noble in his
attitude of conscious rectitude, re-

tirement to private life should not
be his regret, but rather that of a
people, who, in the future historj' of
the republic, will find few public
servants equally true, courageous
and enduring.

In this view of the case such eu
logisms as the following from a late
New York paper, the Evening Tele-

gram, are not more than de-rve-

"When moving day comes for the oc-

cupants of the White House on the 4th
of March next, they will go out with the
cleanest of hands and the most spotless
of social reputations. There will be no
charccs or insinuations against I hem of
having made away with tho furniture or
fixings. Neither will there be any mur-murin- gs

of disappointment on the part
of such pure patriots as aro over ready
to prove ineir uovouon to men in nigu
position by rich presents of houses,
horses, equipage or plate. Mr. Johnson,
bo it said to his credit, nover lowered
himsolf or tho dignity ol his station by
the acceptance of such gifts. Tho peo
ple ought to remember him kindly, if
only Ior that one trait oi uigtiminaea-nee- s.

It is rarely that they see instances
of it. More s tbo pity. And as to the
ladies of his household, they have the
credit in Washington of discharging the
duties of their position with a degree of
order, elegaaee and grace nover exceeded
in the White House. That is something
to be said to the credit of Mr. Johnson
and his family. Much as the President
has been persecuted politically, no taint
of corruption or meanness or selfishness
dint's to him. He will leave tho White
House with clean ihandi, and, wo trust,
with a pure heart

their neart oi nearts, must sanction
the above ; admit the truth of it,
now that the heat of party rancor is
passing awaj, and when the time
comes that party ascendency has
nothing more whatever to fear from
Andrew Johnson, and time has still
further softened party enmity, such
tributes will multiply, until in future
years his character as a ruler and
statesman and patriot will shine
amongst any and all the worthiest,
who have proved themselves bene
factors to their country, .hrring on
the side of mere' if erring at all

in hi3 treatment of a subdued
section of onr common country,
and in this, only imitating and emu
lating his lamented predecessor, the
whole world of humanity will come
to cherish the memory of his exalted
magnanimity, whilst the statesmen,
especially, oi every jaiiu win ac-

knowledge the wisdom snd justice
of his polci3', if it was ever desira-
ble to have indeed a restored union.
