The New York Timn says : " The banks
appear to havo made their loea.of green
backs entirely voluntary by increasing
their loans and discounts,, while the drain
of currency for the South and West was
.known td1e going' on, and which these fa
cilities, if to. tbe country banks, would be
sure to promote. The recent change of
order from tbe Treasury Department,
which is esteemed a wise one, requiring
the Collectors of Revenue lo make their
deposits primarily with the Sub-Trea-

ries throughout tbe country, tends to con

centrale the funds of tbe Government, in
its New York and other prominent offices;
chiefly at Ne w York, and it has also made
necessary the transfer of money to the
office here, for. account of Ihe national
banks of the interior, heretofore acting as
depositories of revenue. This, howevtr,
will prove only a temporary inconvenience,
as it is not tbe purpose of ihe Secretary,
we believe, to let his New York accumula-
tion of currency, above a reasonable
working balance, remain long idle. He
will make no further sales of gold-bearin- g

stocks, and it ia doubtful whether he will
feel the need of1 further 'sales of gold, al
though holding himself, at liberty to avail
of the higher price of gold, should specu
lation or tbe demand for Europe materially
advance it. The talk about the Treasury
being reduced to a small gold balance after
tbe New Year, u about as well founded

(but no better) as the same discussion, to
promote a rise in the Gold Room, which
was so freely indulged after the July gold

interest and the Alaska purchase were
provided for. The Treasury will scarcely
pay out $12,000,000 for gold interest in
January, in excesi of tbe customs receipts
of ibe month, and should no further sales
of gold be made, hence to tbe 1st of Janu-

ary, the, balance then belonging to tbe
government will be within two or three
millions --of the balance on tbe 1st of De

cember, inst., vir : 5.oo,io5,uw, aiier pro
viding for all outstanding gold notes,

The banks of New lork have at present

under loan and discount $17,000,000 in ex
cess of this lime last year, on Ihe same

capital. As noticed, some lime ago, on

this point, we believe lhat some of them

feel the neceily .of banking closer cn
their deposits than heretofore, in order to
keep up tbeir dividends, as against the
present heavy taxation and the amount of
interest allowed upon country bank u--

ances tbe year round, although frequently

compelled to employ part of these balances

Inrough a cneap money market, at the
same rata of interest."
