CHASE ARB TIIK CONSTITUTION.
Atrrr of lkgal tender-- .

Nothing Las appeared in print so
calculated to throw light on the
probable decision of the Supreme
Court in .the legal tender cases re-

cently argued, as the letter of Mr.
Eldridge G. Spaulding to( Secretary
McCulloclu Mr! Spaulding. was A

member of Congress from the Buf-
falo district, in New York, in the
caflypart'o'f the war, and a protni"-'- .

nent member of the Committee of
Ways and JUeans. It was he that
reported the legal tender bill, made
the principal arguments in its favor,
and secured its passage. tThis,. how-

ever, would be little to the purpose
says the New York World, were it
not for the fact that he was on the
most confidential footing with. Mr.
Chase, then Secretary of the Treas-
ury, now Chief Justice, and was
supposed at the time to be in pos-

session of a letter from that gentle-
man expressing the opinion that
the legal tender clause of th bill was
repugnant to the Constitution. That
letter was never published, except
in garbled extracts, although there
was an eager desire to have it read
in the House at the time. The re-

cent letter ofMr: Spaulding seems
equivalent to a confession that what
was then suspected by certain mem-

bers of Congress was true, and that
the present Chief Jnstice did then'
believe that the legal tender clause
was unconstitutional. It is proba-
bly in consequence f Mr. Spauld- -'

ing's knowledge of the sentiments
of Mr. Chase that he makes the fol-
