THE SUPFRAGE QUESTION.
Wendell Phillips is alarmed. He
snuffs danger in the apathy of Con-
gress over the constitutional amend-
ment about universal suffrage. He
declares in the Anti Slavery Stand-
ard that itought to precede ques-
tions of finance and other matters,
and should be settled st onve. He
urges Gen. Grant to break his hab-
itnal reticence and speak in favor of
guch amendment, andsays Grant's
fricnds can do no better service to
the country than by urging him to
such a course. Phillips is not the
only Radical who is urging Congress
tolpropose a franchise amendment.
The 8t. Lonis Demoerat (Radicsl)
declares that if Congres does not
settlo the question, it willbe thrown
over to vex future Congresses and
to devide men for many years 1o
come. That paper says:

“ Republican Senstors and members
are in the habit of assuring their con-
stituents of their earnestness and fidelity
on this question; we pray them to show
their faith by their works, snd that right

speedily. Many Legislatures are mOW in
session, Or soon will be. Their sese
sions do mot usually last longer :han

that of Congress, if the pr:rnl
an amendment at Washington Id be
deferred until the close nf the session,
ita ratification would be defsated in some
States, by marely dilatory tactics. If
proposed st once, it can be prom tly, and
will nlmost gurely be favorsbly aoted
upon.

The Huntingdon West Tennes-
seean, the official newspaper for the
seventh congressional distriet, is
also out in favor of universal man-
hood suffrage, and declares that it
has “long becn of the opinion that
the laws regulating the franchise
ghould be national in their charac-
ter.” The West Tennesscean puls
