The pro.' e3 of Austria toward a
rorgantii,ion of her army, the
growth and development of a union
between i house of Hapsburg and
Hungary, and the evident agree
ment and understanding which exist
between Napoleon and Francis Jo-

seph, have awakened the fears of
Bismarck and he is again playing
the "bull'." The cause of pre-

tended offense is the retention in
office, on the part of Austria, of
Baron Von Bcust. This iron-hande- d

statesman is a rock in the path of
Prussian aggression and centraliza-
tion. He is not willing that all Ger-

many shall lie prostrate at the feet
of Prussia, and his efforts have been
potential in thwarting many of the
recent plans of the national monopo-
lisers. The threat of Bismarck, that
the continuation of Baron Von
(Beust in office would provoke se-

rious action on the part of Prussia,
will not fall unheeded on the other
Great Powers at this time. Europe
is in no condition to be disturbed
by a war, provoked by Prussia, to
forward her ambitious designs, nor
will France allow such an event to
take place. An attempt to light tho
flame of war in middle Europe at
this time, would assuredly array
against the offending nation both
Russia and France, and the knowl-
edge of that fact will compel both
Bismarck and his royal master to
keep vhe peace.

THE CONDITION OF TEXAS.
Governor Pease, of Texas, has

written a letter sustaining the report
of Gen. Reynolds, as to the lawless
condition of some sections of the
State, expressing a conviction that
a fair election cannot, at present, be
held in that Commonwealth, and
suggests that Congress be asked to
clothe the convention with legisla-
tive powers, and transfer the ap-

pointing power from the military
commander to the Provisional Gov-
ernor. In noticing this letter, the
New Orleans Crescent says: "The
simple truth is, that what is called
the lawless condition of Texas, is
the direct and necessary result of the
despotism which has been fastened
on the State in flagrant defiance of
the rights and wishes of the people.
Carpet-bagger- s and scalawags, pro-

tected bj' bayonets and bullets, have
usurped office and authority, and
have got together a convention, un-

der the reconstruction acts, to form
a constitution by which a small
minority of profligate adventurers
shull be secured iu the possession of
political power. In the meantime,
the civil officers chosen under the
laws of thcSlate, have been removed,
and a military commander has used
all of his power for the purpose of
oppressing and worrying the people.
The euro for these evilsis to remove
their cause ; and their cause is the
policy of Congress, pushed to a
ruthless extreme by military tyrants
: nd vagabond 'loilists.'"

A FIXAXlTAt. CONTRAST.
The floating debt of France, ac-

cording to the financial budget just
made public, has been reduced two
millions of francs during the past
year. Estimates for the present
year promise an excess of eighty six
millions of franc's in receipts over
expenditures. The surplus is to be
devoted to reduce the extraordinary
budget, and forty-tw- o millions of
francs are to bo made applicable to
the redemption of the rentes. The
minister of finance declares that the
gratitude of the nation is due to the
Emperor for removiug the only
causes of rupture between the Euro
pean powers and for allaj'ing inter
national and domestic distrust. The
accomplishment of such results in
the menacing state of Europe, and
with the enormous standing army
which France is keeping up, presents
a contrast to our own financial con
dition not very gratifying to con
template. During the three 3ears
of peace which have intervened
since the war, the. disbursements of
the government have successively
been 8520,000,000, 3 10,000,000 and
S3;i3,000,000. If to these amounts
arc added 372,000,000, estimated as
necessary for the fiscal 3ear ending
the 30th of June, 1SG9, we have
total expenditure of 81,000,000,000
during the four years immediately
succeeding the war, or ncarljT as
much as was expended during the
seventy-tw- o 3cars that preceded the
war, embracing not 011I3' ordinary
but the cxtraordinaty expenditures
of the government, such as our
wars with GrcatBritain mid Mexico
hostilities with powerful Indian
tribes; the purchase of Louisiana

from France for 15,000,000;
Florida from Spain, S5.000.000 : ac

qulsition of Californiaromlfesicp,
815,000,000, and territory of Net?
MoxidJ from Texas, 10,000,000,

If th enormous Sums, over and
above what an economical adminis
tration of tlie government required,
iad been productive of any corres-

ponding benefits, there would be less
cause of complaint; but, for any
good they have done, they might as
well have .been sunk in the bottom
of the sea. Such facts as these in
dicatc very clearly thq necessity of
economy and retrenchment Yet it
is at' such a time as this, that a. horde
of railroad speculators arc seeking
to fasten, their sucking pistons upon
tho national treasury like ed many
lamprey eels attaching themselves to
the larger Ushcs, which they devour.

A PKOTECTOEATE FOS SPAIN.
Some Kmc ago, the leading French

and Italian journals hinted at a set
tlement of the Spanish cmbroqlio by
placing Prince Amadcus on tho
throne, under an implied protecto
rate from Napoleon' "and Victor
Emanuel. This plan is no w revived ,

and the JEpoca, issued at Florence,
asserts that the governments of
France and Italy, Senor Olozaga;
Spanish Minister to Paris, and at
least, one marshal of the provisional
government of Spain, will advocate
the claims of this scion of the n3;al
tree of Italy. There can bo no ques-

tion as to the agency of France, in
producing and carrying to a success-
ful termination the revolution against
the Bourbon race iu Spain. Napo-
leon allowed General Prim to hatch
all his plots in Paris ; to flood Spain
with circulars from that point, and
now the hands of the Imperial ruler of
France can be seen in shaping af-

fairs with reference to the new gov
eminent. As to Prince AmadeuSj
he would doubtless be entirely ac-

ceptable to Napoleon, if it is not
French influence presses him for-

ward as the man to mount the throne
of Spain as a successor to Isabella
We fear the people, who effected the
revolution, will not be allowed a
voice in choosing the future ruler
of Spain.

Williamson, rode out to the farm for the
purpose of conducting an examination in
person.

On arriving at the scene of disturbance,
the parlies found tho bodies of tho three
negroes, killed on Thursday, still d,

and hearing that cxtensivo pre-
parations wero being made for a grand
procession to tako placo at their funeral
on Sunday, and fearing that trouble
might ensue if tho programme was to bo
carried out, Col. Mallory concluded, to'
save trouble, and ordered the bodies to
be buried immediately, which was done.

As an additional precaution against
any breach of tho peace, Col. Mallory
ordered company A, 5th United States
artillery, recently arrivod from Rich-

mond, to bo quartered for tho present on
tho Wiso farm.

From tho behavior of tho negroes on
this farm sonio days ago, it was feared
that troublo might ariso in attempting to
get possession of tho plantation, tho
negroes refusing to lcavo tho farm or to
make contracts, saying that tho govern
ment had placed them upon tho planta-
tion, and thoy would remain until cd

by it
On Saturday thoy were in a raoro

tractablo humor, and aftor expressing
contrition for thoir previous con
duct, camo forward in a number
of instances and mado contracts for
the year. To thoso who did not dosiro
to remain, permission was given to occu-

py their houses, rent freo, until tho first
of ApriL They all state that they had
been misled by "Spocs" Hodges and
other incendiary negroes, who ex
ercise a controlling interest in that
