by the Secretary of Treasury to internal
revenue ofUcer, relative to tax on foreign
capital, and prescribing the following ad-

ditional regulations relative to taxes paid
the government from dividend interest or
profits due to ts aliens, prior to
March 10, 1SG0, requiring the annexed
evidence in addition to thai heretolore re-
quired :

1. The affidavit of the non-
resident setting forth his present
place of residence, also his alienage and
place of residence at time when the taxes
in question wvre withheld, and that he U
the identical person entitled to receive the
amount so withheld, also specifying the
amount which he or the Bank Company
or the corporation is entitled to have re-
funded.

2. An affidavit of a creditable person
that he is well acquainted with such nt

T. Daniel, Judgo
Meredith, Judge Marshall, W. H. Mac- -
farland, Gen. Anderson and other con-
spicuous and influential citizens, all
chosen with special roflrenco to thoir
holding moderate views, in accordanco
with the lino of policy which controlled
tho recent Convention. This committeo
has not yet reached tho city, but aro

Gov. Wells had his say some days since
about the constitution, and the President
has hoard also Mr. Gilbort C. Walker.
who is the candidate for Governor of tho
other wing of tho Republicans Tho
conservative committee a will ask, it ii
understood, for a separate voto on tho
lest oath and disfranchisement clauses
to county organization 'foaturcs and tho
provision which denies to the Legislaa
tuns power to pass a relief or stay law
for the temporary relief of debtors.

The contest is thus narrowed down to a
struggle between the Wells and Walker
wings of the Republicans, and the friends
ol the latter claim he will get hity thou1
sand maiority. They expect a consider
able vote from various loyal leagues
which they control, lhey will get prob-- .
ably the entire Conservative vote, thougli
a few soreheads may refuse to vote ul

all. Tho fight for Congress will be
mainly between the carpet-bagge- rs and
the Walker Republicans. Tho Conscr
vatives have no Congressional candidato
in tho held, savo one, and there is much
talk of running nogroes against the car
peUbaggers in the Norfolk, Richmond
nun other districts.

There will bo a hot struggle over the
Legislature, and moro doubt about this
than other officers.

Mr. Chris Krieg staled that the object
of the meeting was to devise, some means
to retain the school in the ward. During
hia remarks he showed the iniporlance of
haying the school, spoke of the growing
increase of North Nashville, ita factories,
etc., and recommended that:a solemn pro-
test be made against, the removal, and ad-

vised the citizena not to send their chil
dren lo the buildings, aa being too far, elc ,
and if deprived of the school to establish
one independent of the city fathers.

Mr. Jungerman from the Board of Edu
cation, stated lhat it was not the wish o
the Board to deprive the citizens of
the Ninth Ward of the school, but aa
the lease had expired, and the build-

ings were in bad order, it waa thought ad-

visable lo send scholars to the Hynea
Building until arrangements could be
made to accommodate .them in their, own
ward.

Dr. Manlove, 'Squire Thtirneck 'and

Jno. .Rubin spoke at some length on the
importance of keepiog the school iu op-

eration, and the many disadvantages
which would follow if the school should be
closed.

Mr. Rubra offered the following resolu-

tion, which waa unanimously adopted, and
the chairman appointed Ihe following com-

mittee: Dr. J. E 'Manlove, Chris. Kreig,
Jno. TardiO", Adam Karsch, 'Squire Thur-nec- k

and Clias. Kircher:
Resolved, That a committee of seven be

to whom the matter under
deliberation shall be entrusted, with in-

structions to attend the coming meeting
of the Board of Education, until definit
action ia taken, and present to them,
the; viewa and matters appertaining to the
object of retaining the school for the
northern part of the tsity, to enter if
necessary, in the name of the citizens of
North Nashville a solemn protest with the
City Council against removing the school
from the limits of the Ward and to report
the action from time lo time to snbtequent
meetings of Ibecitizens of North Nashville
to be called by theaboveommittee.
