Tho Original Cabinet IIow Mr; Jny

Came lo go lo Vienna.
Correepopilence of the New York Tost.

Washington, May 4. In an uricom
monly well-inform- circle hero stories
are lOlu WllltU I laney uiajr uuuicai, juu
and your readers. The first relates
tho President's choico of a cabinet
is asserted that the cabinet which Gon
eral Grant arranged, "all out of his own
head." as the boys say, and the secret
of which ho carried so securely, to the
great discomfort of the politicians, was
quite a differont cabinet from the .one
which he aTtorwards was inuueeu

I am told that tho original cabinet
consisted of the following gentlemen:

Secrotarv of State Mr. Fessenden.
Secretary of the Treasury Mr. 1). A

Wells
Socrotary of tho Interior Mr. James

F. Wilson, of Iowa.
Postmaster Genoral Mr. Dennison

Boston.

named to me.
It is further related that by some

means Mr. Washburnet, became aware
of this selection, which did not suit
him: and that in the last davs hoforo tho:
fourth of March he contrived to)ersuadej
n rt 1 i. iT-

-l.una, uraui. iu uiabu uciuuugbuauui,
which led to a general abandonment of
the old "slate." It is said that Mr.
Washbufiie. to accomplish his designs,
brought to bear upon the President the
preisuo of such political iriends as ho
could muster and take into his own con
fidence, and succeeded in his object after
some difficulty.

The other story concerns tho mission
to Austria, and runs thus : Mr. John
Jajj, it is said, went to President Grant,
and asked with some positiveneas for the
mission to England.

Would not the
mission to Austria suit you ? " No ;

Mr. Jay would go to, London or nowhero,
ho said, and retufnrjd to New York..
Thcro he told tho tale to his friends.
who reproached hiur for not go.ng to
Austria. "You wanelogo abroad,'' they
said; "Vienna is & pleasant and impor
tant post ; why not ep ?"

Mr. Jay changed 143 mind, and engag
ed throe friends, to jo at once to ' tho
President to tell hi hi so, and ask the
appointment to Vienna. These gentle-
men were, I am told, Mr. John A. Gris
wold, Mr. Isaac J. Bailey, and Mr. Jack-- .

son F. Schultz, all welNknown in your
city and State.

Theso three accordingly hastened to
Washington. When they got to the
White House they were informed that
tho President was at dinner. .Not to be
put oil", they demanded to know how
long ho had been enting, " Half an
hour was the rerJy. Thon' take in our
cards, and tell the President we have
urgont business," they said. Presently

mossage came that Mr. Grant would
see them if they would watt in the
parlor. The President camo in, and after
some preliminary talk they ntaled their
object.

The death-rat- e in New York i3 lower
than in any of the great cities of Europe.
It was equal to a yearly rate of 23.1S
deaths In 1,000 inhabitants in New York,
and to 22 03 in 1,000 in Brooklyn last
week, in the fourteen chief cities in
Great Britain, the week ending April 17,
the death rate wa3 23 per 1.000. The
rate in London was only 2o per 1,000 ;
in Glasgow. 44 per 1,000. In Berlin tho
rate was 32 per 1,000 and in Vienna 3G
per 1,000. The percentage of deaths
by phthisis pulmonahs in the last two
mentioned cities in which there is also
an excessive general death rate is 'ox- -
cessive, Berlin having as many and Vienna
twico as many deaths by this cause as
New York, though the population of
Vienna is only 578,000, and that of Her
ltn MZ,M.

Enoxish papers complain bitterly of
the inefliciency of the bishops of .the
Established Church. The Pall Mall
Gazette says: "The Bishop of Win-
chester, eighty years of age, is disabled
by paralysis. The Bishop of Salisbury
has broken down both in mind and body.
The Bishop of Bath and Wells is also
used up. As for the Bishop of Exeter,
he is now in his ninetieth year, and for
at least ten or twelve years has quite
withdrawn from visitations and contirnvs
ations. Yet persuasion and remonstrance
have both been exhausted in a fruitless
effort to induce these four right reverend
prelates to resign, in order that eflicient
successors may be appointed. Perhaps
their best oxcuse is that their dioceses
seem 16 get on very well without them."
