At 12 o'clock Chicf Justice Nich-
oleon ordered the Court to be opened.
After the severa! commissions of the
Judges were handed to the®Clerk to be
epread upen the minutes, the Chief, Jus-
tice announced to lhebarthlqlupon Cx-
amination of the docket he found that
there were 1,247 civil | now for
trial, exclusive of State causes; that 206
of these were filed in 1867, $64 in 1568,
424 in 1888, and 195 in 1870. He said
that the Court proposed o dewote (hree
months of lsbor to the docket, and if they
were not broken up by the quo warranto
proceedings al Knoxville, to which three
of them were required to asswer on the
2d Mondsy in Japusgy, 1871, the court
wouid be enabled to give three full months
lo the work. He exprossed the hope
that the proceedings at Knoxville would
be posiponed il the summer term of
the Federal Court.  Assuming that the
court would be aliowed Lo go on without
interruption, be expressad the hope thst
all of the causes filed in 1867 snd 1888,
smounting to 630 civil chuses togelher
with all the criminal cases could be dis.
posed of at the present term,

The Chiefl Justice said the court had
consulted fully as to whether the dispateh
of the business would be promoted by sit-
ting in iwoseclions, as authagised by the
Constitation. Iie said thut whilst théy had
grave doubts whether apything could be
sccomplished by sitting in two sections,
they had determined 1o make the experi-
monl for at Jeast one week.
