Nonler bad learned from borne
sopvee that John D. Nesbitt, a resident of
Williamson connty had been taken from
his home, by men in disguise, sovciely
whipped, and had disappeared.

Mr. P. M. Lavender, the Sheriff of Wil
liamson county was in tlio city yesterday.
Gov. Senior called on him for a statement
of Iho facts regarding the report. It ap.
poar- - from the statement of Lavender and
other citizens, that tho said Nesbitt was
ono of the census takers of WilliamsoD,
and while lakine the census made observe
tions for taking some thing not laid down
in tho regulations of census takers. While
plying his vocation, he visitod the house
of Jas. Shelly, a one-legg- soldier, living
in the 2d district, and finding his
smoke house insecurely provided
against tho wiles of the rogue, he
decided to pav him a second visit. At
night he returned and relieved Mr. S. of
about 100 pounds of bacon. At the No-

vember term of the court the grand jury
found a true bill against Nesbitt for grand
larceny, upon which a capias was issned
and put in the hands of the Sheriff for his
apprehension. Court being in session, the
Sheriff deputized AVm. F. Bingham to
make the arrest. Nesbitt was found in the
lower end of the connty and secured by
tho officer. Bingham placed him in the
care of two cmatds to take to iranuun,
while ho should summon the witnesses, as
a hearing of the caso was expected without
delay. Tho guards reached Hillsboro with
their prisonorlato in the night, and stop-
ped at the house of John A. "WilkinB, lo
wait for daylight before proceeding farther.
Tho prisoner as lodged in quarters, but
tne guards caving riddon some distance,
were jaded arid tired. They fell asleep,
tnd, on waking, found their prisoner gone.
Since this tinte he has been seen by sev
eral parties sknlking about the locality of
Ills home, but as yet he has evaded tne
vigilance of the officers of the law.

.lteceipts at this point are greatly below
those at Chicago, Cincinnati or Louisville,
and go tar to establish the fact that farmers
and drovers are inflnenced wholly by
prices, neglecting St. Louis and seeking
inose marKets wmcn oner greater lnauce- -

ments. Packers and thoir friends, in our
es imation, have acted from a wrong stand
point. By refusing to pay at the opening
of the season prices prevailing elsewhere,
thoy have driven hogs off, and admitting
that thero is a large excess in the country,
can only regain the trado by paying np
and meeting competition the only way
to make a market a good one is to pay
liberal prices, as high as the highest, and
sell products cheaply.

Tho market closed Saturday unsettled.
with no hogs in the pens, and a feeling of a
dissatisfaction on the part ot buyers, who
are disappointed in the fact that St Louis.
the fourth city in the Union in point of
population, is running down in this trade,
whilst others are about keeping np to the
average of previous years, or at any rate
fallinn bnt little short of last season. The
deliveries of hoes thus far at tho principal
points do not encourage tho idea of a large
crcp, whilst tue small business doing in
the country towns indicates a scarcity of
hogs.

A correspondent of the Dayton Journal,
writing from Circleville, Nov. 28, gives the
result cf experiments in fattening hogs in
Washington township:

J. O. Watkins' hog, weighing 819 tbs, a
gain of 87 lbs, nearly 3 Ibsa day, making
a gain in ninety days of 288 lbs. This was
accounted good. Col. Stansell', hog
weighed 857 lbs, a gain of 73 lbs, or 303
lbs in ninety days; accounted better. F?
Bradstreet'a hog weighed 797 pounds,
a gain of 13G pounds, continning
to take his regular supply of i
pounds a day, and making a net gain in the
ninety days of 421 pounds. This was ac-

counted best. These hogs wero all about
17 monthj old when first weighed, and
have been fed on corn and meal slops.
The sire of the Bradstroet pig, owned and
fed by J, Allen Watkins, weighed on the
2Gth inst 9C0 pounds.
