There is a lack of am-
munition in the German army, and the
roads are so wet and heavy that none can
be brought forward at present The
sanio cause has prevented the movement
of the heavy siege guns. It is probable
fire will not be opened for a fortnight yet.

Dispatches from Versailles, dated the
10th, say that no effective guns are
mounted, and the bombardment will not
commence before the 1st of January.
The guns now mounted are useless.

Beaumont Occupied.
Vbesaillks, Dec. 15. The Germans,

after a slight skirmish, occupied Beau-
mont, a few miles west of Everon, on
the 11th.

Iiraro llclfort.
London, Dec. 10 The French garrison

at Belfort still makes a gallant defense.
The neighboring heights have all been
captured by the Germans, but not without
suffering considerable loss. The French
losses in these preliminary engagements
were comparatively light. The Germans'
position has greatly improved lately.

ATTEMPTED MURDER.

IJnstnrilly Attempt by Four Negroes
to Murder a White Man They are
Driven off, Leaving One of Their
Number Ilcad.

From the Manchester (Teim) CaEserTative,
Dec. 17.

AVe leam that in thi3 county, near
Beech Grove, on tlie night of the 5th
inst, a negro naaieJ Horace Davi3 was
shot and instantly killed by Leander Car-dc- n.

The facts connected with this unfor-
tunate occurrence, as we lean: them, are
as follows: Sometime during the evening
of that day Carden in company with
friend, while near Fairfield, Bedford
county, had a difficulty with some ne-

groes which quieted and Carden re-
turned home.

About ten o'clck that lvght Card en
heard noists near his house, and taking
down a double-barrelle- d shot gun, went
out to see about them. He discovered
four or five negroes. They were armed,
and iu reply to kis questions began filing
on him; Carden then teturned the fire,
and at his second shot the negroes fled,
leaving behind them Horace Davis a
corpse. Coroner Carden repaired to the
scene of the killing, cnipannelled a jury,
and proceeded to an investigation of the
case. The evidence before the jury was
substantially as above stated, and they re-

turned a verdict of "killing in
We have not learned the particu-

lars of the firs: difficulty, but be they as
they may, they could not justify the cow-
ardly attempt made to niurder Carden;
which, Lof.evcr, was frustrated by his
coolness and presence of mind.

They have rent
to pay, wood to boy, clothing to bny, pro-
visions to buy every thing to buy and
yet what a small treasury they possess out
of which to furnish nionoy for all those
necessities of life. Cold, silent, dreary
mklnipnt finds tho widow vet toiling upon
her id work in the almost vain or

to keep herself nnd littla darlings
from starvation and protect them from tho
piercing cold thit finds ita way in by every
crevico. Ai fhe works, and looki down
into tho flees of her children, (who, may-
hap, went to bod hungry), iho unbidden
tosr courses its way down ber cheek, and
she almost gives up iu despair and cries,
'O. God, hast Thou forsaken me?"

The C3I-C-3 I sponk of nro not those scon
daily nt tho Mayor's office, begging. But
of those who prefer to struggle on through
every privation, nnd will overwork them-
selves to tho last extremity, rather than
make public their suffering condition.
Now for a remedy for tho poor suffering
women and children, who aro in destitute
circumstances, despito evory honeit effort
on their part to render themselves other-
wise.

Let each of our churches appoint three
good, kind-heart- ladies, to solicit
money, clothing, shops, etc.. for this class
of our destitute people, and let them meet
and organize into one goncri--l relief socie-
ty. Let them, after providing snfliciontly
for their comfort, see tint tuo children
aro sent to our nolite puLlio schools, and
also that they attend regularly tho

and go to church; let these
littlo childion bnve the miaas provided
them whereby they may grow up with
good morals and proper education to ena-
ble them to get on in tho world in respec-
tability and with honor to themselves and
credit to the community; thus
rendering penitntiaries, jails and work-
houses, needless institutions, comparative-
ly speaking, end prevent the terriblo crime
that must m tho natural coursj of thines
ensue, unless something practicnbla is
done, and ktpt up, for tho elevation of the
poor children in onr midst. I am well satis-- '
lied that our good pooplo will give libs
rally towards this noblo object if some
plan is put on foot that will insure the
proper application ol the fund thus raised.

THE SPANISH CROWN.
The acceptance of tho Spanish crown

by the Duke of Aosta, the second son of
King Victor Emmanuel, ends the long un-
certainty as to the future government of
Spain. There can be no doubt that the
majority of the Spanish people do not
yet want a Republic, for at none of the
elections held since the overthrow of the
Bourbons has the Republican party been
able to secure even as much as one-thir- d

of the popular vote. Such being the
case, we cannot but regard it as fortu-
nate for the Spanish people that they
have been able, through tho Provisional
Government, to repress all revolutionary
movements, and peaceably to carry out
the popular will. "We admire the lofty
sentiments and liberal aspirations of men
like Castelar and other leadeis of the Re-
publican party of Spain, and our most
cordial wishes accompany their efforts to
distil the principles of
in State and Church into the minds of
their countrymen ; but the Ead history of
the Republics of Spanish America warns
us not to be misled by the mere word
Republicanism into the belief that a
Republican Government is suited for all
people, however ignorant or 'depraved,
and that it can even be forced upon a re-

luctant people. A Republican Govern-
ment cannot be a blessing for a people
the overwhelming majority of whom de-

liberately expresses a preference for a
Monarchy.

While the restoration of a Monarchy
was the unmistakable wIbIi of a majority
of tho Spanish people, it is known, from
the history of the last two years, that a
long and painful uncertainty has preceded
the final selection ot the present itmg.
The prospects of cither the son of Isa
bella or the grandson ot the late uoa
Carlos were, from the beginning, and re
mained throughout this period of transi
tion, boneless. The JJuke ot juontpen- -

sier, the brother-in-la- of Isabella, had
ono stronz party, the Liberal Union, in
his favor; but the general hatred of the
Bourbon family, to which both he and
his wife belong, neutralized the endeavors
made by himself and his friends. Tlie
father of the King of Portugal, to whom
the crown wa9 offered, declined, because,
like Cincinnati's and the Emperor Diocle-

tian, he preferred the quiet of a retired
life to an exalted official position. Prince
Leopold, of Hohenzollern, could have se-

cured the votes of the majority of the
Cortes; but the power of the house of
Hohenzollem has for some time been
growing in Europe so rapidly that most
or all of the great powers supported the
protest of Louis Napoleon against the
elevation of a Hohenzollern to the Span-

ish throne. Thus, after the crown had
long been going a begging for a recipient,
the second son of the King of Italy has
finally been found to be williug to
accept, and to be unobjectionable to both
the people and the foreign powers.

It would be idle to form an opinion as
to the merit of the several candidates
who have from time to time been pro
posed by the Provisional Government for
the Spanish throne ; but the final selec-

tion of a prince of the royal house of
Italy is both highly significant and likely
to be fraught with important conse
quences. The very exisleace ot the
Kingdom of Italy involves a breach with
the Roman Catholic system, which the
Popes must consider it their mission
to defend and as much as possible
to enforce. Pope Pius IX. has pro-

nounced the penalty of excommunication
upon all who in any way have aided in
the annexation of Papal territory to the
Kingdom of Italy. Thus the King of
Italy, all the prominent statesmen of the
country, nearly all the members or, tne
Parliament, as well as those who voted
for them, have placed themselves in defi-

ant opposition to the Church. By the
election of an Ita'ian Prince as King of
Spain, the representatives of the Spanish
people indicate that, under the new dy-

nasty of Spain, the claims of the Pope
and the mediooval laws of the church of
Rome will meet with an equally sttra op-

Thus, the official connection of all South
western Europe with the Church ot Itome
is loosening. There is a natural re-

luctance to take the final' step of a com-
plete separation; butis impossible to deny
that public opinion among the educated
classes is more and more drifting in that
direction. Their connection with Rome
is becoming more and more nominal, and
is not likely to resist much longer the
many and powerful influences which tend
to sever it. The election of an Italian
prince as king, followed, as it undoubt-
edly will be, by a legislation like that of
Italy on church question?, cannot fail to
prove one of the events which will pre
pare tho Latin race for an entire emancipa-
tion from Rome. jtf. Y. Methodist.

fam: it's i,i:ad pencils.
In the year 1700, KasperFabar settled

in Stein, Germany, and commenced the
manufacture of lead pencils. Daring his
life the quantity made was not so great
but that the products of tho week's work
could be taken on Saturday in a basket to
Nuremburg and Furlh for sale. His sou,
Antonio AVilhelm, whoseDame the pencils
now bear, did not increase the business,
and his grandson hod lit le better success.
On the death of the latter, in 1839, his
son, the present proprietor, then twenty
years of age, succeeded to the business.
This young man hd been spending three
j cars in Paris, working at his trade, and
devoting himself to improving the method
of making pencils. Conceiving that he
had made an important discovery, he re-

turned home, and, with the greatest diffi-

culty, by mortgaging all the estate that
bad fallen to him, succeeded in borrowing
$80, with which ta commence business,
lie expended this small sum in making
pencils according to his new method,
which consisted in part in giving them
different degrees of hardness, a thing be-

fore unknown, which he distinguished as
at present, by numbers. He took these
to Munich and other cities, where they
weie tried by the best artists, who were
so much pleased that they gave him very
flattering certificates; but, on returning
home, he found the proceeds of his $80
expended, and he had no other resource
than to try the banker who had already
befriended him. Tlie banker, on learning
that he had not brought the money to pay
his obligation, denounced him as a swind-

ler and sent him away. Tho young man,
however, afierwards succeeded, by means
of his certificates, in regaining his confi-
dence, and received from him another
small sum.

From that time he continued to enlarge
his works and extend his business,
until now over five hundred per
sons are employed, not iucluding"
a large amount ot labor outside
of tlie factory, making weekly 225,000
penc'ls. He has taken his two brothers
into the business, one of whom has the
management of a house in New York, to
which the leads, ready for setting, aro
taken from here. He is now considered
as a millionaire, .and has been made Ba-
ron by the King of Bivaria. Library
of Wonders.

TOICE AND SOUND.
It is a curious fact that musical sounds

fly further, aud arc heard at a greater
distance, than those which are more loud
and noisy. If wc go on the outside of a
town during a fair, at the distance of a
mile, we hear the musical instruments; but
the din of the multitude, which is so
overpowering in the place, can scarcely be
heard, the noise dying on the spot. To
those who are conversant with the power
of musical the following
observation will be understood. The
violins made at Cremona, about the year
1600, arc tupenonn tone to any of a later
date, age seeming to dispossess them of
their noisy qualities, and leaving nothing
but the pure tone. If a modorn violin is
played by the side ot one of those instru
ments, it will appear much the louder of
the two; but, on receding a hundred paces
when compared with the Amati, it will
scarcely be heard. The voice of man is
endowed with purity of tone in a higher
degree than any of the vocal animals; by
which, in a state of nature, it enables him
to communicate with his fellow at a dist-
ance very remote. Providence has be-

stowed upon children a power of voice.
in proportion tj their size, ten times
greater man mat ot tne amut. in a
state of nature this serves tbcm as a de-

fense and protection; for it is well known
that children have, by their cries, alarmed
and kept off the attacks of the most
furious animals.

Prof. James D. Dana, of Yale College,

the eminent geologist, in a letter published
iu the "Interior," says:

"All geologists believe that time is
long, very long, and Sir Wiliiam Thomp-
son, whilo combating the Darwinians,
still admits the length to have been many
millions of years. It is only a dispute
between many millions aud many hun-
dreds of millions; and it matters little to
the Christian geologist, or the believer in
the Bible, how the question is settled.
The relations of geological discovery to
the first chapter of Genesis remain the
same a chapter which I believe f be
true in all its grand announcements.

"There is noques'ion, first that geologi-
cal time has been of vast length; second,
that there is an historical order in the
locks of the globe, and that tho process
of the world's creation may be, to a large
extent, read in tho recks; and third, that
there has been a system of progress in
the earth's living species from the simpler
forms of earlier time to man. But, while
adopting these conclusions, in common
with all geologists, I have no faith in the
Darwinian scheme of deriving man
through a gradual development upward
from the monkey, or of evolving a sys-
tem of life through 'Natural Selection.'
I deplore the misuse of science in the
support of materialistic views, not un-

common among those who adopt tho Dar-

winian hypothesis. At the same time I
grieve, for the sake of the Bible and reli-
gion, that the discussions relating to
scientific views and men should be so oft-
en presented by those who are ignorant of
the sciences they are attempting to set
right,

"I bavo great faith in the power of
God's Spirit, and do uot fear any perma-
nent perversion of the truth by scientific
developments."

Ilcgulnr Meeting Yesterday.

DIocnshloB on tho Urocd of Sheep
Do; Laws, (Memorials, Itcports, etc--

The Club met yesterday morning in
tho rooms over Riddleburger's saloon,
corner of Cherry and Deaderick,
tho President, Dr. W. C. Blackman, in
the chair, and an unusually large number
of members present;

The Secretary read tho minutes of last
metting, which were approved; and sev-
eral new members signed the constitution
and by-law-

Tho Secreta.y stated that tho rooms
over Riddleburger's saloon had been
rented as the regular rooms of the Club,
in connection with the Agricultural Associ-
ation, which Association had agreed to
pay half the rent.

On motion the name of the Club was
changed to the "Davidson County Far-
mers' Club."

On motion, tho Treasurer was directed
to buy two dozen chairs for the use of
the Club.

REGULAR QUESTION FOE DISOUISIOS.
The Club then discussed the question

selected for this meeting, namely,
"What breed of eheep 13 most profitable
for the farmers of this section?"

Dr. Williams suggested that, in future,
two members be appointed beforehand to
open the discussion.

Mr. Mark Cockrill, Jr., opened the
discussion of the question given above,
and exhibited several samples of wool
taken from Leicester sheep, on his farm.
He presented to the Club the following
memoranda in regard to his Leicester
sheep, or rather those lrom which the
samples of wool' exhibited to the Club
had been obtaini."d:

One buck lamb, weight 180 pounds,
wool 10 inches in length, lambed Jan.
25, 1870.

Another buck lamb, weight 143 pounds,
lambed March 5, 1870.

One ewe, weight 209 pounds, age, two
years old last spring.

Another ewe, weight 172 pounds, also
two years old last spring. The wool of
this ewe, when sixteen months old, was
sixteen inches in length one inch for each
month. The weight of the fleeces of
these ewes was from 11 J to 14 pounds
per fleece.

Mr. Cockrill slated that these Leicester
sheep had been shipped from Michigan
and exhibited at several fairs, where
they had obtained the premium. Since
these sheep had been on his farm, they
had'not received any grain. From his
experience he thought the Leicester the
best breed for this section.

Gen. Jackson stated that on his place
he had both Leicesters and Southdowns.
It was his opinion that the Leicester was
the best breed. Farmers, as a rule, he
thought, attached too much importance
to the size of the sheep. He thought
that if the same amount of carcass could
be produced from two animals it was
better to produce that amount from two
than one. The Leicester was easily fat-
tened, and in form waa similar to the
Southdown. "While all would accord the
superiority to the Southdown for mutton,
it. was nevertheless not greatly superior
to the Leicester in the way of mutton.
But, combining the two points, mutton
and wool, the Leicester was infinitely su-

perior to the Southdown.
He thought the Leicester superior to

the Cotswold in this, that the wool was of
a finer texture and commanded a better
price in market than the Cotswold. One
of the general objections to the Cots-
wold he did not know whether it was
universal was that on the spine the wool
parted a little, leaving free scccss to the
rain. In the Leicester, on the contrary,
the wool was as thick over the spine as
anywhere else. In the yield of wool he
did not know that the Cotswold had the
advantage, but the Leicester wool was of
a finer quality, and commanded a better
price. Tho Leicesters fattened readily
and yet he did not know that he had ever
fed Bis Leicesters any grain, except per-
haps in winter, when the ground wa3
covered with snow.

Therefore considering all the qualities
desirable in a sheep, to be raised in this
section, ho would consider the Leicester
superior to others.

Col. W. n. Johnson stated that he had
no experience in regard to what were
termed "improved Kentucky sheep;" but
he understood them to be composed of
mixed breeds of Cotswold, Southdown
and Spanish merino combined. They
wero not considered as a distinct breed,
except so far as Mr. Scott had made
eomc distinction for them, by the exercise
of his judgment in mixing those breeds,
ne had seen Leicesters and Cotswolds on
exhibition at fairs, and could perceive
little distinction between them, and
thought their characteristics much
the same" He was not pre-
pared to concede the proposition
that had been made, to the effect that
the wool of the Leicester was of a finer
fiber than the Cotswold. He also thought
that the objection as to the parting of the
wool on the back was not a common ob-

jection to the Cotswold. He thought the
Cots (vol J had a heavier carcass than the
Leicester, but still the difference was
small. He had had some experience
with tho Southdowns, and regarded them
as a prolific and hearty sheep, and as
good a mutton sheep as any. The wool
of the Southdown 1 was manifestly superi-
or to the ordinary wool. It had an elas-
ticity about it that was imparted to the
cloth made of it.

In conclusion, the speaker made some
remarks about the great pest of wool-growe- rs

dogs. Farmers had frequently
talked about this pest, but had so far
failed to make themselves heard. Their
talk amounted to nothing, and for his
part he was tired of it.

Mr. Mark Cockrill said he wanted to
refute a few of the statements of Col.
John3on, and made the following points:
It was not the characteristic of any par-
ticular breed to associate with cattle, it
was a characteristic of all sheep, that if
placed with cattle they would run more
or less in company with them. In regard
to the amount of wool he would say that
from a yearling Leicester buck ho had
taken 17 pounds of wool.

Dr. Williams remarked that ho was not
a speaker, but if he was talked about by
his neighbors in regard to any one par-ticu-

thing more than another, it was
for his fondness for sheep. His earliest
recollections were of sheep. If he were
to have a suit of clothes made out of
wool, he would take merino in preference
to any other. The butchers preferred
merinos for meat, and the butchers and
dogs always took the best.

The sneaker then made some remarks
in regard to the South Downs and their
qualities. There might be a great deal
of fraud among dealers in palming Cots-

wolds off for Leicesters, etc., but
for his part he could always dis-

tinguish one from the other. The Cots-

wold would generally weigh about one-thi- rd

more than the Leicester. The wool
of the Cotswold was a heavy, good wool,
and bfought a good price. Ho had many
years ago purchased some Leicesters.
Their heads were perfectly bald, and of
bluish tinge, and they had no wool on th
face, nor for some distance up the neck.
Their legs were very free from wool, and
they were alto of a bluish tinge. The
cars were rather long and fine ; they had
a quiet, docile expression about tho face,
and were not by any means easily fright-
ened.

The speaker further described the pe-

culiarities of this breed of sheep, and
concluded his remarks on this point by
stating that in his opinion the Leicester
was the breed of sheep for tho farmers in
this section.

Iu regard to the question of dogs, he
stated that though he had been unable to
accomplish anything by petitioning the
Legislature, he nevertheless had a plan
of his own which with him had been 7 y
successful. That was to have a double-barrell- ed

shot gun, a pistol, a pretty good
marksman, a little boy, a horse, a grey-

hound, and a bull dog. Besides this he
found the occasional use of strychnine
Tery useful in disposing of dogs who
killed his sheep.

The question of the best breeds of
sheep was further discussed by Mr. Adam
Paine, when,

Gen. Jackson moved that a committee
of three be appointed to offer a suitable
question for discussion at tho next meet

ing. The motion was carried, and Gen.
Jackson, Col. Johnson and Mr. Trewitt
appointed on said committee.

Mr. Cross here introduced Mr. D. IL
Roberts, of Memphis, who desired to ex-
hibit a transplanter in the sale of which
he was interested.

Col. Johnson, Dr. "Williams and Mr.
Obenchain then made some remarks in
regard to the best breed of sheep, after
which,

Mr. Obenchair moved that from the
discussion that had been had the Club
decide in favor of the Leicester breed.

The motion being put the Club decided
in favor of the Leicester as the best breed
for farmers in this section, and the mo-
tion was carried almost'unanimously, only
one member voting in the negative.

Gen. Jackson, from the committee on
questions for discussion, reported the fol-
lowing for the next meeting: " What is
the best system to follow iu regard to
the employment of labor, to give wages
or an interest in the crop ? "

The Club approved tha report of the
committee and the question is expected
to be discussed at the next meeting.

Gen. Jackson moved that a, committee
be appointed to draft a suitable memorial
to the Legislature In regaid to the pas-
sage of a dog law, to protect tho interest
of wool growers.

Several suggestions were made by dif-
ferent gentlemen, one of which was that
a tax be levied on dogs, the money de
rived from said tax to go to tho support
ot schools.

Tho motion was carried, andGcn. Jack-
son, Dr. Williams, Mark. Cockrill and
Col. Johnson wcro appointed a committee
to draft said memorial.

On motion of Gen. Jackson, the Club
then adjourned till the first Saturday in
January next, at 11 o'clock a. m.

wide, aro also of French plato and singla
lights; the transom and doors being fitted
up in like manner, and all framed in solid
black walnut. The corner support of the
building ia of fine white stono, elegant In
design and finely cut and ornamented.
Our friends have selected this 03 a
pedestal, most suitable to display their
Gold Lion, rampant and watch.

Oa tho comer of Summer, a window 7J
feet wide and correspondingly high, com-
posed of a singla light, opens through and
connects with tho corner window on
Church, making as it were one grand win-
dow, and the front almost wholly of glass
completely flooding tha Interior with light.
The crowd that hung about them all last
Friday, their opening day, testified to their
exquisito tasto in selecting and arranging
their beautiful goods. We noticed particu-
larly a magnificent bridal present, sterling
silver fine, representing a gold lined shell,
tho handlo of which was a strawberry vine,
with a lifo size humming bird hovering
over and sipping tho sweets of a strawber-
ry, extremely well counterfeited in tho
samo precious metal; surrounding the
larger piebo were six smaller shells, gold
lined, with a large serving spoon and six
small spoons ornamented to match; very
appropriately carrying out tho idea of a
strawberry set. To complete the arrange-
ment, they were inclosed in a compact
morocco case, lined with bluo satin, con-
trasting beanU'fally with tho bright polish
of the gokl and silver. The massive silver
Epergnes, statuary and articles of virtue
recoi ved their full share of attention. Ono
window was exclusively devoted to flowers
(artificial) arranged in cut glass and Dres-
den porcelain vases, forming ono grand
bouquet ; and so well executed are they
that many suppose them to be really grow-i- n

there.
Entering tho door we take in at a glance

ona surprising view of tha interior. A
room C4 feet deep by 19$ wide a counter
in whito and gold 10 feet long runs down
the toom on tho right, surmounted by 5
plato glass show casos, filled with bright
jewels, rich nnd rare ; diamonds, pearls,
sapphiros, amethysts, rubies, emeralds,
otc., etc., besides cameos in coral, sardonyx
onyx; roal Roman cutting), most exquisite
in design and finish. Watches ticking
awy and checking off the precious mo-

ments an they go fleeting by enameled
and studded with gems.

On tho right, facing tho window and
protected by a bronzed railing, sits the
real personification of "patience on a
monument smiling at grief tho watch-maze-r,

with specimens of his handiwork
arranged in double line on a silver frame-
work along the wall are threo handsomely
carved and gilded black walnut cases,
plate glass fronts filled with silverware,
both useful and ornamental; another
larger case, similar in finish, occupies the
other side of the room. Similarly deco-
rated ia also a large show case for cups
and goblets. Our progress ia stopped by
a walnut table with show case containing
bridal presents in solid silver; back of
this we find a private office sixteen feet
deep, carpeted in BrusseUs, hung with
fine oil paintings, chromos, pastels, eta-ma- king

Alleged Disturbance Near Gallatin.
Two whito men, named John Coles and

Turner Downs, were brought before Uni-
ted States Commissioner Goodwin two or
three days since, charged with violating
the Gth section of the enforcement act of
Congress. Tho parties were then required
to give bail in the sum of $5,000 each, for
their appearance for trial at tho next term
of the Federal Court, They came before
tho Commissioner yesterday and gave tho
required boil. Not having heard the evi-

dence in the case, wo will not attempt to
express any opinion; bnt will only state
what we aro informed is tho charge mado
against the above named parties.
Tne sixth section of the enforcement act
of Congress, which they are charged with
violating, states that it two or mora per-
sons shall band or conspiro together
or go in disguise upon tha prem-
ises of another, with intent to
threaten or intimidato any citizen,
for the purpose of hindering
him in the free enjoyment and exercise of
any rights or privileges granted by the
Constitution cf the United States, they
shall bo held guilty of felony, etc. It ia
charged that, m last November, the men
above referred to, in company with others,
composing in all a party of about "fifteen
poraocs, went to tho dwellings of some ne-

groes living about six miles from Gallatin,
and intimidated tho nogToes by beating
one negro, firing into the house of another,
aud so on. Wo are informed that one of
tho parties brought before the Commis
sioner lives in Sumner couuty and the
other in Wilson. As stated above, we
have no knowledge of the evidence
adduced, but only repeat the chargo as
stated to U3 by the Commissioner.
The evening train yosterday brought four

more persons to the city upon tho samo
chargo as that above mentioned. Their
names are Wm. Gonrley, John Hulburt.
Wm. Watson and Wra. Chapman. Upon
their arrival here, they likowiso were ar-

raigned before United States Commis-

sioner Goodwin, before whom they under
went a preliminary examination, wnen
sufficient evidence was adduced to warrant
the commissioner in binding them over in
the sum of $5,000 each, for trial on the
22d and 23d inst, tor further examination.
The parties all reside near Gallatin, and
are well-know- n citizens. They had no
trouble whatever in giving tho required
bonds, aud their most intimate friends in-

sist that they will be able to provo them-
selves innocent of tho charges.
