The yoke fed on corn mesd, did not lack
strength, but were devoid of the en
dursnee which chsraoterigid the Lsy and
pumpkin fed animsle. In s word, the
corn fed ones wilted down under the in-
‘fluence pf the spring heat, while the oth-
ers seemed indifferent to it

This is the point in
Cooper's case. The law says that the
Legislatare of each State which shall be
chosen pext preceding the expiraticn of
the time for which their Bepator was
elected to represent them in Congress,
shall choose his successor. This is
dope so as to bave Benators se-
lected without too long & time inter-
vening between the period that the
Legisiature wae elected snd the time that
the newly-elected Benator is to take his
seat, As T lookat i, the Legislature
clected last August is the one (o elect
Fuwler'ssuccessor. They will have been
elected seven or eight months before
Fowler's term expires, and as I under-
stand the law, they are the proper ones to
elect & Scnator.  As it is vow, here isa
Legislature elected in 1869 selecting a
Senator to take his seat in 1871, This
will defeat the intent of the law, at Jeast,
which is that ss little time as possible
sha!l elapse from the election of a Legis.
lature that selects a Beoator until that
Senator takes his seat. Bot & good deal
ean be said on both sides of the question.
Why they should sccuse e of sgitating
the matter, I don’t know, as I have had
very little to say shout it lately. And if
I did agitare the subject, what difference
did it makel Have not I or any other
citizen a right 1o do so if I choose?

question, that the lien of
the complainant MeClure existed by mere
force of his note upon the register’s book,
It is clear that causing the ol 1o be regis-
tered could not give it the effect intenided.
The facts can only be looked to as evi-
denes of the intention of the partiex The
question before the ponrt was one of fact,
to be determined upon the evidence,
upon which the court was of opinlon that
tle iien of MeClure was retained upon the
land for the balsnce of puréhase money
dan, snd that this lien was not waived by
accepting the note of the 24 of May,
1863, or marking the former note sutis-
fied. Nor was Burson induced to belisve
that the lien was thus waived.

If th2 Chancellor errcd inthis, the error
consisied in dmwing erroneous conclusions
of fact from the evideoce and circum-
stances in the récord. An error of this
chsracter if one existed Is not *‘error ap-
parent” upon the face of the record for
which a bill of review will lie. And be-
sides, we shoald have arrived at the same
eonelusion the Chancellor did. This bill
15 algo filed upon the ground of newly dis-

ered matter, and leave of court to
fi'e the bill upon this gronnd was obtained.
The question whether the conrt acted
properly in granting this leavs, ia
probably not before us—for the reason
that no motion was made to dismise, and
the affidavits upon which the leave was
granted (if any were made) are oot made
part of the record, The allegation of
new matter, in tha bill, ia this, ‘‘the
farts which your orator believes he can
certainly establish by credible snd re-
lisble testimony, are that before your ora-
tor had taken a deed for the land, but
after he had contracted verbally with ssid
Andes for the purchase thereof, that
the said McClure Jearning that said Andes
was sbout to convey said land to your
orator, and your orator learning that said
MeClure was the vendor originally to said
Andes, distinctly agreed with and in-
formed your orator that the purchase
money for said land sold and conveyed 1o
said Andes, and hy him o your orator,
was satisfied and that said land was fres
from incombracee, and upon this sssu-
rance your orator completed the purchase
and paid in full for the land.

To this the
defendan's insist upon & demurrer, upon
the groacd thatr the newly discovered
testimony is not stated with sufficient par-
tieularity, snd that the names of the wii-
ne=ees by whom the facts can be proved
shonld have been given. It seems well
settled that the affidavits upon which
leave is asked to file & bill of review, of
this charncter sheu'd state with particu-
larity the newly discovered testimony.
How the new matter should be glated in

We are of opinion that the “‘new mat-
ter” shou!d be s0 2'ated asto enabls the
Court 10 determine upon « demurrer,
whether or pot the pewly discovercd tes
timony, when produced, will be of such a
character as will make it controlling in
the cause, or whether it will be merely
cumulative and sach as will nol npecessa-
rily change the result, and so thal the
Court may also delermine whether, from
the nature of the new matter, the party
hss heen guilty of any negligence in not
diseovering and produecing the evidence
upon the fint trial  In Livingston wi
Habbe, 8 J. C. R.,, Chancelior Kent
thonght tha the now evicence must pot
be & mere accamulaiion of witnesses 1o
the same fact, but some stringent  writien
evidence or newly discovered papers.

The
Court hield that this showed such negli-
gencee upon his part, as that be was pot
entitled to the bencfit of the evidence
upon & bill of review. The allegation of
pe vly discovered testimony in this canse,
amounts to no more than &n averment,
that he can esiablish, that McClare had
admitted to him, that &is purchase moncy
was satisfled, ard that hedistinotly waived
his lien, upon the lind for unpaid pur-
chase mopey. Thisas we have seen was
the proposinon eontroverted in the ori-
ginal canse, The bill does not state the
nature of the newly discovered testimony,

ginal canse. If this be agood ground for
a ill of review, there would probably be
but few serionely contested esscs, where
grounds equally stropg might not be pre-

sented.

Partica after a trisl, snd after discoy-
ering the ground upen which they failed,
wonld too often discover thst npon
another trisl they could maintain their
side of the enntest, with more evidence,
and greater skill—it would open the door
1o ¢ndless frands and perjuries,

We think the demurrer shonld have besn
sustained and the bill dismissed. This is
the more evident, when wa consider the
new discovered testimony which was taken
in the cause. The principal witness by
whom eomplainant, attempts to mske
out the newly discovered Tacts,
s John Andes from whom he
hought the lind sud who bhooght from
McQlure, and who of all others was cog-
nizant of the fucls, as the complainant
mnst have well koown, a8 he states in
his auswir to the original bill, that Andes
procured MeCOlure to releace his lien.
His failure to procure the testimooy of
Andes npon the former heering, was such
pegligence 88 should not be exonzel.
Without disenssing the testimony offerid
