In
Nortli Caroline and Georgin this vine is
rich and fruitfu), but its special qualities
are s'ill further enhanced by the eoil and
climate of Fiorids and Texas, where it
attaing its climax of wine-making virtues,
A very capital wine from the Scuppernong
grape has for some time been prodoced at
Apalachicola, under the nam2 of the
Mexican Gulf Riparian Scuppernong.

It is nol an easy iask to classify a new
wine, but there is little doubi that this
Scuppernopg variety should be placed
smong the soft wines of the order, which
inclades the Vin de Grave, Hermitage,
Sauterne, Barsac and Chstesu Yquerro,
and there is every reason to hope that be-
fore many years we shall e able to for-
nish our cellars and tables, from the pro-
dunts of ou* native vineyards, with wines
s pure, rich, varied and delicate 85 any
of those which are now imported as ex-
pensive luxories, and which sre often in
a more or less adulterated condirion.

GPINION OF THE COURT.

This is & proceeding by motion in this
court sgaiost the Sheriff of Davidson
county and Lis suretivs upon hLis official
bond for an insufficient return. On the
10th of June, 1868, a writ of venditioni
exponss, issued from this court, directing
the sale of 8 tract of land which lad
been levied on by virtoe of an execution
upon a jndgment rendered in this court
on the 16th of Febiuary, 1869, for $862 -
50 and cos's in the case of Willism B.
Young vs. A, Creal, The process came
to the hauds of defendant’s deputies, who
made return thereof as follows: *Came
to hand June 15, 1868, and executed by
levying the same upon the within des-
cribed property, and selling the same on
the 12th of September, 1868, at the court
house door_in the city of Nashville, for
sixty dollars and sixty-five cents to Mary
J. Creal,

On the 2nd of October, 1868, the plain-
T undertook to redeem the land o pur-
susace of the provisions of the Code, §
2,125, by biddirg the amount of his debt,
paying the costs and refunding 1o the
purciiaser the amount bid by her, and the
following memorandum wsas written by
him upon the backof the writ:

The insufficiency of the relarn is not
disputed in this case, but It is urged 1hat
there is nothing due the plaintiff, he bav-
ing satisfied the writ by the full amowmnt
of his debt.

In
Inoking to the execution we find that the
debt is satisfied and discharged—there is
nothing due—the plsintiff bas vodertaken
to secure bis debit by a redemption of the
land. The excentiondees not inform us
whether or not Lie was sneesssful, and in
this proceeding we canuot inguire. The
time allowed for redemption has ex-
pired. Hemay bein the posgession of
the land for anght we know, at this mc-
ment, claiming apd holding under this
pr: ceeding in full discharge of his execu-
tion. Or, if evieted by paramount 1itle,
he Liss not shown it, and we have gothing
before us but & satisfaction of the writ
under lils own sign mamusl. Upon a
proper proceeding, perhaps, the sgtisfac-
tion might be set wside, and the motion
for the debt, interest and damsges, might
be sustained. Buot such a csse is not pre-
eented. It is clear that the plaintif must
fail upon his motion for the debt and in-
terest—and it remaies to be considered
whether his right t twelve and a half per
cent damages attaches upon the proof of
the insufiicient return. If the plaintdff, by
hiszsnction and ratification of the return,
has waived his right tothis motion for his
debt and interest, upon what principle can
he demand the damsges fixed by statute
for insufficient return? The damages are
in the natore of & pepalty for an official
defanlt and &re 1o be measured by the
smount due ul the time of the judgment.
The motion lies, in the language of the
gtatute, for the smount doe uvpon such
execution and twelve and one hulf per
cent Jdamages, There must be some
amounl due on the execution upon which
the damages are to be estimsated. It has
been held by thizs eourt that the tender of
the amount due on the exceation, sfter
notice, but before judgment, is no gronnd
of defense against the motion. The fsil-
ure {6 return aceording 1o lsw fixes the
linhility of the «ficer, which canpot De
discharged Ly & teader, Chaffin ve,
Cratcher, 2 Snecd, 960. This doetrine
we do not eontrovert. The plaintifi had
a right to his damages of twelve and one-
hslt per cent.  The cfficer’s liability had
atiached.  The plaintiff could not be com-
pelled to relinguish his right by any asc-
ceptance of the tender. Bat if he had
accepled  the tepder and  salisfied
the execution, there wonld lhave
been unothing due wpen  which sn
estimate  of the damages | could
be made—we apprehend that ne epurt,
in such a cute, would have givim judg-
ment for dumages.  We wonld ke it as
an exceading havdship, which can find po
sauction in sound anthority, snd certsinly
none in the insuaets of justice, if sa
cfficer, ignorant of the forms of law,
had made & return which, however inar-
tificial and iosuficient in law, had never-
thelese resulted in satisfying the  plain-
tiff s debt, and yet for the harmiless plon-
der, be shoull be subjected 10 the penal-
ty prescribed by the staiute, of paying to
the plaintiff fwelve and ope-ha'f pér cent,
for-doing him the favor of eollecting his
debt. And that is precisely this case,
Upon exsmination of the authorities, it
will be sfen that it is only in cases where
the debt or & part of it is due st the time
of the motion that the damages are given.
Thus in the case of Barnes vs. White, 2
Swan, 442, it is held that the fact thai
the plaintiff in & judgment, has an alias
execution to igsue, and receives &  partial
payment after the Sberiff has rendered
himsclf llable by aa insnfflclent return of
the first éxecution issued, is uo walver of
the right to_have judgment by motion
against the Sherifl for the remainder of
the judgment and the damages given by
shatule,

The plaintiff in this case having adop-
ted the returo—having by his golemn ad-"
mission here of recond, acknowledged the
peyment of his debt—caanot nbw be
hesard after the lapse of more than two
years, to complain. He has waived his
:;Fh‘ to do so by his deliberate sanciion
