The Tremton Guazefte of May 18
eays:  ““Elsewhere in this paper will be
seen the proceedings of ameeting held in
the Courthouse in this place to inapgurate

| branch of the Mississippi River Railroad,

from 1bis place to Yellow Bluff, a dis-
tavce of twenty-three miles.

The cost of
grading and placing the wooden super-
sirncture upon the road-bed ready to re-
ccive the iron will not exceed £5,000 a
mile, making $100,000 in the ageregate
for the entire braoch.

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The prevalence of white clover through-
out thefitate duriag tlie present season is

-| & phenomenon difficalt te sccouct for,

Last spring s great dea! of clover was
sown—saapling clover and the common
red clover—yet in nearly every case the
white clover has sprung vp and covered
the land. It cannot be thalthe seed sown
were those of white clover, for in the
samo field from seeds taken from the
same bag, where the land is very fertile
the red clover predominates and where
the land is thin the white clover is in
excess. Italeo has sprung up in wood
pastures; in yards, in railroad cuts and
other places. In & conversation with Dr,
‘Whitaker of Montgomery county, who is
recognized as & very neal farmer and a
very intelligent and observant gentleman,
he informed us that he sowed a
pist of land lest fall with timothy
seed bul the white clover has sprung
up and choked out the timothy. ¥ And so
the complsint is general. The loss is
great; for the value of the white clover
as & fertilizer is much less than red clo-
ver. The former furnishes good grazing,
is hardy, of great value, especislly in
sheep husbandry, and will flourish when
the red clover will not grow, but its
rools are lateral. They do not travel
deeply in search of food, and consequent-
ly do mot answer in the place of a sub-
soiler. While an analysis of the two
kinds shows that the vatue of the white
18 noarly as great as a flesh producing
grass, yel asa plant for hay and for
green manuring it is almost if not guite
valueless. We should be gladto hear
from some of our experienced and intel-
ligent farmers as 1o the probable cause of
this, to us, singular phenomenon,

the farmer is to take care of his land,
which is his capital in trade; aod it can
only be done by restoring to the land in
some form or other the fertilizing ele-
ments that are yearly sent away and sold
as marketable products. Whenever this
truth is fastened upon the minds of our
farmers—whenever they truly believe
that they cannot diminish the fertility of
the soil without making themselves poor-
er, just then will they have made s long
stride in the right direction: justthen will
they bave entered upon the road that
leads to prosperity and wealth to them-
eelves, and greatness, honor, und power
for the State,

Tkere is nothing truer of the nineteenth
century than that wealth and intelligence
or both combined can successfully resist
all other sagencies, Muscle, natural
forces, fertility of soil, machinery are all
made profitable only by intelligence, and
intelligence for the masses can only be se-
cured by the wealth of the State. Who-
ever then increases the wealth of a State
increases the iutelligence and power of a
State, and in no way can the weslth of a
State be increased so rapidiy as by pre-
serving the lands. Tae farmer who suf-
fers & gully to widen and despen on his
farm makes the edocating of gome child
in the future more difficult. Misery and
crime are the natursl sequences of poy-
erty in & State, The farmer then who
preserves his soil arrests crime and makes
the practice of virtue more probsble with
some child in the fature,

We have been led to make these re-
marks from reading the proceedings of the
Gibson County Farmers' Club on the 6th
inst, We bave wsiched with much in-
terest and anxiety the efforts that are
being made by the farmers of lhe Stste
to regsin their ante bellura status in in.
fluence snd wealth, and in no county
have these' efforta been better directed
than in the county of Gibson—in s region
too, that the minds of the people bave in
times past been poisoned with cotton,
The spirit of progress and enquiry which
is displayed in the discussions of their
club presages better and more flourishing
times.

The points of discussion were Lhe value
of commercial fertilizers; the preparation
and preservation of the manure heap: the
value of clover and the pea as a fertili-

ZET.
The opinion was expressed (hal such

mixtures sold to us a8 commercial ferti-
lizars, are for the most part valoeless,
and that adulterations are &5 frequent
that the farmer cannot aff »~1 to run the
risk in buying them. That the so-called
guano, bonednst and super-phosphates
rarely, if ever, produce any visible effect.
They believed that the barn-yard manure,
which g0 many farmers suffer 1o waste
and to contaminate their stable yards, is
much superior to any fertilizer that we
can use, Quoe membsr saggested pits for
catchiog lignid manure; snd enciher
thought composts made of leaves, muek,
ashes, dead carcasses, stable manure and
lime, would be found highly waluable,
and fuily compensate the farmer for his
time apd trouble. The sheltering of
manure heaps from rains was advocated
to preserve and retain wiluin the heap the
fertilizing properties.

The respective vslue of the pea and
clover as a fertilizer was discussed and
the opinion expressed thatthe pea was
& better plant for very poor land than
clover, beeause it wonld grow and flour-
ish when the clover would not stand.

In sll these opinions we fully conour
and congratulate the people of Gibson
county upon haviog such a number of
sound, sensible, practical and inquiring
farmers in their midst. A few such live
men are worlh more to the State than ten
thoussnd men with the green moss of
sges on their back, and who verily believe
that the same modes of culture should be
adhered to now that were practiced when
Tennessee had & virgin eoil and when her
lands sold for ninepence an scre. These
old fogies of a fossil age, whose farms
are known by the number of gullies on
| them, soc by the meanness of (he out-
| buildings, aud by the leanness and shab-
| biness of the stock—these men are ene-

mies to their race. Humsanity, and the

State, and public morals, and intelligence,
| all suffer from their indolence. Their
f chief honor lies in the number of years
they have lived; to tell the time when
such and such & field, now worn out and
abandoped, was cleared snd produced
large crops; 1o magnify their own im-
portance to the community ; to discour-

gress; to sel themselves up as impersons-
tions of wisdom and experience, believing
doubtless that experience and wisdom are
in proportion to sge—io &) these things
are the chief employment of their lives.
They hang like dead weights upon the
community, and aoy State or neighbor-
hood is cursed thst has & majority of
them.

CRANBERRY CULTURE.
We present to-day another article on
the cranberry culture by our New Jersey
correspondent, that will be read with in-
terest, pleasure snd profit by our progres-
sive and thinking farmers. Whoever
will be the means of making our swampy
lands profitable will be increasing the
wealth of the Stste millions of dollars.
This branch of fruit-culture is on the in-
cresse, and its immense profits make it
probable that at no distant day every spot
m the United States suitable for the grow-
ing of cranberries will be occupied by
them. "

oftea piled up in a fence from three to
six feet high, and from three to five feet
wide, around the swamp, and besides
being out of the way it will serve to pro-
tect the vines from rude Northern winds,
besides serving to retain the water when
the swamp is overflowed.

But though, in New Jersey, cedar
swamps are prepared for the vines, they
are pot near as frequently to be seen in
cultivation as the commonh and
muck swamps, in which the mud or muck
ig sll the way from a foot to three feet
in depth, the mud according to
the character of the pond. In the wild
swamps of this character (that have nev-
er been cultivated) the vines are often
found growing quite sbundantly, but the
wild grass grows so luxuriantly aa often
to prevent the berries from being very
thick, though the vines grow in profu
sion. These swamps, both wild and cul-
tivated, Sare, in the winter and rainy
months, generally entirely covered with
waler, And bere the remark may be
made that swamps that are not over-
flowed, or on which the water cannot be
retained by gates and embankments, are
not as valuable ss those that can be over-
flowed, from the simple fact that
at cerlain  sessons the” vines are
attacked by a worm whose devastating
power the water in some way destroys.
The water also has a tendency to keep
down the grass, in the cultivated swamps,
if proper care is taken the first two or
thm:tgean, till the vines get a good

gro

The work of preparing the second class
of ewamps being generally done in the
winter, when there is often a dearth of
other employment, they are of course
then covered with water, and the first
thing to be looked after is drainage. In
small swamps of one or two acres, per-
haps only two ditches are required, but
where fifty or more seresare in one hody,
a sort of canal is dug through the lowest
part of the ground, and side ditches are
made running into it. ‘The water
having been run off, the ground is
then ready to be turfel. A sod
or turf two or three inches in
depth often covers this kind of land-
and it is removed by the turf-hoe,
& emall portion sbout one and & halfl feet
square, and sometimes longer, heing re-
moved in one block, by culting around it
five or six times, and then turning it over
to dry. When the ground hasall been
turfed, and the sods hsve lain two or
three weeks to dry, they are removed by
small band cars, run to any portion of
the track on movable wooden rails, some-
thing like what might be called a wood-
en railroad. These sods are generally
piled up into the turf fence around the
swamp, to keep in the water when over-
flowing has 10 be resorted to. Very oft-
en roots of whortleberries are left in the
ground, and these must be (or should be)
all taken out, and the ground made as
smooth as possible. Where the muck is
'a foot and over in depth, it is found best
to spread from one to two inches of sand
over the entire surface, as it in some de-
gree relieves the rankness and acidity of
the soil and helps to prevent the crop
from going to vines ipstead of berries.
This sand is generally puton with the
same wooden railroad on which the turf
is taken off.

PLANTING AND OULTIVATION,

The gronnd being ready for (be vines,
which sre generally procured from the
worls and swamps where they grow
wild, the land is marked off with a long
line and the planis are set out, Here
practice varies, gome planting the vines
twice as thickly on the same ground as
others. A very good plan is to make the
rows from two to two sud-s-half or even
three feet apart, and to put from six to
pire vizes on & hill, the hills being from
twelve to fifteen ioches apsrtin the rows,
I very soft and muddy ground the vines
ure often dropped where they are to be
planted, and with & wooden stick or piece
of hoard they are pushed into the eoil
two or three inches and then made firm
by a simple pressure of the foot.
Others, again, take more paing and set the
vines out by hand. The main point is to
get the vines firmly planted in the ground;
80 it does not matter much how this is
done, as they are very tough and will
stand almost any amount of hard usage.

For the first one or two years after the
vines are planted, it i3 s good plan to cul-
tivate them with a one-horse cultivator,
if a horse cau travel on the swamp; if
mot the grass should be pulled up by
hand. If neither grass or weeds spring
up, then many dispense almost entirely
with cultivation, or, perhaps, pull up =
handful of long graas occasionally.

The third class of Craoberry land is
geaerally called sovanna, and partikes
of the character of swamp and upland
mixed together. On this land there
is from two to five or six inches
of muck, with a sandy soil. Where there
is much sod or turf this should first be
removed, a8 in the other classes of
swamps heretofore spoken of, and then
the ground may be plowed, thus ming-
ling the same with the muck aed prode-
cing much the same combination of soil
as in the second class of swamp described
above, though the second is the best
Many inhabitants of this State frequently
cultivate the savanna lseds, becanse their
limited means render it almost impossible
for them to cultivate the two other clagses
of cranberry land. With these savanna
lands it is often the case that little has to
be done except o plow up the ground
and set out the vines, and very often
abundant crops are raised on this kind f
soil,

UPLAND ORANUERRIES,

The three kinds of land sbove de-
scribed are those most generslly culti-
vated, but there are some who plant in
sandy upland, where there is hardly soy
waler either winter or summer. The
editor of the American Agriculturist,
at least seme one of the attaches of that
paper, once said that good cranberries
could mot be riised to advantage on up-
lsnd; but & gevtleman who happened to
read the article said that if the Agricul-
turist would send & man out to his place
he would show him as good upland cran-
berries as any berries he ever saw any-
where. I do not remember whether any
of the editors of the paper made the
visit, but there is no doubt there would
have been found good upland berries
there, as they can be grown on upland if
proper care is taken. The same vines
are planted both on the upland and on
swamps; but of course swamp land is
better. On & light sandy soil the berries
would perhaps do well, though notl on
hesvy up _ _

HOW TO GET ASTAND OF GRASS,

culinral Seciety.
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the full or change of the moon, die much
sooner and are less liable to sprout from
the roots than if deadened st any other
stages of the moon. The leaves of many
trees will wither and die ss soon as gir
dled; and all the leaves will msture so
imperfectly ss to be chaffy and not much
in the way of sowing grass eeed when
Lkey fall, which are too small
to girdle, may be cut off two or three
feet high, st the samestages of the moon.
If no limbs or leaves are left on

they will mostly perish. Tall and valu-
able timber trees should not be deadened.
They are valuable, and will not shade the
grass as much as low, spreading, scrubby
trees which are of no value, The shade
of & tall tree will traverse one half of a
large circle during the day, and thus per-
mit the snashive to resch every spot of
that half circle during the day, but the
shade of & low tree will exelude the light
fmm' some spot under it 4!l thetime., The
packing of the ground to prepare it for
the grass, 15 most cheaply done with hogs,
During Nove nber, December, January
and the first of February, feed your hogs
with shelled corn on al loose places.
Scatter the shelled corn broad cast over s
wide space. Feed in a new place ev
day, and in wet weather feed in the light-
est places,

into mortar a space during a rain
spell. Thus in ﬁ course of th% winle;
you may pack all the loosespotain a
large lot of ground.

We have now seen how a large tract of
land may be prepared for grass, with but
little labor and expense. A few days are
devoted to deadening, and & few days o
burning off the leaves and trash,and then
the hogs fiaish the preparstion. The logs
leit on the ground, and the desdened trees
left standing may be burnt off at odd
times in foture dry seasons.

TO BOW THIS WOODSLAND AXD GET A STAND
OF GRASS,

September and January are the best
months of the yesr for sowing grags, If
the fall is wet snd rainy, then September
is the hest time to sow blue grass and
timothy. Bat if the fall be dry, then it
isbest mot to sow till January. (Red
clover ought never to be sowed in the fall,
because it is toospt 1o be thrown out of
the ground and killed by hard freezing
during the winter). But if it is seasons-
ble, about the first of September, sow

the whole lot whenever the ground is firm,
with hiue grass seed at the rate of
three or four pounds of seed to the
acre, and sow timothy seed at the
rale of cne-hsif to one gallon to the |
acre. You will have to sow these two |
kinds _nf seed separately, becsuse you can |
nob mix them 50 a8 1o sow them regular- |
ly. It will be profitable and beveficial to
the grasscs, o sow ot the same time, on
the same ground, half a bushel of rye or
wheat to the acre. In January following
50w blue grasa anod timothy on sll the
iight places left for the hogs te root and
tramp. And it will be profitable to sow
these places, prepared by hogs, in the
month of February, with oats, at the1
rate of balf a bushel to the scre. It is
not absolutely necessary to sow rye,
wheat or oats, in woods lots: hut if the
farmer has the seed on hand it will pay
to sow them. These small grains will
take possession of the ground at once,
keep down weeds, and furnish a profitable
pasture in May, June and July for hogs
and catile. The feeding upon these
small grains, will pack the ground and
keep down weeds and briers.

The interest of the blue grass requires
the system of grazing which will give it
the best chance to grow; therefore, when
the small grains get sbont eight inches
high, horses and cattle enough to graze
them speadily, ought to be torned in, and
kept there till the small grains are eaten
down to about twoinchesin length. After
this, the small grain should be allowed
to grow up and mature their grains; be.
caase they will no more put forth blades
enough to shade the small grasses, Aud
when the small grains ripen, hogs and
horses may be put in to est them, |

withoul material ipjury to the |
grasses. And stock shonld  be |
kept on the ot during the

summer, at intervals, so as to keep down
all weeds and bushes. But asbout the
first of September, no stock should go on
the lot till the ground shall freeze hard.
The blue grass will then be sllowed to
make its fall crop of blades, from the
tirst of September till freczing weather,
about 25th December. From this time
till the middle of February, the more the
lot is grazed and tramped, the more the
grass will prosper. Bat all stock should
be removed about the 14th February,
and not putin the lot any more till the
spring crop of blades ls perfected, and
the seced stalks begin to shoot. This
will be about the 15th of April. Then
turn s!l etock in and graze off the seed
stalks as soon s possible, to prevent it
from making seed. Becsuse the matur-
ing of seed would exhaust the roots so as
to make the grass dwarfish and puny for
many months afterwards. Bat if not al-
iowed to make seed, it puts forth a vig-
orous fall crop of blades snd shoots
spreads rapidly from the roots.

During every winter afterward, con-
tinue to sow blue grass and timothy in
the month of January, wherever there is
not a complete

To make a timothy meadow in & wood-
land lot, prepare the ground juat as for
blue grass, by burniog leaves and Irash.,
But you deaden the trees so as to leave
fewer to shade the meadow, and because
you expect to mow it, you will clear off
all logs and brush. But do not plow or
bharrow, becanse this would make the
ground too loose.
