ever seen in the world. From
Congress street to Lincoln Park and beyond
to wriciit's Grove, four miles of what was
last week the business and most vigorous
city of iho West, there is now one wide
spread desolation, marked by scorched and
calcined chimneys, by mounds of
glowing brick and stone, all covered
like a wintry plain with a fall of
whitening ashes. Tlie vastness and monoto
ny of the view is as wearisome and depress
ing as that of the desert. Formerly, every
quarter oi the city had its distinctive char-
acter, and along the hanks of Lake Michi
gan, to the south of the river, rose the state
ly mansions or the men whose energy and
industry made Chicaco what it was. Few
streets in any city could present so uniform
a display of wealth and taste in

as Wabash and Michigan ave-
nues. In the space consumed on three
sides by the Lake aud .Chicago, river, andi

were embraced some of the finest business
houses on the continent, and a hisher aver
age of beautiful and costly architecture than
liad ever been applied in the world to pur
poses of trade. Along the river on either
slide the tall ungainly forms of the eleva-
tors, those monstrous growths of tlie com
merce of the Northwest nurrowed their
awkward angles in the turbid watsr in
view of unnumbered keels. In the north
division the ground to the west was occupied
by larce manufacturing establishments, and
to the east by the modest and tasteful
houses of the trading classes. All tlds va
riety and distinction has been obliterated in
a day by the leveling hand of the conflagra-
tion. The loveliest carden on tlie avenue.
just below my window, is as squalid and
miserable with the wild trampling or the
hoofs of this disaster as any back yard of a
soap boiler on Canal street. The wretched
tenement houses which sheltered the labor-
ing poor are now clean and white in their
ashes and their chimneys form a shapeless
monument. There is equality at last be
tween hovel and palace in their shrouds of
desolation. Wliat most impresses one In
the aspect of the burnt district is its
ntterloneliness. Tlie debris which encum-
bered the streets the day after the fire
has in a great measure been cleared away.
The sidewalks are samewliat littered still
by the ruins, but the circulation is perfectly
free throughout the quarter. In the centre
of the city there 13 a certain number of
curious spectators lounging and chatting
among the rugged and tottering walls. There
are many of the buildings in this quarter
which were so strongly built that their
shells still stand stubbornly defiant after all
the ftuy-o-f the conflagration as the Tribune
office and the customhouse. The court-
house is still imposing in its mien which it
took twenty years to build and twenty
minutes to burn. The Great Pacific hotel
and the Lyon block attract most attention
from the ajsthetic tourists and idlers. They
are certainly very picturesque and one may
even say beautiful with their cold gray
walls blotched here and therewith
an angry stain of smoke like a patch of
lichers and pale blue of tlie mottled sky
through their rifts aud wide windows. But
when you get away from the center of the
town and across over to the North Division,
it is most striking to see how sudden a
silence and solitude lias fallen upon this
great and once beautiful suburb. You can
drive for an hour over the smooth, firm
Nicholson pavement, very little damaged
Dy me nre, and see scarcely a
living thing in all the ashen waste. I saw
an old man up to his knees in the ashes of
an extensive building, fishing out some pots
and kettles. He looked up and dropped
liis rusty-looki- tinware as if he liad been
caupht robbing a grave. A few clever fel-

lows have already invented an apparatus
far lifting safes out of the fire, and you may
occasionally meet them moving about in
search of a job. But threugli-o- nt

these wide miles of
wide streets there is less life, leas move-
ment than in "a country road and the peo-
ple who meet unconsciously salute each
other as hi a desolate forest. The houses
in this region leing in a great measure
dwelling and workshops, were
not so strongly built as in the cen-
tral part of the city and so the few walls
resisted the fury of the flames, they have
fallen flat and scarcely more thau fill the
cellars, so that as you drive over tlie streets
they seem like eauseways raised to traverse
the abyis of fire and ashes on either hand.
The chief landmarks are the skeleton
churches, whose walls still stand open to
the' sunlight and the breeze- - like the ghosts
of the temples which have suffered martyr-
dom. The slim and gracefid tower
of the waterworks also remains domineer-
ing the stricken plain and guarding the en-
trance of the enormous tunnel, which is the
glory of Cliicago. But if you cross the
river once more and go into the west side
into tliat portion of the city which survives,
you can understand why there is such a
solitude among the ruins. These energetic
and pract cal ieople have no time to waste
among the tombs. As soon as the fate of
their houses and places of business was de-

cided, they hurried over to the quarter
which still stood, and legan all
over again their battle with fortune. Every
available ground floor and garret in Jeffer-
son, Court and Clinton streets, and all that
neighborhood, liave been seized on by the
dispossessed establishments. The Tribune
and the Journal arc there, established side
by side. The Post, the llejnibllcan, and
the T7me.t have all found temporary roosts,
whence their chant of reveille and defiance
is as loud and cheering as ever in their most
prosperous days.

The hotels have migrated also, carrying
their mines and their traditions with them
them. Tlie great business houses are
crowding tlie relics of their stock into shops
tliat burst with richness, and far down
Michigan avenue, in that safe stretch of
lake side that lies beyond Miclu'gau terrace,
the last and loveliest sacrifice to tlie flames,
you see the names of banks and insurance
companies hastily scrawled on tin shingles
aud hung at tlie doors of decorous private
houses. On the low sand beach that lies
below Michigan avenue, they have projected

Hue of temporary business houses, and the
first of them went up all at once and as quick-
ly as a house of cards, under my window
this evening. A dozen will probably be
built There seems to be ro
bravado, no ostentatious pluck and audaci-
ty, but a resolute manly intention to make
the most of a bad situation. These superb
merchants and business men do not seem to
think there is anything fine in their attitude
but the world will certainly not
deny them its heart admiration

The city is orderly and tranquil; the hun-
gry are fed and the naked are clothed. The
churches and public buildings of the West
side give shelter to the homeless. The rail-
ways convey to their friends all who desire
to go. Tlie best people devoutly trust that
the time of the severest stress of the panic
is over.

THE TEXAS ELECTION.

Excitement at Groc beck. Eleven
Hundred Men in Arms.

Ausnx, Texas, Oct. 8. A dispatch has
been received here tliat the polls had been
closed in Groesbeck, with six hundred white
men in arms.

Later. A Miss Houston, from Spring-
field, lias just arrived with dispatches to the
Governor. She represents the wires cut in
all directions from that place, military lines
formed, and no men allowed to pass, hence
the selection of a female messenger. Tlie
cause of the disturbance jras the shooting
of a white citizen by a negro police, a broth-
er of Representative Cotton. Five hundred
negroes and six hundred whites are reported
under arms.

The Houston Telegraph of the 3d inst.
lias the following:

From a gentleman just down from Groes-
beck we gather the following itemsegard-in- g

tlie troubles in that quarter:
On Saturday afternoon, Mr. D. C. Apple-

white, an auctioneer, became involved with
negro State policemen hi front of Eika's
barber shop. A number of shots were fired,
four or live of which took effect
upon Mr. Applewhite, causing his
death. It is said tliat while on the ground
he tired upon his assailants, inflict-
ing a severe wound upon one. The
policemen then lied to Springfield, where
they were pursued by citizens of Groesbeck,
arrested and locked up iu jail, where they
were confined at last accounts. The citi-

zens of Groesbeck fearing an outbreak,
armed themselves and patrolled the town
during all of Saturday night, and it is sta-

ted tliat an armed negro was killed. The
utmost excitement prevailed up to our
latest advices, as the negroes were
reported as being well armed and
threatening the white population.
Tlie telegraph wire were cut a short dis-

tance tliis side of Groesbeck near midnigbt,
and as several negroes were seen in the
vicinity with axes, it is thought that there
was a preconcerted plan to prevent infor-
mation of the affair reaching Houston and
Galveston. Tlie body of Applewhite was
taken to Bremond yesterday morning for
interment.
