position and facilities of Nashville as agreat
educational site—cumbine in one harmoni-
ous whole the various instilutions now in
existence—add others readily created—and
promote good feeling and co-operation be-
tween all the intellectual enterprises now
separately adorning and vivifying the city,
atul in a very short time that wﬁch Char-
lottesville and Lexington now do for the
Southeast, will here be accomplished for the
Sonthwest. No insignificant prize is this.
No nnworthy ambition is it to desire such a
prize.  Yet it is perfeetly within our reach.
Nothing but stolid indifference and suicidal
eclfishiness can prevent our selzing it. With-
out wishing to be dogmatic as to the de
tuils or special features of a plan intended
to show what way be made of Nashville as
n great educational centre, we will endeav-
or, in the  |brief space allowed
this report, to throw out a few bints which
may be taken up and improved upon by our
practical business men.  As such they wish
to have great institutions of learning in and
arounid our city, becanse the crowds of stu-
dents attracted by them from a distance
add wastly to our material interests—he-
cause the facilities they furnish for educa-
ting our sons and daughters retain large

south. There is not a county in all this
immense empire in which the name of
Nashville is not known and honored as a

while surrounded by perils, such &s per-
haps were unequalled in the history of any
other State.

| With success; Sevier, Robertson and _their
associates lived to see Knoxville and Nash-
ville the seats of floturlahing colleges, and
trunsmitted to their successors the imper-
ishable inheritanee of religion and learning
co-aval with polity. - Thus this municipali-
ty inits embryo enjoyed the triple io-
heritance of religion, learning and states-
manship, and its prond pre-eminene of to-
day must gratefully be traced back, as we
have thus imperfectly but trutbfully at-

tempted.

Learning having been recognized
by the founders of - the State
ss a main  coosideration, Craig-

head, Priestly, Hume, and their associates.
Trustees of and in Davideon Academy and
Cumberland College carried into successful
action the laws and enactments upon the
subject ; pious ministers and eminent schol-
ars thus giving life to the body framed by
Christian business men. Parallel with this
institution, we find the Nasheills Female
Academy, founded by representative men,
such as Crntcher, and others, officered with
able instructors, and edueating noble and
refined women.
Nashville and the Nashville Female Acad-
emy did, for a long period of years, diffuse
learning and science, not only among her
own.citizens, but, by reason of the multi-
tudes of youth of both sexes attracted thither
by the well-earned reputation of these insti-
tutions, throughout the length and breadth
of the entire Southwest. )

During all this period of sixty years or
more, Tennesses was sending her adven-
turous sons and dsughters to subdue and

sums of money at home, and what is better
yei, enable usto eénjoy the society of our
own offspring at the very time of life when
that society is most enchanting to us, and
most needs our control and guidance; be-
cause the existence of such institutions in
our midst places it within the reach of mary
citizens to give their ehildren a far betler ing
tellectual aud moral training than otherwise
ble; and, becanse the men of learning
and talent nurtured by and supported in
these great schools will give our city so en-
visble a reputation, so solid aglory as o
make each one of us glow with natural and
honorable pride wherever and whenever our
citizenship is announced. We speak the
words of truth and soberness when we say
that the business men of Nashville have
it clearly within their power to place this
comparatively small, but eentrally interior,
city upon an edncational eminence as con-
ons and as glorious as that of Geneva
or Zurich, of Edinboro or Leyden, of New
Haven or Ann Arbor.

Thm?h rich in good will and reputation,
gainad for s try:bgeo;;i]iml and persevering
efforts of able men working under great dis-
advantages fully thres gengrations,
we are intrinsically poor in our
outfit and facilities. All that bas hitherto
been accomplisbed in the way of material
outfit is merely a foundation, and firm
inddeed, yet nothing more, and y in vain,
unless we at once put up the walls, the
spires and capitals. To this idea the atten-
tion of the ]k:ar\l of Trade is especially
called, beeause it is eonstantly our habit to
compare ourselves with Institations in our
own or in adjoining States, and thus imag-
ine owrselves rich. Whereas if we lo:_ai
north, easl or west, and mark the contrast,
our own poverty beécories at onee painfully
evident. Contemporary With s decade of
civil war and chaotic government in our
region, prostrating all institutions, absolute-
Iy desiivying mauy, we find throughout the
entire North a migrvellous activity aud lib-
erality in the cause of edueation, espechl!_v
in behalf of Colloges and Universities. We
do not miss the mark much either side, by |
stating thut the benefactions from wealthy |
and pions men toeducational establishments
of every description, in the North from 1561
to 1871, exceeded in smount all hitherto
contributed from the settlement of Amer-
ca. The aggregate is over ten million of
dollars.  And it must not be forgntten that
ench State in the North has a public school
system at an expense to the langer States of
from one to three millions annually. As
much space as is allotted fo thls entire report
conld be profitably oceupiéd with giving de-
tails confirming (he above remarkabie state-
ment.

We have but two substantial items of ed-
neatlonnl wealth, and it is only by a wise
eombination of the elements of strength
furnished by each of these, and also by
seoking others from every possible direction,
that we can reach the desired goal of mak-
ing Nashyille as remowned as Geneva ar
Zurich—small eities in a little Enropean re-
pablic—or New Haven, n small city in a Jit-
tle American State.
