Mr. Redficld then .shows why Bullock ran
away, "as follows:

He lad issued to II. I. Kimball and others
all the bonds going to the Brunswick end
Albany road, over five millions of dollars,
while still the road lacked seventy-fiv- e miles
of being completed. The work is now
stopped, and . State has of course been
swindled. Kimball ran short' of funds,
and got the "Governor to overissue the
amount of bonds due him, so that he could
hypothecate them. Ue deposited them
in New York and obtained an advance
of sixty cant on the dollar. Whan
the time came to redeem he cou)d
not do it, mid as the Xegislature was
about to meet, they would be sine to un-
earth the whole thing,.exposc the fraud and
impeach Bullock for violating the law.
When Kimball failed, Bullock made frantic
efforts to get up the money himself, so as
to get back the bonds and show that Kim-
ball had not been over paid, but he failed.
Some of the lessees of the Stale road pro-

posed to help him, but all would not con-
sent to it when they found the amount was
so large. This last, however, is mere ru-

mor. At all events Bullock failed to raise
the wind sullicient to set himself square on
the record, and went to New York to
see what he could do there. He
had his resignation and "address to
the people" all prepared before he left here,
but to be kept secret until he found out
wlat he could do in New York. He failed
to make anv arrangement there, and with
certain impeachment staring him in the face
if he came back, he let fly liis address and
resignation, and remains away. The con-
spiracy against him was none other than a
determination to impeach him if he had
misappropriated the public fuuds. If this
could net have been proved against him,
and a clear case made out, he
would not have been impeached. The
Democracy of this State arc not anxious
to make a martyr of Bullock, and the ma-ori- ty

of the Legislature are not the men
to commit peijury to removo an innocent
man, especially so when he las only some
twelve months to serve.

But this is not all. Dr. Angier, the State
Treasurer, informed Mr. Hedfield that Bui

lock "las used three million dollars of State
bonds paper in some way, nobody knows

how." He is represented to have been per-

fectly reckless in financial matters, and has

used an immense amount of money for po-

litical purposes. Dr. Angier says :

"His bills at Washington were very heavy
when he was lobbying there, as one item
amounted to near live thousand dollars,
which he explained that he used to buy up
Forney's Chronicle. In addition to buying
up papers abroad, he had about all in this
State in tow. To one little

in Covington, with neither readers nor
influence, he paid over three thousand dol-

lars in two months. Tho country papers
used to bring in such enormous bills fre-

quently five times larger than the whole
print shop was worth that I stopped pay-
ing them, it was such a downright, unmiti-
gated swindle. Well, Bullock goes to work
and has the Legislature pass "a law, and
here it is, (showing me the act,) compelling
me o pay all printing claims, and all others
that he approved. They had my hands tied
then,and went on with their swindles. One
editor who had a little office that you could
have put jn a wheelbarrow, told me that he
wouldn't want a better thing tlnu to get to
do Bullock's printing for a year."

Dr. Angier showed Mr. Redficld a little
pamphlet of laws, about eighty pages of
large type, and wanted to know what he
guessed Bullock paid for ten thousand cop-

ies. Mr. Itedfield put the figure high and
said three thousand dollars. "No," said the
Doctor, "he paid eleven thousand dollars,
and I am told by experienced printers that
a man can make money to do the job for
eighteen hundred or two thousand dollars.
That is a specimen of the manner in which
he throws around the jieople's money."

Bear iu mind tlat thi3 Radical "martyr"
was sustained by the Radical party all
the time that he was perpetrating
these rascalities, and the journals of that
party still defend him; at least they do not
censure him for what he has done.
