1 tell you
frankly I don't believe any man ¢an serve
God without faithfully observing the Sab-
bath. The observance of ithe Sabbath day
is essential to the service of God by His
crestures. We are not only sinful and
wicked, but we are inclined to become so
deeply engaged m our own affairs as to be-
come forgetful of the Sabbath. Then it
suddenly comes to remind us of our duty to
God, and to fix our thoughts upon the
highest things we can be concerned in; and
for that reason God ordained that one-
seventh part of our time should be set apart
as & reminder for that purpose. It is true
He desigued us to worship Him every day,
but He intended the Sabbath to be devoted
exclusively to Him. Ifit was not for the
Sabbath we would run wild over our sec-
ular iuterests and forget God and our rela-
tions to Him. Second, the reminder is
more perfect by devoting the Sabbath di-
rectly to the worship of Gud. If it were a
day of rest, and rest only, to lounge about,
it would not be so eflectual. That is a
mistaken idea that it is a day of rest, and
therefore Imust sleep. Itis a long way
from being a day of idleness. Itis a day
of work, God's wark, not our work, It is
a day to be busy, busy as you can be, with
vour mind exelusively upon God's entar-
prizes, the spiritual enterprizes of His wor-
ship. Third, it offers us an opportunity to
show our respect for God. What zood does
it do us, this rainy moring, to leave our
homes and come np to this place of worship?
( Those precious home readersof the Bible
I perfectly understand.) The very fact
that we are on our way to the house of
God is a compliment to God among wicked
men, Let us all stay at home, and what
would become of your churches? The law
of God is not to be construed to our ae-
commodation. One of the sing upon us is
simply that. The Roman Catholic Church
beats us entirely in the regularity and faith-
firluess of altendance by the eo tions.
You may say: “Ob, well, they don’t know
what they are doing;” hut there they are,
even before sunrise.

No mill-
tary man, no matter who be may be, hnsa
right to violate thiscommandment and dese-
erate the Sabbath. Let me call your atten-
tion briefly to the history of the Sabbath.
The question arises if there was any Sab-
bath day before the giving of this command-
ment to Moses, The Sabbarh day is likea
great wall before our inclinations. It is not
true that there was no Sabbath day before
the commandment reache | Moses. An
illustration that this is so is given in the
creation itself; God rested from his work on
the seventh day. There is the Sabbath.
All that Moses did was to call the attention
of the Tews to the importance of observing
[i. “Remember the Sabbath day and keep
it holy.” Do you suppose God would have
commanded the Jews Lo “remember” aud
observe what did not exist? Now a ques-
Lion arises as to which is the Sabbath day ;
the seventh day of the week or the first?
The Christians made the change. They
observe the first instead of the seventh day
becanse Christ told his d'sciples thar the
first day of the week was Lis day. Now
this brings us directly to the point before
us: “Who shall keep the Sabbath?’ We
answer: “All men are under thelaw of |
God.” “Who, then, bad a right to violate
it?’ “Nobody.” “Who bas a right to
82t it aside?™  “No one at all.” Not only
shall we observe il ourselves but we shall |
see to it that those uuder our control ob-
serve it also; our children, our servants, the
siranger who tarries with us: and our cattle;
they, also, shall ovserve it, by resting for
their lanors. Now comes up an interest-
ing quesiion: “Iiave we a right to
eonstrue the commandment Lo meet our own
convenience; a right Lo construe it to meet
our own necessities. In discussing this
matter we are not discussing one of person-
al interests, convenience, taste and the like,
but a matler simply of divine law; and it is
as high as Heaven and as solemn as the
throne of God. 1 will not rest this question
here. I will say that no man can violate the
Sahbath day and at the same time meet all
the provisions of the law of God, bis rela-
tions to God, and discharge all his duties to
God. God has seen™tit o lay down a role.
If we observe it our condunet will meet his
approbation, and we will prosper; if we
don't we will not prosper.

And f you area farmer
dont go out prospecting to see what yon
will have to do on Monday; in what condi-
tion your fences are and where they need

. Better hitch up your team and
go to owing at onca.
