Carolina. He might have waited a day or
two.

The Milwaukee Herald, a German Re-

publican organ, has come out for Greeley

and Brown. The German press of Mil-

waukee Is now a unit for the Liberal
ticket.

A Washington dispatch says the Grant
administration champions are a good deal
demoralized over the defections of Fogg and
Rollins in New Hampshire. It is altogether
likely that one or both will como out for
Greeley before it is over.

The decrease of the public debt for the
month of July Is about fire millions less
than for the corresponding month of last
year. The drain of the Treasury by the
purchase of ihe assumed "Rebel" archives
and the necessities of the carpet-ba- g cam-

paign in North Carolina is plainly visible.

The Paris Intelligencer cl aims that Gen.
Atkins has been nominated as the Demo-

cratic candidate for Congress in the seventh
district, by a majority that will range be-

tween 1,300 and 1,700. It will be remem-

bered that the nomination was submitted
to a primary vote of the Democrats of the
district.

Blanton Duncan is still pursuing the
folly of a Louisville Convention. The In-

dianapolis Sentinel says Blanton is very
restless, and might as well be permitted to
quiet Ids unrest in this way as any other.
There was never a moment in his life when
he was not patching up some senseless
folly.

Senatob Wilson said in his speech in
Cincinnati that in his travels he had not
met fifty Greeley Republicans. This is of a
piece with his North Carolina prophecy
that Grant will carry nine hundred and
ninety-nin- e of the popular
vote. These be signs of midsummer mad-

ness.

One day the Grantites S3y that the South
can't go for Mr. Greeley, because he was so

bitter against that section during the war;

the next day they declare that the Northern
people can't support Greeley because he
sympathized with the "Rebels." Thi3 is

a fair specimen of the tactics of the Grant
men.

The Radical papers are reproducing ar-

ticles from the New York Tribune denun-

ciatory of Democrats, in the hope of turn-

ing Democrats against Greeley and In favor

of Grant. These samo Radical journal en"
doraed every thing the Tribune said of the
Democrats, and they do so yet. Could

impudence go any farther?

An election for State officers and mem-

bers of Congress will take place in West
Virginia on the 22d inst. A new constitu-

tion wiil be submitted to the people at tho
same time. Governor Jacobs, failing to ob-

tain a from the Democrats,
bolted, and is now running an independent
candidate under the control of the Grant- -

ites. But he has not made much impres-an-d

sion upon the party, the chances in
favor of the election of the recular ticket
are eood.

The Mobile Register of the 7th inst.
publishes a letter from one of the sufferers
from tho recent overflow in Alabamas,
which says tho best crop since the war has

been swept away not a hill of it left.
The condition of the people is terrible.
Thoy were in debt on last year's opera-

tions, and they are now positively without
resources of any kind, and fifteen or six-

teen months must elapse before relief can
come from another crop. He says thou-

sands of them are without bread, and
must starve if they cannot get help.

A cumoufa incident is related in connec-

tion with the New York City Hall salute
lu honor of the North Carolina election.
Tbe Grant committee, never doubting that
the State would go Republican, ordered the
cartridges some days before the election,
but, deeming themselves unable to use

them to advantage, they were sold, on ap-

plication, to tho opposition at reduced fig-

ures, and the Liberals aud Democrats thus
fired their salute. Subsequently Ui6 Grant
men got another supply, which they used
themselves.

A Gkant man in Utica, New Yorkj
having had an opportunity to see Grant on

his reeent visit to that city, writes to the
Utica Observer as follows: "Is there any

penalty for signing a call for a Grant meet-

ing, and, after you have seen Mr. Murphy's

President and joined in tho general dis-

gust, supporting Greeley?" To which tho

editor replies: "There is no penalty under
tho laws of this State. In North Carolina

they would convict a man of a Ku-Klu- x

outrage and send him to tho Albany peni-

tentiary."

It is remarkable how many prominent

men who were expected to speak and
work for Grant, have been called off to the
far West. Shortly after Judge Kelley was

nominated in Pennsylvania, ho set out for

Colorado, and has extended his visit to
California, and Gen. Garfield was renomi-

nated in the 19th Ohio district, and left for

Montana tho next day. It was seml-ofli-cial- ly

announced some time 'since that the
distinguished member from the Buckeye

Slate did not take as much stock as he

might In our chief magistrate, and conse-

quently, would not spend much time in
stumping operations. Was tho trip to

Montana merely an excuse to get out of

the way, and thereby avoid tho embarras-

sing importunities of political friends ?

ASIN OF KETKESEKTATIOK.
The proper basis of representation In

Democratic State Conventions has been
the subject of some discussion, and will
probably bo a question in tho State Con-
vention which will assemble on the 21st.
The, only time that it has come up for ac
lion since the war was in tho Convention
of Sept. 13, 1870, which gave Gov.
John C. Brown his first nomination. The
resolution adopted then declares that
"each county shall bo entitled to
twelve votes for each representative
iu the present Legislature; that each
floaterial district be entitled to twelve votes
divided among tho counties respectively."
The Congressional Convention at Memphis
adopted as the basis for representation in
that Convention, one vote for every one
thousand of population and ono for every
fraction of population of over five hundred,
As the legislative representation of the sev
era! counties is determined by the number
of qualified voters, 'the basis of representa
tion as fixed by the Convention of 1870 is
according to voting population, while that
fixed by tho Memphis Congressional Con
vention Is according to tho total population

There is still another plan which has
been adopted by somo of the States, but
we believe has never been tried in this
State. That is to adopt the Democratic
vote at the last general election as tho basis
Between tho first two plans the voting po
pulation and the total population there is
but little difference. Those who favor the
adoption of the Democratic vote as the
basis insist that as the candidates to be
selected will be voted for by Democrats on
ly, none should be represented in the selec
tion of .them but Democrats. On
the contrary, it is insisted that this is

injurious to the minority Democratic coun

ties, as it is discouraging to energy and am
bition where the field for gains is largest,
and also places them at a disadvantage in
selecting candidates, who may be of the
greatest worth, simply because they are
from a weak-Democrat-ic county or section
of the State. To illustrate, two counties
have each six thousand voters, one has two
thousand Democratic voters, the other four
thousand: If the basis of representation
be according to the voting population,
each will have the same number of votes
In the convention; but if tho basis be ac
cording to the Democratic vote, o ne of the
counties will have twice as many votes in
the convention as the others. Thus the
larger Democratic counties might forever
defeat the most able and most popular can-

didate simply because he resided in a mi
nority county. It Is important that some
rule should be adopted after full dellbera
tion by tho next convention, and that it
then be adopted by all
We believe that tho adoption of the total
voting population as tho basis would prove
most satisfactory to all parts of the State,
and thus secure that harmony which is es
sential to victory.

COUNTY EXECUTIVE .COMMITTEE.
Wo are requested to call attention to the

importance of forniin' an Executive Con
mittee in McMinn, as the basis of an organ
ization that shall embrace every civil dis
trict, neighborhood and settlement in the
county. The necessity and policy of some--
thin'' of the kind is too patent to require
argument. Circuit Court will bo in session
at this place next week, and as there is likely
to be a pretty full attendance of the people
on Monday, it is urged that the subject bo
Liken in hand and definitely acted upon.

authorities of the State and the United
States." It would be quite as true of New
England now as it was at the South last
year.

"Grant's carpet-baggers- ," said Mr.
Beck in his Frankfort speech, "have robbed
South Carolina of twenty-nin- e millions,
and Gov. Scott, out of his stealings, has
built himself at his home in Marietta, Ohio
a house that cost sixty thousand." It is
upon this class of men that Mr. Greeley
has been making a vigorous war for a long
time. Thoy will find no favor in his ad
ministration it he should be elected Presi
dent.
