Fellow-citize- ns ot my native stato ot
New Hampshire: A few words, which
must necessarily be hasty, may be accepta-
ble to some of you. It has been said that
our Americans are a little too fond of going
abioad to Europe, but 1 am sure that he is
a poor American who doe3 not come back
a better American man ween ne went,
Who does net appreciate America
when he returns? Europe ma7 bo in many
resnects better than America. Her popula
tion is more imcmy setuea, nerans anu
sciences more thoroughly developed, and
her apple trees, 1 have noticed, have less
dead limbs on them than they have in :New
Hampshire. But the American who travels
through Europe finds reason to appreciate
the freedom, the opportunity, the hope of
American youth. 1 hope that the more the
people go abroad tho more wm come nacK to
annreciate the lakes, the skie3, the air, the
fruitful soil,the gorgeous scenery and glory of
our own country. I do assure you as one
who has travelled In .Europe tha, l could
sec no such thing as a people gathering to
consider any question of public importance
except of a religious character, and 1 re
joice that I was born and have been per
mitted to live here wnerc tne peopn nave
everything to say in the management of
our institutions. In the hope and belief
that our country free from some entangle
ment and some embarrassments is destined
to become dearer to all or us, I tasa my
leave.

Commission. Mr. Sumner begins by say-
ing that in his mention of tho affair in his
recent letter to the colored men, he did not
refer so much to the President's omission
to invite Mr. Douglass to dme with
tho Commissioners as to his failure
to notice his exclusion from the table
of tho Potomac steamer. He then continues
in reference to the alleged neglect of the
President: "On this you are represented as
remarking that Gen. Siegel was also omit
ted: but in fact Mr. Douglass and Gen. Sie
gel had already left for their homes, foraet- -
tiug that Mr. Douglass continued in Wash
ington; and you don't allow yourself to
doubt that had they been in town they
would have been included in the invitation.
Your apology clearly shows your opinion
that they ought to hare been mvited. But
please not forget that there was a reason
for inviting Mr. D. that did not exist in the
case of Gen. Siegel; the General was white
and he had suffered no indiguity on board
the mail packet, which it was in the power
of tbe President to rebuke by example

"Uut you are mistaken in tacts, as ap
pears by the newspapers ot the times. The
commissioners reached Washington on the
evening ot the 2 itli. They were entertain-
ed at dinner by tho President March 30,
On the day before the dinner Mr. Douglass
presided at tho convention to nominate a
delpgato to Congress from the District of
(Jolumuia, aud on taking the chair, made a
speech. Mr. Chipman was nominated
against Mr". Douglass, who made another
speech, thanking his supporters for their
votes. To gratify tho friends of Mr. Doug
lass, there was an understanding th.it he
should succeed Mr. Uhipman as secretary
of the District. These things show that
Mr. Douglass was not only in Washington,
but conspicuously so presiding at a public
convention, and being voted for as a candi
date for Congress.

"But wo are not left to inference. Mr.
A. M. Green, of Washington, who at the
Convention nominated Mr. Douglass for
Congress, assures me that ho did not leave
town till some days later. Mr. Green fur-

ther stales in a note dated Aug. 10, now,
before me, that about Ibis time ho and an-

other friend called on Mr. Douglass in rela-- .
t.on to his appointment by' the President as
Secretary 'of the District; that Mr. Doug-
lass, while thanking them for their earnest-
ness in his behalf, assured them that he had
no hope of success; that ho had 'new evi-

dence of tho conservative character or ten- -'

dency of tho Administration, which ' war-

ranted him in the opinion that they could
not succeed. And Mr. Green says that Mr.
Douglass added these words: 'I was not
only neglected without ahy rebiike for the
offense from tho President, but the com-

JAMES WATSON WEBB, ON GRANT
James Watson Webb has written a caus-- .

tic letter on Gen. Grant, whom he de
nounces for his unscrupulous management
and disregard of his. one-ter- m pledge. We
quote the following:

No man entertained higher hopes of what
he would do, or more sanguine expectations
of what he could accomplish, than I did;
and, believing him honest and patriotic, I
did not doubt his ability and his willing
ness to qualify himself for the Presidency,
I was outspoken In my advocacy of his at
tempt to purchase Santo Domingo, but alas,
it soon became a corrupt job, which the
warmest friends of its annexation were
compelled to repudiate.

the president's incapacity.
We all knew that from the time Grant

graduated at West Point ho was more cele
brated for his attachment, to his dogs and
horses, his pipe and his boon companions,
than to books or the study of public men
and measures; but we insisted that with
sufficient energy remaining to become what
he was a gallant and successful soldier
he should not fall to devote himself to the
acquisition of the necessary knowledge to
administer falthfullv. at least, the duties nf
the high station to which a confiding and
grateful people had elevated him. In this,
however, his most confiding friends have
been doomed to disappointment. He is as
ignorant to day of the wants of tho coun-
try and of the first principles of btatesman-shi- p

as when elected to the Presidency.
His sole idea of the duties of his high
station appears to be concentrated in mak
ing provision trom the Public .treasury
for his immediate family and its connec
tion, and in prostituting tho public pat
ronage to securing a renomination, and, if
possible, a forgetting, apparent
ly, that while his olhcehotders might secure
his renominrtlon, the people only have the
power to re-ele-ct him. His proceedings in
this regard have been so barefaced and
shameless that it is only necessary to point to
the removal of tho Don. Moses Gnnnell to
silence thoso who would gainsay the allega
tion.

'But add to this his admitted ignorance of
the duties of his position, his shameful ne
potism, prostitution of the public patronage
to achieve that which, under the circum
stances, it is infamy to accept, together with
his systematic degradation ot his own high
position, and it is difficult to conceive how
it is possible for the great Republican party
to sustain him.

OEANT SOCIALLY CONSIDERED.
From the Inauguration of George Wash

ington till the elevation of Gen. Grant to
the Presidency, I believe it is a matter of
history that no Chief Magistrate ever ac
cepted of an invitation to dine out of the
White House. Tho present Chief Magis-
trate has reformed all this. With whom
has he not dined ? And so universal is the
knowledge, both at home and abroad, of
the manner in which he has prostituted the
dignity of his station, that an anecdote, cur
rent all over Europe, may not be out of
place. When, as is known, the President
(through ignorance or inadvertance no
doubt) negected to invite the Grand Duke
of Russia to dine with him, or as the Rus
sian saying is, "to break bread with him,"
as an evidence of Bfriendship, the Em-
peror and all St. Petersburg felt out-
raged. And when, subsequently, the
President telegraphed to the Grand
Duke at St. Louis to return and dinowith
him. and the Grand Duke tele
graphed to St. Petersburg inquiring what
he should do, the answer was "decline
peremptorily." Of course, this wa3 a sub
ject of every-da- y discussion in St. Peters
burg, and on one ot those occasions a Kus-sia-

gentleman who had been at Washing
ton quietly responded, "if our Alexis had
been the owner of a fast horse, or a passa
bly good groom, doubtless Gen. Grant
would have invited him to dinner."

Mr. Greeley is not tho man whom I
should have selected from all the great and
good men of the United States to have
headed a ticket pledged to reform, and to
the exposure and punishment of corrup
tion in the administration ot public allairs,
And yet I verily believe that with the peo
ple ho is popular, and wui poll more votes
than any other candidate who could have
been named.

Being by universal admission both hon-

est and capable, and hiving, as I believe,
acquired tho experience which comes with
matured wisdom and study, and much mix
ing with tho woiid, I do not entertain a
doubt that if elected hej will prove as able
and as safe a President as the most patriot
ic advocates of reform could desire.
