Watch Hnx, R. I., via Stonlneton, Ct,
Aug. 30. Tne propeller Metis, Capt. Bur--
deu, was wrecnoa six miles ou tins snore
this morning. A dreadful storm prevailed
during t e latter part of the night. About
4 o'clock the propeller was struck by a
schooner, knocking out her bottom. She
immediately filled. The nasseDtrers were
aroused aud warned to secure their life pro-serve-rs. iu

In a short time the lower pare of
the vessel, engines, etc., went down about
bve miles from snore. A large number of
the passengers and crew climbed on the up-
per deck, which parted from the bull aud
floated. The waves rolled high and the
rain continued, but the upper works float
ed and struck the shore just below tbe
Ocean House about 8 o'clock this morning.

The Metis had on board a hundred aud
four passengers, and forty-fiv- e deck hands,
waiters, etc Capt Burton and Ueo. IS.
Hull, aent of the lino, are among the
saved.

He was in the
water ten minutes when he succeeded in
swimming to the cabin of the boat and was
floated ashore.

He thinks about
one hundred lives were lost, but more may
have been saved thau yet reported.

We left New York at 5:15 p. m. ou the
29th of August. The weather was over
cast and ramv. with a irean ureeze irom
the Southeast. At 3:40 a. m., when be- -

tween tbe two l!ght houses at Mantan Point
ana vvatcn nui, aoout uvp mues ou uie
Rhode Island shore, the propeller was run
into bv an uukuown schoouer striking us
40 abaft of the steam bar, near abreast of tbe
pilot houso. The Propeller was immediate
ly stoooed and turned round and we en- -

deavored to find the vessel but failed to do
so. I bent the mates and pilot below to as
certain if the proppeier was mating any
water. They reported to me that sho was
not, and we considered the damage very
slicht. We then proceeded ou our way
to I'loviaeuci. waiter reoaunug a iuw mo-

ments tho engineer reported that the steam
er was rapidly hlling. l immediately neauea
her for the nearest shore and used every
exertion in my power to save the passen
gers and crew. At this time the wind was
niOWing a StrUUU gaie liuu tuo auuui-c- i

accompanied by a heavy rain, it soon De

came evident that the steamer must go

down. It was not louger thau half an hour
fi nm the time she was headed for shore u
til she sunk The life bjats were lowered
and filled at once with persons auxlous to
be saved. One of the ooats swamped, but
was soon ri 'hted by the chief engineer who
was ou her. He sculled her up to tbe wreck
and ohe wai agaiu bjardea with success.
About 50 petsons were left ou the upper
deck which drif.ed with tbe gale. The
storm still continued, and although several
VfS e.s came in sight none recagiuzed us.
We continued in this perilous condition uuttl
about 8 o'clock a. M , wheu,we drifted ou
the beach, about half a mile from the
Watch Hill lighthouse. The surf was very
high aud our danger was increased. By
isis tin.3. t dte a large number of people
from the Wa-c-h Hill Hotel were on the
beach proffering aid, but all Was of no use
to us. The roar oi tne sun preventeu any
communication, and it was evident to us
that the deck on which we floated must
eo to nieces. Iu a fev? muineuts the break
ing up commenced, aud we were all thrown
into the snri. By the kindness of those ou
shore nearly all were saved from tbe pilot
houso and upper works. I am unable to
say at preteut how many of the crew and
passengers were lost witn tne nuue.

To Increase tbe Price of Oil.
Pittsburg, Pa, Aug. 30. Tho pro

ducers in the oil regions are about entering
upon a plan to stop all new developments
for a period of six months from the 1st of
September next, in order to increase the
demaud for oil and thereby enhance the
value. Meeting have been held in Parker s
Lauding, and yesterday a meeting of the
producers was h id at St. Petersburg to
further the object, and in all probability
nearly every producer will sign the pledge.
