The Supreme
Court declarad in that case, that the acts of r
the of the State, undertaking to |
disposs of the stock and eff2cls of the Bank
without a psymeat ofits debls, was nncon-
stitutiopal and paid.

S0 the Supreme Court of Tenuessee in
the case of Marr vs Bank of West Tennes-
see, recognised the same principle as the
law of Tennessee.
